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A
s we have highlight-
ed in these pages 
this year, 2020 marks 
the 50th anniversary 
of the Great Postal 

Strike of 1970. After we over-
come the COVID-19 pandemic, 
we will find a way to properly cel-
ebrate the brave union members 
who risked everything to win col-
lective-bargaining rights for Post 
Office employees. 

Our plans to do so in New York 
in March, and at our 2020 bien-
nial convention in August, had 
to be indefinitely postponed (see 
page 9). But this month I want to 
celebrate a less-appreciated lega-
cy of the 1970 strike—our system 
of interest arbitration. That’s be-
cause, in September, we initiated 
the NALC’s seventh interest arbi-

tration since the Postal Reorganization Act (see story on page 4). 
Interest arbitration is the process we use to reach a contract 

settlement when voluntary efforts to negotiate a contract setting 
the terms and conditions of city letter carrier employment reach 
an impasse. It is an alternative to what parties in the private sector 
use to force an agreement—a union strike or a management lock-
out. Instead, the parties appoint union and management arbitra-
tors, who then select a neutral arbitrator to serve as the chairman 
of an arbitration board. The board then conducts hearings where 
both sides present evidence and testimony in support of their 
bargaining positions on pay, work hours, leave policies and other 
employment matters. Once the board hears all of the evidence, 
it meets in private (executive session) to decide the contents of 
our National Agreement, often using the evidence presented to 
negotiate compromises on the issues in dispute. The resulting 
arbitration award is final and binding on the parties.

We have used interest arbitration six times in our prior 13 
rounds of collective bargaining. The NALC’s officers, staff and 
attorneys began preparing for the current arbitration long be-
fore formal negotiations to replace the 2016-2019 National 
Agreement began in June 2019. Despite our best efforts to 
reach a negotiated settlement, which continue to this day, 
we decided earlier this year to proceed to arbitration, and the 
parties chose Arbitrator Dennis Nolan to serve as the neutral 
chairman. NALC’s longtime outside legal counsel, Keith Secu-
lar, serves as the union arbitrator.

This time around, amid a global pandemic, we’ve been forced 
to be creative and innovative to pull off the arbitration safely. In-
stead of meeting in person in Washington, we are conducting 
hearings virtually for the first time, using video technology. All 

of the arbitrators, attorneys and witnesses are working from dif-
ferent locales around the country and meeting via Zoom calls. 

But the process is basically the same one we have used 
in the past: The two sides alternate in providing expert tes-
timony, data and arguments in support of their contract pro-
posals. Witnesses testify and are cross-examined, rebuttal 
and sur-rebuttal witnesses are called to reply and are, in turn, 
cross-examined. Formal exhibits are presented and hearing 
transcripts are produced by a court reporter. The process gives 
both sides a chance to make the case for their views and the 
chance to convince the board to adopt their proposals. 

At a time when labor strikes have become exceedingly rare 
due in part to judicial and legislative constraints that have 
weakened the right to strike in the United States, interest ar-
bitration gives workers and their unions an alternative way to 
achieve their collective-bargaining goals. Indeed, last year, 
there were just 27 strikes in the United States involving 1,000 
or more workers—compared to 371 strikes in 1970. So interest 
arbitration is especially valuable when the strike option is not 
present. That is why it is most often used in the public sector, 
especially for police and fire departments, where binding arbi-
tration provides a fair way for parties to resolve their collective-
bargaining disputes without disruptions in essential services. 
But it could be used in the private sector, too. In fact, the major 
labor law reform bill passed by the House of Representatives in 
February (the PRO Act) calls for interest arbitration to be used 
for first contracts when new bargaining units are formed. 

We owe the brothers and sisters who went on strike in 1970 
a huge debt of gratitude. They not only secured the collective-
bargaining rights that catapulted letter carriers into the mid-
dle class, but they also won our right to place our collective-
bargaining demands before an interest arbitration board. The 
law that grew out of the strike, the Postal Reorganization Act of 
1970, provided for the process we are using right now to ad-
vance our interests. It may not have been a perfect substitute 
for the right to strike in 1970, but it has become especially 
valuable in 2020, when the right to strike barely exists. It is a 
time-tested process that has served our union well. 

Of course, it is the NALC’s strong preference to reach voluntary 
agreements that can be sent out to the membership for a ratifica-
tion vote. For that reason, I continue to engage postal manage-
ment in order to reach a voluntary agreement even as the arbitra-
tion proceeds—nothing in the process precludes us from doing 
so. We will continue to update members, via the NALC website 
and our mobile app, on the progress of the interest arbitration—
and on any bargaining developments of significance. 

Here’s to 50 years of collective bargaining—and to 50 years 
of interest arbitration as well.

President’s  
Message
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Letter from  
the Editor

Doing this effectively is more 
important—though more com-
plicated—than ever for us. We’ll 

get to the practical side of that, but first 
the broad picture.

For years, the media placed its atten-
tion elsewhere than on the Postal Ser-
vice. Yet NALC, thanks to the hard work 
of so many of you, from rank-and-file 
letter carriers to President Rolando and 
our other officers, managed to change 
the national conversation about postal 
issues through thousands of letters 
to the editor and op-eds or interviews 
with print, radio and television outlets. 
You informed the public and legisla-
tors—getting the facts out, providing 
context and debunking the misleading 
conventional wisdom.

Then came the pandemic. Almost 
overnight, media interest in all things 

postal skyrocketed.
While at times overwhelming, the attention was helpful. 

Journalists focused on the essential nature of the work of letter 
carriers as they bravely delivered not just the regular mail, but 
also the household supplies, medications, stimulus checks 
and other items that allowed tens of millions of grateful Ameri-
cans to shelter safely at home.

And, though many reporters suddenly covering USPS were un-
familiar with the topic, that too proved beneficial, because they 
arrived without preconceived notions and were eager to learn.

Soon, though, we entered a new phase focused on USPS’s 
role in the looming election, and the media rapidly politicized 
things. A combination of events—the appointment of a new 
postmaster general, operational changes, comments from the 
White House, congressional infighting over relief packages, 
vote-by-mail issues—prompted many news outlets to shift from 
examining the broad postal role in the pandemic to viewing 
USPS though a narrow and intensely political prism.

It also brought a different group of reporters, often from the 
political beat. Given the unfortunate trends roiling the media 
industry, many arrived with agendas. Liberal outlets saw an 
opportunity to demonstrate that the administration and the 
new PMG were intentionally rendering the USPS incapable of 
meeting the election challenges. Conservative outlets saw a 
chance to assert that because of incompetence or worse, the 
Postal Service couldn’t carry out its enhanced election role.

Against this backdrop, we’ve consolidated the way we in-
teract with the media. Before we even consider journalists’ 
requests that we take part in a story, I engage them in an off-
the-record conversation aimed at getting them to drop their 
assumptions, set aside their political narratives, and listen to 
the facts. If they’re not interested, then we’re not interested. 
Fortunately, most are.

All of this has two practical implications pertaining to the ex-
cellent work so many of you—more than ever—are doing in this 
critical period.

One involves how you interact with the media. It’s especially 
vital now—and will likely remain so in the immediate post-elec-
tion period—that we avoid politicizing matters, engaging in the 
back-and-forth, or criticizing this person/that group. We need to 
deliver a constructive message, ignore the political bait and re-
frain from getting into the weeds on operational issues.

Our message on the election, for example: USPS can handle 
the vote-by-mail duties—it has more than enough capacity, we’re 
used to meeting peak mail demands including during the holi-
days, and as letter carriers we take our mission seriously and meet 
the challenges. We’ll get the mail out because that’s what we do.

Recent examples of your skillfully communicating this mes-
sage abound.

In North Carolina, Charlotte Branch 545 President Sylvin Ste-
vens led off a positive public radio news segment by convinc-
ingly reassuring folks of the Postal Service’s ability to handle 
mail ballots.

In Tennessee, Region 8 National Business Agent Steve Lassan 
calmly parried an initial unexpected question from a reporter 
with Memphis’s ABC affiliate and proceeded to get across our 
can-do approach vis-à-vis election mail.

In Connecticut, Hartford Branch 86 President Michael Willad-
sen dismantled a hostile commentary piece, his letter to the edi-
tor of the Manchester Journal Inquirer rebutting one point after 
another using facts and logic.

The second point actually is the initial step in this, and was 
teased above: While retaining NALC’s grassroots, whole-of-
union approach, we’re emphasizing coordination as we man-
age the avalanche of media requests—which now go through 
the Department of Communications and Media Relations at 
Headquarters. That’s to keep our message consistent, avoid 
political or other pitfalls, and prioritize our resources and per-
sonnel while ignoring some inquiries because of the topic, the 
reporter’s attitude or, occasionally, the outlet involved.

So, if you receive a media inquiry, please forward it to us or 
give the reporter our contact information. If easier, just send 
the request to your branch president or NBA office, who will get 
it to us. After vetting the reporter, I’ll get back to you to discuss 
how to best respond.

The interest arbitration case for
 a new National Agreement between 
the National Association of Letter 

Carriers and the United States Postal Ser-
vice opened on Sept. 23 quite differently 
from any other. Whereas previous interest 
arbitration proceedings were held in per-
son, this one is being conducted entirely 
online via the Zoom teleconferencing 
program due to the COVID-19 pandemic. 
The hearing proceeded in orderly fashion, 
with both sides presenting their opening 
statements as though they were all in the 
same room. 

Negotiations between NALC and 
USPS began in person on June 26, 
2019, three months before the expira-
tion of the 2016-2019 contract. While 
the parties were unable to reach agree-
ment during the 90-day period, they 
have continued to negotiate as the 
process moved to interest arbitration. 
Delays in the arbitrator’s schedule and 
unforeseeable consequences stem-
ming from the coronavirus pandemic 
pushed the first arbitration hearing 
back until September of this year.

The chairman of the three-person 
arbitration board is Dennis Nolan, a 
member of the American Arbitration 
Association’s labor panel and a full-
time labor arbitrator since 1976. He also 
serves as a mediator for the Federal 
Mediation and Conciliation Service. In 
1985, he was selected for membership 
in the National Academy of Arbitrators, 
and eventually served as its president in 
2006. He has also served as a national 
arbitrator on the NALC/USPS panel. 

The other members of the three-per-
son board are attorney Keith Secular, 
from Cohen, Weiss and Simon, repre-
senting NALC; and attorney Thomas 
Reinert, for USPS. Chairman Nolan 
made a few brief remarks and noted 
that preliminary briefs had been filed, 

before giving the floor to attorney Peter 
DeChiara, also from Cohen, Weiss and 
Simon, who serves as NALC’s lead ad-
vocate for the arbitration proceedings.

Two principal objectives
In his opening statement, DeChiara 

explained that the NALC’s two princi-
pal objectives were substantial wage 
increases for city letter carriers, and 
conversion of the non-career workforce 
to career status.

“In this particular proceeding, we 
seek general annual wage increases 
greater than those in the Postal Ser-
vice’s recent contracts with the three 
other major postal unions,” he contin-
ued. “As I will explain, under generally 
accepted principles of compensation, 
changes in the city letter carrier job 
have made it markedly more difficult 
and justify these wage increases.”

The second major objective, DeChiara  
said, was to “seek the elimination, by 
the end of the contract term, of the non-
career position known as city carrier 
assistant or CCA, that would leave the city 
carrier craft with an all-career workforce.”

“The NALC will discuss our other 
proposals, but those are the two core 

objectives,” he said of the union’s 
efforts to obtain substantial wage 
increases, as well as the conversion of 
CCAs to career positions.

USPS economic proposal
After NALC’s opening, the Postal 

Service’s opening statement was made 
by Kevin Rachel, a labor relations con-
sultant and former manager of collective 
bargaining and arbitration at USPS. He 
laid out the Postal Service’s economic 
proposal, which in part included lump 
sum payments rather than general wage 
and COLA increases, decreasing layoff 
protections, and substantially increasing 
the non-career CCA complement. 

DeChiara, in his statement, summa-
rized the USPS proposals this way: “In 
its brief at page 43, the Postal Service 
writes that, ‘The parties are accustomed 
to receiving on the record economic pro-
posals that do not reflect any semblance 
of realism.’ The Postal Service’s econom-
ic proposals fit that description to a T.”

What’s next
Through the next three days of sched-

uled hearings following the opening 
statement presentations on Day One, 
each party called witnesses to support 
its economic proposals. A full week 
of hearing days are scheduled in late 
October, followed by two full weeks of 
hearing days in mid-November.   

As NALC President Fredric Rolando 
has indicated, the parties, on a separate 
track, continue to meet regularly in an 
attempt to reach a tentative negotiated 
agreement that could be sent out to the 
members for review and ratification. 
Ultimately, the parties will either come 
to a tentative negotiated agreement or 
be bound by Arbitrator Nolan’s award 
pursuant to the Interest Arbitration 
process described above. PR

NALC and USPS begin  
interest arbitration hearings

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Whether you’re a newly con-
verted career employee or 
are approaching retirement, 

the end of the year is a great time to 
think about your financial affairs. As 
2020 nears its close, you also should 
consider how the Thrift Savings Plan 
(TSP) can play a valuable role in your 
strategy for retirement. 

The TSP is an essential component 
of the Federal Employees Retirement 
System (FERS), the retirement program 
that covers most USPS employees. 
Like many of the 401(k) savings plans 
offered by private-sector employers, 
the TSP allows federal employees to 
save pre-tax dollars each month in a 
personal account; this gives letter car-
riers who have contributed the chance 
to save money quickly and easily. TSP 
participants also can choose how the 
money in their account is invested.

City carrier assistants (CCAs) 
converted to career, or career letter 
carriers hired on or after Oct. 1, 2020, 
have been automatically enrolled in 
the TSP. Five percent of their base pay 
is deducted and deposited in a TSP ac-
count. The Postal Service matches the 
first 3 percent dollar for dollar and the 
next 2 percent 50 cents per dollar, as 
well as automatic agency contributions 
equal to 1 percent of basic pay. Career 
letter carriers hired between July 31, 
2010, and Sept. 30, 2020, were auto-
matically enrolled at 3 percent. Those 
hired before July 31, 2010, and covered 
by FERS were automatically enrolled 
in a TSP account with 1 percent con-
tributions from the Postal Service and 
no automatic payroll deductions—the 
deductions must be set up by the 
employee. 

For CCAs who have not yet converted 
to career letter carriers, NALC’s Mutual 
Benefit Association (MBA) offers a CCA 

Retirement Savings 
Plan, where tradi-
tional IRA funds can 
be rolled into the 
TSP once the CCA be-
comes a career letter 
carrier.

Don’t walk away 
from free money

As explained 
above, all letter carri-
ers covered by FERS 
who contribute their 
own money receive 
matching contribu-
tions up to 4 percent 
per pay period, and 
all carriers covered 
by FERS receive the 
1 percent automatic 
contribution from 
USPS.

Carriers can use LiteBlue to enroll 
in the TSP or make changes to their 
deductions or investments at any 
time—there is no specific open season 
for the program. 

The IRS annual limit for TSP 
contributions as of 2020 is $19,500. 
Participants may be eligible to make 
additional “catch-up” contributions to 
boost their savings, beginning the year 
they turn 50. These contributions are 
not matched by USPS and are limited 
to $6,500 for 2020. Carriers covered by 
the Civil Service Retirement System 
(CSRS) still may join TSP, but do not 
receive a matching contribution from 
USPS. Nevertheless, they can save on 
taxes and keep more of what they save 
because the TSP’s administrative costs 
are lower than those of similar plans. 
In 2019, the TSP charged participants 
an average net administrative expense 
of 42 cents per $1,000 invested.

TSP accounts do not go away when 
letter carriers separate from federal 
service. Letter carriers can stay in-
vested in the TSP and can change their 
investment mix while their account 
continues to accumulate earnings; 
they can even transfer IRAs and other 
retirement plans into the TSP. 

Since enactment of the TSP Modern-
ization Act in September 2019, letter 
carriers now have more flexible with-
drawal options when they leave federal 
service, such as multiple one-time with-
drawals and the ability to change the 
frequency and the amount of install-
ment payments at any time during the 
year. Explore these options and more in 
the booklet Withdrawing from Your TSP 
Account for Separated and Beneficiary 
Participants, available on tsp.gov.

Why invest in the Thrift Savings Plan?



At the end of September, the 
House of Representatives 
advanced an additional re-

lief package (H.R. 925) to break the 
gridlock in the ongoing negotiations 
with the White House and Senate 
over another round of COVID-19 relief. 
The bill, dubbed “HEROES Act 2.0,” 
passed the House on largely party 
lines by a vote of 214-207, with 18 
Democrats joining all Republicans in 
voting against the measure.

House Democratic leadership 
scaled back the size and scope of the 
measure to $2.2 trillion in an attempt 
to get some measure of relief passed 
prior to the November election. The 
original Health and Economic Recov-
ery Omnibus Emergency Solutions 
(HEROES) Act (H.R. 6800), approved 
by the House in May, appropriated 
$3.4 trillion for relief, but the Sen-
ate  failed to advance a  $1.5 trillion 
“skinny” alternative, showing the 
vast difference between the chambers 
about how much is needed and where 
it should be distributed.

For the Postal Service, HEROES 2.0 
includes $15 billion (reduced from $25 
billion in the original measure) for 
the Postal Service to cover COVID-19-
related expenses; it also removes the 
terms and conditions on the $10 bil-
lion loan in the Coronavirus Aid, Re-
lief, and Economic Security (CARES) 
Act signed into law last spring—as 
provided in the original HEROES Act. 

The new bill also includes new work-
ers’ compensation benefits for postal 
employees who contract COVID-19, 
but unlike the original HEROES Act, it 
does not include hazard pay for front-
line workers and postal employees.

The measure also would revive the 
supplemental pandemic unemploy-
ment insurance benefits measure 
($600 per week provided by the CARES 
Act) that expired in September and 
authorize another round of stimulus 
money to families. In addition, the 
HEROES 2.0 bill would provide further 
Paycheck Protection Program (PPP) 
coverage for small businesses; con-
tinued Women, Infants, and Children 
(WIC) and Supplemental Nutrition 
Assistance Program (SNAP) benefits; 
funding to schools and universities;  
resources for testing, tracing and treat-
ment; and funding to avert the layoffs 
of more than 40,000 airline workers.

While the House continues to keep 
pressure on the Senate and White 
House to reach a compromise before 
Election Day, the Senate has yet to 
advance any additional relief. At this 
point, it is unclear as to whether a 
deal can be reached. In addition, the 
Senate plans to turn its attention to 
proceedings to advance the nomi-
nation of Amy Coney Barrett to the 
Supreme Court, following the death of 
Justice Ruth Bader Ginsberg. With the 
nomination being a contentious one, 
it’s difficult to envision a deal on ad-

ditional pandemic-related relief being 
reached before Election Day.

Meanwhile, President Trump sig-
naled an end to negotiations on Oct. 
6, tweeting, “I have instructed my 
representatives to stop negotiating 
until after the election.” 

NALC will continue to call for relief 
for the Postal Service, favorable terms 
and conditions for the $10 billion 
Treasury loan, and for hazard pay for 
our members on the front lines of this 
pandemic.

USPS elects not to implement 
payroll tax deferral

In August, President Trump issued 
an executive order deferring payroll 
taxes for Social Security until the be-
ginning of 2021 to combat the econom-
ic downturn caused by the coronavirus 
pandemic. It includes a directive to 
suspend the withholding of Social 
Security taxes for workers earning 
less than $4,000 on a pretax biweekly 
basis, or about $104,000 annually.

However, those Social Security 
taxes will need to be repaid between 
Jan. 1, 2021, and April 30, 2021, if no 
permanent cut is enacted, which is 
unlikely given the partisan debates in 
Congress. That has made the deferral 
unpopular with many, and several 
businesses have opted out of the de-
ferral for their employees, including 
the Postal Service.

USPS recently notified NALC that 
it would not implement the tempo-
rary employee payroll tax deferral. 
The Internal Revenue Service issued 
guidance (Notice 1010-65) making 
clear that employers are not required 
to implement the deferral. Because of 
this, letter carriers will see no change 
in payroll taxes from the executive 
order. PR

News from Washington
House passes scaled-back HEROES relief package

Penalty Overtime Exclusion
As referenced in Article 8, Sections 4 and 5, of the USPS-NALC and USPS-
APWU national agreements, the December period (during which penalty 
overtime regulations are not applicable) consists of four consecutive service 
weeks. This year, the December period begins Pay Period 25-20—Week 2 
(Nov. 28, 2020)—and ends Pay Period 01-21—Week 1 (Dec. 25, 2020).
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Open Season for the Combined 
Federal Campaign (CFC), the 
federal workplace charitable 

giving program, runs through Jan. 15, 
2021.

As federal employees, letter carriers 
can participate in the CFC by mak-
ing charitable donations via deduc-
tions from our paychecks. Pledges 
made during the campaign season 
support eligible non-profit organiza-
tions chosen by the donor. Carriers 
can select which groups they want to 
support from a list of more than 2,000 
eligible charities, and an amount of 
their choosing will be deducted from 
their paychecks each pay period and 
automatically sent to each charity.

NALC President Fredric Rolando 
urged letter carriers to give to their 
preferred causes through CFC.

“The pandemic and the economic 
crisis that came with it have strained 
the resources of many charitable 
groups, making your support so much 
more important,” Rolando wrote. “I 
am asking for your help in ensuring 
that this year’s campaign is successful, 
and I invite you to join me in support-
ing the Combined Federal Campaign 
by making a pledge or donation to the 
charities of your choice.”

In September, for the third time 
this year, NALC and the Postal 
Service agreed to continue several 

pandemic-related memorandums of 
understanding (MOUs). These MOUs, 
found in NALC’s Materials Reference 
System on the NALC website, include 
temporary expanded sick leave for 
dependent care (M-01910); temporary 
additional paid leave for city carrier 
assistants (CCAs) (M-01911); tempo-
rary use of the 7:01 rule (M-01913); 
temporary workplace changes to 
promote social distancing (M-01915); 
and temporary use of temporary carrier 
assistants (TCAs) (M-01916). These 
MOUs are extended through the end of 
the year.

•	 M-01910 provides some relief 
for certain letter carriers dealing 
with child care needs caused by 
the large number of schools that 
have closed since the onset of the 
pandemic. This MOU allows career 
letter carriers to use sick leave for 
dependent care to care for a child 
as the result of a closed day care, 
school or the unavailability of the 
child’s primary caregiver due to the 
COVID-19 pandemic. 

•	 M-01911 gives CCAs an additional 
80 hours of paid leave to use for 
specific reasons in connection with 
the COVID-19 pandemic, since CCAs 
do not earn sick leave. Reasons to 
use this additional paid leave for 
CCAs include: the employee has 
contracted COVID-19 or has been 
directly exposed to someone with 
COVID-19; the employee is experi-
encing symptoms generally associ-
ated with COVID-19; and for the 
employee to use consistent with the 
MOU Re: Temporary Expanded Sick 
Leave for Dependent Care During 
COVID-19 (M-01910).

•	 M-01913 institutes the use of Em-
ployee and Labor Relations Manual 
(ELM), Section 432.53, City Letter 
Carriers (7:01 Rule). With this rule, 
a full-time city letter carrier who 
actually works more than seven 
hours but fewer than eight hours 
of a regular scheduled day will, 
upon his/her request, be officially 
excused from the completion of the 
eight-hour tour and still be cred-
ited with eight hours of work time 
for pay purposes. Any hours not 
worked between the seventh and 
eighth hour of a regular scheduled 
day, pursuant to ELM 432.53, are 
included in an employee’s regu-
lar rate of pay, pursuant to ELM 
443.212.g.

•	 M-01914 is a letter from Postal 
Service Vice President, Labor 

Relations Doug Tulino to the 
management in the field regard-
ing agreements with NALC, leave 
policy and approval of requests for 
changes of schedule due to child 
care needs related to the COVID-19 
pandemic. The letter states that 
in addition to allowing Sick Leave 
for Dependent Care, managers and 
supervisors should allow liberal 
changes of schedule in recognition 
of the disruption caused by the 
COVID-19 pandemic. To the extent 
operationally practicable, manag-
ers and supervisors should accom-
modate employees who submit PS 
Form 3189, Request for Temporary 
Schedule Change for Personal Con-
venience, as a result of child care 
issues caused by day care closures, 
school (pre-kindergarten through 

COVID-19-related MOUs continue  
to provide protection for letter carriers

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Grade 12) closures, or the unavail-
ability of a child’s primary care-
giver as a result of the COVID-19 
pandemic. Managers and supervi-
sors also should allow liberal sick 
leave usage for employees, and 
liberal annual and leave without 
pay (LWOP) usage to the extent 
operationally feasible, during 
this time period. If an employee 
requests leave for reasons related 
to COVID-19, such leave should be 
treated as scheduled (as opposed 
to unscheduled) leave. Leave taken 
for COVID-19 related reasons may 
not be cited in discipline for failing 
to maintain an assigned schedule 
under ELM 511.43.

•	M-01915 directs the local parties 
to immediately discuss poten-
tial scheduling and office setup 
changes such as staggered start 
times, scheduling letter carriers 
to begin tours in groups of 10 or 
fewer, the manner in which stand-
up talks are given, locations and 
times, and other initiatives to 
maximize social distancing. The 
MOU also commits the parties to 
limiting individuals to working 
only in their employing facili-

ties to the extent possible. When 
not possible, the Postal Service 
agreed to a few additional precau-
tions in the limited circumstance 
when a carrier is sent to another 
office to work. In these situa-
tions, the Postal Service agreed 
the following should be done: 1) 
The supervisor and steward in the 
losing office will jointly determine 
which carrier will go to the gain-
ing office; 2) If there is concern 
from either the loaned carrier or 
those in the gaining office about 
the loaned carrier entering the 
facility, the mail will be placed on 
the dock or somewhere outside 
where it can be loaded without 
entering the building; and 3) If 
a loaned carrier does not bring a 
vehicle from the losing office, the 
gaining office will have appro-
priate cleaning supplies for the 
carrier to sanitize the vehicle he/
she will be using.

•	 M-01916 allows the Postal Service 
to employ TCAs as operationally 
necessary for the sole purpose of 
replacing city letter carriers absent 
due to COVID-19. Throughout the 
pandemic, letter carriers have 

needed to use leave to care for 
themselves and their families. To 
limit disruptions in mail service 
as a result of taking this necessary 
leave, not only to protect letter 
carriers and their families but to 
protect the overall general public 
as well, the ability for the Postal 
Service to employ TCAs has been 
helpful.

NALC and the Postal Service also 
agreed to another temporary time-limit 
extension on Step B and arbitration 
appeals (M-01930), and agreed to 
give local parties the ability to de-
velop a sign-up process for full-time 
employees who previously did not, 
or could not, place their names on 
either the overtime desired list or work 
assignment list. The latter agreement 
(M-01931) is due to the potential effects 
of the COVID-19 pandemic on staffing 
levels. Both of these agreements will 
expire on Dec. 31.

The national parties have agreed 
to revisit each of these issues im-
mediately prior to the expiration of 
the MOUs at the end of the year to 
determine if further extensions are 
appropriate. PR

Great Postal Strike 50th anniversary dinner update

NALC has postponed the Great Postal Strike 50th 
anniversary dinner until it is safe to hold the event. 
The sold-out dinner had been planned for March 21 

in New York City but, as the COVID-19 pandemic spread 
and shutdown orders were put in place, NALC postponed 
the event until Nov. 6. With shutdown orders still in place, 
and travel difficult and potentially dangerous, especially 
for the elderly strike participants the event was intended 
to honor, NALC has decided to postpone the event indefi-
nitely until it is safe to schedule it again. Branches and at-
tendees will be notified when the event is rescheduled. PR
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News

Six children of NALC members 
will receive NALC memorial 
scholarships in recognition of 

their schoolwork and community 
involvement.

One student from each of the five 
geographical regions was awarded 
$4,000 apiece from the William C. 
Doherty Scholarship Fund, and a sixth 
student will receive $1,000 from the 
John T. Donelon Scholarship. All six 
scholarships are renewable for three 
additional years.

NALC created the Doherty scholar-
ship in 1962 in honor of NALC’s presi-
dent from 1941 to 1962. The winners 
this year, along with their letter carrier 
parent, are:

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(I have a joint disorder that affects my 
hands). … The thing that stuck with 
me the most was when she told me I 
should ‘maybe find a different career.’ 
… Now I’m dedicated to proving her 
wrong, not because I care about her 
opinion anymore, but because I know 
I can do this and I know that I am pas-
sionate about it and nothing will hold 
me back from that.”

Due to the COVID-19 pandemic, the 
NALC Scholarship Committee—com-
posed of Sandy Laemmel, Detroit, 
Michigan Branch 1; Kimetra Lewis, 
Dallas, Texas Branch 132; and Law-
rence Kania, Buffalo-Western New 
York Branch 3—had to reorganize the 
selection-making process.  

“We planned to meet in March 
remotely, not knowing what lay ahead 
of us, such as schools being closed and 
students not being able to obtain their 
documentation in timely fashion,” 
Laemmel said. “Plans were changed 
along the way, and we began our 
process to meet remotely in August. We 
went back to basics and used the Postal 
Service for shipping our applications 
between committee members and our 
phones to review all our applications.” 

The Scholarship Committee re-
viewed each application independent-
ly and then sent them by region to the 
next committee member for review. 

“At the end of the review, the ap-
plications were sent back to NALC 
Headquarters, after which they were 
couriered to our educators so that they 
might review the applications remotely 
as well,” Laemmel said. “Our process 
was completed on Sept. 18, when our 
educators made their selections.” 

The committee issued the following 
report:

“On this, the 58th anniversary of the 
founding of the William C. Doherty 

Scholarship program and the 16th an-
niversary of the John T. Donelon Schol-
arship, we processed 648 applications, 
in contrast to 620 applications in 2019.

For purposes of this scholarship 
program, the country is divided into 
five geographic regions. Under the 
procedure, eliminations were made to 
reach the allowed figure of five scholar-
ships—one to each of the five regions. 
At present, each Doherty scholarship 
is valued at $16,000, which represents 
$4,000 annually, for four consecutive 
years. The John T. Donelon Scholarship 
provides for one scholarship of $1,000 
annually, for four consecutive years.

Our program has aided hundreds of 
children of letter carriers in their pursuit 
of higher education. We strongly urge 
the parents of high school seniors to 
watch the July through December 2020 
issues of The Postal Record for 2021 
scholarship applications, which will be 
printed only in those issues. They are 
also available on the website, nalc.org.

It is essential that applications be 
complete and that all submissions be 
made in timely fashion. The committee 
emphasizes the necessity of answer-
ing all questions on the required forms 
and providing all the information 
requested prior to the deadline. We 
would like to stress the importance of 
applicants’ demonstrating diversity 
in extracurricular activities, sports, 
leadership, elective office and work 
experience, as well as scholastic excel-
lence. Applicants are rated on all of the 
above areas.

The committee appreciates the 
co-operation of the various branches 
and state associations and encour-
ages them to continue to publicize the 
scholarship program. We appreciate 
the contributions from our members 
who generously support the scholar-

ship program. The value of a college 
education to our upcoming young 
men and women is incalculable. With 
the continuing increase in the cost of 
college, we urge each of our members 
to make a contribution to the Doherty 
Scholarship fund. Any contribution 
will help to keep this worthy program 
as strong and effective as we can make 
it. (The Donelon scholarship is funded 
by a separate trust fund.)

The participation of President Fred-
ric Rolando, Secretary-Treasurer Nicole 
Rhine and other resident officers and 
staff was an invaluable contribution to 
this committee’s work. 

Our thanks to this year’s judges—Dr. 
Georgia Booker, retired Director, Of-
fice of Guidance Counseling Services, 
District of Columbia Public Schools; 
James B. Massey Jr., Director, Office of 
Undergraduate Admissions, University 
of Maryland; and Dale E. Bittinger, As-
sistant Vice Provost for Undergraduate 
Admissions, Orientation and School 
Partnerships at University of Maryland, 
Baltimore County—who assisted in per-
forming the assessment of applicants 
and making the final selections. We 
wish to express our deepest apprecia-
tion to these very outstanding educa-
tors for their assistance to the NALC 
Scholarship Committee and the NALC.

As it has for the past decade, the 
committee accepted ACT test scores 
along with SAT scores. The scholarship 
committee used information provided by 
Dr. Jeff Schiel of the Statistical Research 
Department, Research Division, ACT 
Regional Office, to correlate the ACT and 
SAT scores to provide a fair evaluation 
for the scholarship selections. 

We sincerely express our apprecia-
tion for this opportunity to serve the 
NALC membership in administering 
this program.” PR

sion of the NALC Scholar-
ship Committee.

rious illness, scholarship will 
be held in abeyance for not 
more than one year.

Terms of awards
n The official scholarship 
judges will award one Wil-
liam C. Doherty Scholarship 
in each of the five USPS 
Regions and one John T. 
Donelon Scholarship. Win-
ners are judged on the basis 
of secondary school records, 
personal qualifications and 
test scores. As in the past, 
the scholarship judges will 
consist of experienced per-
sons in the educational field. 
Decisions of the judges will 
be final.

n Doherty Scholarship awards 
will be $4,000 per year and the 
Donelon Scholarship award 
will be $1,000 per year. Each 
scholarship is renewable 
for three consecutive years 
thereafter providing the winner 
maintains satisfactory grades. 
Award money will be depos-
ited annually with the college. 
It will be credited to the win-
ner’s account to be drawn 
upon under the rules and 
regulations which the college 
has established for handling 
scholarship funds. Award 
money is to be used for re-
quired college fees, including 
room and board and transpor-
tation fees.

n Children of NALC national  
officers are not eligible. 

In honor of NALC’s 
president from 1941 
to 1962, the Wil-
liam C. Doherty 
Scholarship Fund 
will again award five 
$4,000 scholarships to 
children of members 
in good standing. The 
John T. Donelon 
Scholarship Fund 
will award one schol-
arship in honor of 
Donelon, longtime 
NALC assistant to the 
president. Applicants 
must be high school 
seniors and must 
meet all of the follow-
ing eligibility criteria 
to be considered.

Scholarship Application
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Many media outlets covered the financial report and quoted President Rolando, 
including Bloomberg, the Federal News Network, Federal Times, Givernment Execu-
tive, Press Associates Inc. and Barron’s.

T
here’s a saying that it’s 
who you know and not what 
you know that helps you get 
a job. Letter carriers know 
that isn’t true, as they have 
to take the test to prove 

what they know.
The Postal Exam 474, also called 

the Virtual Entry Assessment – MC 
(474), is used for evaluating candidates 
applying for both city and rural mail 
carrier positions. This replaced the 

retired Postal Exam 473 last year. It has 
three sections: 

1.	 Work Scenarios: Eight ques-
tions used to evaluate how 
applicants respond to a variety 
of situations that letter carriers 
encounter daily on the job.

2.	 Tell Us Your Story: 20 multiple-
choice questions that review an 
applicant’s work experiences 
and background.

3.	 Describe Your Approach: A 
personality-based test to evalu-
ate an applicant’s preferred 
style and approach to work.

In other words, you have to be quali-
fied for the job to get the position.

But that wasn’t the case back in 
1828, when Andrew Jackson was 
elected president of the United States 
and instituted what became known as 
the “spoils system.” While campaign-
ing, Jackson promised positions in the 
federal government in exchange for 
political support and campaign dona-
tions. When he won, he delivered on 
those promises.

Under the claim of creating a 
chain of command within the federal 
government that obeyed the highest 
entity in that government (President 

Jackson himself), he replaced scores of 
experienced employees with political 
cronies. Hardest hit was the Post Office 
Department. In one year, 423 postmas-
ters were dismissed so the jobs could 
go to Jackson’s sup-
porters. (It wasn’t 
until decades later 
that letter carrier 
became a position.)

The practice 
continued after 
Jackson left office, 
and whenever 
there was a transfer 
of the presidency 
from one party 
to another, there 
would be a transfer of jobs to new 
political appointees. It didn’t matter 
whether the new postal workers were 
competent, because they had the 
support of the president, and it didn’t 
matter whether the old ones had been 
good at their jobs.

This may have worked for the politi-
cians, but many reformers wanted 
a change. In 1872, a whole wing of 
the Republican Party left to form 
the Liberal Republican Party and 
oppose President Ulysses S. Grant, 
whose administration was infamous 
for graft and corruption. The Liberal 
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Republicans lost in a landslide and 
disappeared, but the reform sentiment 
remained.

Who knows how much longer it 
would have taken reformers to pass 
what became known as civil service 
reform, had it not been for the elec-
tion of James Garfield in 1880 and his 
assassination at the hands of Charles 
Guiteau a short time later. 

Guiteau, originally from Freeport, 
IL, knew something about corrup-
tion. After failing to pass the entrance 
exams for the University of Michigan, 
he joined a utopian community in 
Oneida, NY, but was generally disliked. 
He became a clerk at a Chicago law 
firm and eventually passed the bar, 
becoming a lawyer. Specializing in bill 
collection, he often kept most of his 
clients’ money from his collections, to 
the point that in 1872 he moved to New 
York City to evade his own bill collec-
tors and dissatisfied clients.

In New York, he developed an inter-
est in politics, supporting Horace Gree-
ley, the Liberal Republicans’ candidate 
for president against Republican 
Grant. Guiteau wrote a disorganized 
speech in support of Greeley, which he 
delivered once. Strangely, Guiteau was 
certain that this show of support for 
Greeley would lead the candidate, if 

elected, to be so grateful as to appoint 
Guiteau as minister to Chile.

Unsurprisingly, those closest to 
Guiteau thought he was crazy, with 
even his own father convinced he was 
possessed by the devil. He wandered, 
destitute, outrunning his bill collec-
tors for several years. By the election of 
1880, his attention returned to politics. 

Now supporting Grant, who was 
campaigning to get the Republican 
nomination for a third term, Guiteau 
wrote another speech, this time in sup-
port of Grant and lauding the former 
general’s Civil War record. When Grant 
lost the nomination to James Garfield, 
Guiteau simply substituted Garfield’s 
name but left many references to 
Grant’s war record.

Though he delivered the speech only 
twice, Guiteau apparently thought 
that he was responsible for Garfield’s 
election and decided that he deserved 
a consulship for his vital assistance. 
Though he first asked for a posting in 
Vienna, he eventually settled on Paris 
as his choice.

Guiteau wrote many letters about his 
expectations for the position. He even 
arranged a meeting with Garfield at the 
White House (at the time, it was com-
mon for position seekers to wait in the 
White House for possible presidential 
meetings). He confronted any cabinet 
member he could, both through letters 
and in person, to try to forward his ap-
peal, though all of them were rejected. 
One official, tired of Guiteau, told him, 
“Never speak to me again on the Paris 
consulship as long as you live!”

Guiteau, moving from boarding 
house to boarding house to evade 
paying his bills, felt that God had com-
municated with him to kill Garfield, 
so that Vice President Chester Arthur 
would become president. He bought 
an ivory-handled pistol that he thought 
would look nice in a future museum 
collection, and then waited for Presi-
dent Garfield at a railroad station in 
Washington, DC, having learned of his 
schedule from a newspaper article.

Guiteau 
stepped for-
ward and 
shot Garfield 
twice; 
one bullet 
grazed the 
president’s 
arm, while 
the other 
punctured 
his vertebrae 
but missed 
the spine, 
lodging near the pancreas. Neither 
shot was fatal. However, nearly 10 
doctors who happened to be on scene 
at the train station poked Garfield’s 
wounds with their unwashed fingers, 
likely introducing harmful germs. 

The assassin was arrested and 
whisked away by police (at his own 
insistence). He became convinced that 
Vice President Arthur would intercede 
on his behalf in the ensuing legal pro-
ceedings, as Arthur was a well-known 
proponent of the spoils system, and 
Guiteau had, in a sense, just given him 
the presidency. 

Garfield survived for 11 weeks. He was 
given heavy doses of quinine, morphine 
and alcohol, which brought on vomit-
ing that left him weak and emaciated. 
His doctor continued to search for the 
embedded bullet, eventually bringing 
in Alexander Graham Bell, who had de-
veloped a metal detector, but the bullet 
remained elusive. Eventually a massive 
infection overcame Garfield (most likely 
from his medical treatment, both at 
the station and in the hospital), and he 
died on Sept. 19, 1881.

The case generated lots of media 
attention. Reformers quickly made 
the case that had there been a proper 
civil service system, there might not 
have been a disappointed office seeker-
turned-assassin. A famous political car-
toon portrayed him with his pistol and a 
sign that read, “An office or your life!”

Guiteau pleaded not guilty by reason 
of insanity, and his behavior during 
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the trial certainly seemed to exhibit it. 
He frequently cursed the judge, most 
of the witnesses, the prosecution, and 
even his defense team. He delivered 
his testimony in epic poems and asked 
for legal advice from spectators in the 
audience. He even claimed that he 
should be freed because of medical 
malpractice. “The doctors killed Gar-
field, I just shot him,” he said.

He was found guilty and sentenced to 
death. On June 30, 1882, he danced his 
way to the gallows, despite being denied 
his request for an orchestra, and was 
hanged. Supposedly, bits of the rope were 
sold as souvenirs by the prison guards.

Meanwhile, reformers started a major 
campaign for reform, arguing that the 
spoils system had played a key role 
in the assassination. During his first 
annual address to Congress, President 
Arthur, a former proponent of the spoils 
system, requested civil service reform 
legislation. Though he didn’t get it from 
the Republican-led Congress, when 
Democrats won control of the House 
during the 1882 election, the lame-duck 
Congress quickly passed the reform 
legislation so that Republicans could 
take credit for the bill and could protect 
Republican officeholders from defeat.

Among other provisions, the legisla-
tion, known as the Pendleton Act, spe-
cifically required candidates for jobs as 
letter carriers and post office clerks in 
every post office with 50 or more em-
ployees to take competitive exams to 
qualify for those jobs. It also included 
language that made their positions 
permanent. Although the law excluded 
all postmasters and other employees in 
the smaller post offices, approximately 
half the postal workforce was covered. 

Here are some of the questions from 
an early form of the test:

ARITHMETIC
Question 1: A carrier makes 4 trips a 
day, carrying 64 letters and 32 papers 
each trip. The letters average in weight 
¼ oz. each and the papers 2 oz. each. 
How many pounds of mail does he de-
liver in a day? (16 oz. to the pound.)

Question 2: In an office employing 35 
carriers, each carrier loses 20 minutes 
a day in idle talk. Suppose the average 
salary of each to be $2.50 for ten hours 
work, what is the cost to the Govern-
ment of the lost time each day, and 
what will it amount to in a year of 313 
working days?

LOCAL DELIVERY
Question 1: Name the principal rail-
roads (not exceeding five) which pass 
through or terminate in this city, and 
give the location (the street or streets on 
which situated) of the principal depot 
or ticket office of each.

Question 2: Name four streets which 
pass nearest to the building in which 
this examination is held, and mention 
one public building or prominent busi-
ness house on each.

Question 3: Name the principal hotels 
in this city (not exceeding five) and the 
location (street or streets on which situ-
ated) of each.

With the reform, for the first time 
since Andrew Jackson’s administra-
tion, letter carriers were hired because 
they were qualified for their jobs—not 
because they were members of a cer-
tain political party. As a result of these 
reforms, the high turnover among 

letter carriers began to diminish, and a 
permanent core of carriers with a stake 
in the service developed.

The passage of the Pendleton Act 
had another effect on letter carriers. 
The relationship between Congress 
and letter carriers began to change. 
If letter carriers could no longer be 
counted on to represent the political 
interests of senators and representa-
tives at home, why should Congress do 
anything for them? 

Congress’s interest in the welfare of 
letter carriers quickly faded, and carriers 
found it necessary to unite to protect their 
interests. By 1887, these letter carriers 
had created The Postal Record as a way 
to spread news and information about 
the job. And in 1889, above a saloon in 
Milwaukee, WI, the National Association 
of Letter Carriers was established. PR
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News

It’s important to understand the 
information on your pay stub so 
that you can ensure that you’re get-

ting paid properly. Whether you get 
a paper check or payment by direct 
deposit, you receive a pay stub every 
pay period that explains what you’ve 
earned as well as any deductions from 
your pay. This article will provide a 
brief explanation of the USPS time-
keeping system, pay stubs and the 
USPS ePayroll web application.

Timekeeping
First, let’s discuss timekeeping 

in the Postal Service. USPS uses a 
unique timekeeping system that may 
be unfamiliar to some people when 
they begin a career with USPS. It is 
a variation of the military 24-hour 
clock, but records time in hundredths 
of an hour rather than in minutes. 
USPS Notice 30, Time Conversion 
Table is shown a for letter carriers 
to use as a reference. Pay stubs and 
ePayroll statements represent time 
entries using this timekeeping sys-
tem. It is important to remember this 
unique timekeeping system when 
calculating your hours and payroll.  

Next, let’s take a look at your 
pay stub. A sample image of what a 
traditional pay stub may look like is 
provided on the next page. 

At the top of your pay stub are six 
boxes, which list:

1. PAYLOC: Pay Location—This is the 
number of the work assignment loca-
tion where you work.

2. FINANCE NO: The USPS finance 
number assigned to your work office.

3. EMPLOYEE NAME.
4. EMPLOYEE ID: The employee 
identification number (EIN) assigned 
to you when you were hired.

5. PAY PERIOD: The pay period for 
this earnings statement (first two dig-
its) and the year of payment (second 
two digits).

6. SERIAL NUMBER: Either the se-
rial number of the check issued to 
you or the sequence number of the 
earnings statement issued to you 

Reading and understanding your pay stub
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when your net pay has been directly 
deposited to a financial institution.

Below those boxes, your pay stub 
is composed of three main sections, 
titled “Detail Earnings,” “Gross To 
Net” and “Leave Status.”

DETAIL EARNINGS is a general 
heading for several entries that tell 
you the type and number of hours 
you are being compensated for,  
the week in which those hours  
occurred, the rate schedule and 
level, the designation/activity code, 
and the gross payment amount for 
the period. Those entries in this sec-
tion and the meaning of each entry 
are as follows:

•	WK: Specifies the week, either 1 
or 2, of the pay period in which 
the hours were worked.

•	RSC: Stands for Rate Schedule 
Code for the hours worked. For 
letter carriers, it will be a “Q.” 
This code, combined with LEV, is 
significant and deserves special 
attention.

•	 LEV: This is the pay level for the 

hours worked. Carrier technician 
duties are indicated as “02” in 
this column while all other letter 
carrier work is designated with 
“01.”

•	RATE: Your base rate of pay for 
the hours worked. For part-time 
employees, this rate is indicated 
as an hourly figure, while full-
time carriers’ rate is shown as the 
annual salary. The base rates are 
printed regularly in The Postal 
Record, and on the letter carrier 
pay chart at nalc.org.

•	CODE: Your employee designa-
tion/activity code. Full-time 
regular carriers are designated as 
13-4, part-time flexible carriers 
are designated as 43-4, part-time 
regular carriers are designated as 
33-4, and city carrier assistants 
are designated as 84-4.

•	 TYP: Pay close attention to this 
column, which indicates the type 
of hours you earned. The stan-
dard type codes are: W–standard 
hours; O—overtime, for hours 
worked past eight in a day or 40 

in a week, paid at 1.5 times the 
regular rate; V—penalty over-
time, for hours worked past 10 a 
day or 56 a week, paid at twice 
the regular rate; N—night shift 
differential, for hours worked 
between 6 p.m. and 6 a.m.; H—
holiday pay; L—leave hours taken; 
and G—guaranteed time, for daily 
hours guaranteed by USPS but not 
worked.

•	HOURS: This space will show 
the actual hours and hundredths 
worked for every hour type listed. 
If you keep track of your hours 
worked in the NALC Work Hour 
Tracker or in a record of your 
own, you will be able to imme-
diately take steps to correct any 
errors on your pay stub.

•	 PAY: This space will show the 
total gross pay for each type of 
hours worked. Add up the pay for 
each category of hours worked 
and you have your gross pay. 
Of course, that’s not the final 
number on your paycheck, since 
several items will be deducted

first. Those items are shown un-
der “GROSS TO NET.”

GROSS TO NET is a general heading 
for two columns, which show the to-
tal gross pay, all deductions, and the 
resulting net pay for the current pay 
period (THIS PERIOD) and for your 
pay year-to-date (YEAR-TO-DATE). 
Deductions may include taxes with-
held, union dues (UN L), payments 
for health or life insurance, chari-
table donations you have authorized 
through the Combined Federal Cam-
paign (CFC), or automatic donations 
to the NALC’s Letter Carrier Political 
Fund (LCPF).

At the bottom of the pay stub, NET 
PAY shows the amount you receive 
after these deductions.

Under the LEAVE STATUS sec-
tion, you will see your annual leave 
(AL) category indicating how many 
hours of annual leave you earn per 
pay period. Under this section, you 
will see your prior AL balance; the 
AL earned and used this pay period; 
and your cumulative available AL 
totals for the year to date. Regular 
employees have their AL advanced 
at the beginning of the leave year, 
which begins with the first full pay 
period within the calendar year, and 
it will show in the AL ADVANCED 
section. Each pay period as AL is 
earned, it is deducted from ad-
vanced and moved to AL EARNED 
YTD. Also, for career employees, 
sick leave (SL) earned or used dur-
ing the pay period as well as the 
cumulative total are indicated. CCAs 
do not earn sick leave and will not 
have any data in the SL section. If 
you have used leave without pay 
(LWOP), Wounded Warriors Leave 
or Donated Leave during the pay 
period, it will be indicated in this 
section as well.

ePayroll
Letter carriers also have the 

option of reviewing their payroll 
records electronically via the USPS 
LiteBlue application ePayroll. Next, 
we will describe ePayroll and how 
to access the information through 
LiteBlue.

LiteBlue is a web-based portal 
specifically designed for USPS 
employees that can be accessed via 
liteblue.usps.gov. LiteBlue ePayroll 
allows employees to review their 
payroll accounts, allotments and 

benefits. LiteBlue login requires your 
EIN and your USPS password. On the 
LiteBlue home page, you can choose 
the “Employee Apps – Quick Links 
– ePayroll” located in the middle 
of the screen or select the “My HR” 
tab, then select “Access ePayroll.” 
You will need to enter your EIN and 
USPS password again to launch the 
application. 

Your detailed ePayroll information 
is usually available online, begin-
ning on the Tuesday evening preced-
ing your pay date. Within the ePay-
roll application are tabs that allow 
you to view “Employee Information,” 
“Paid Hours,” “Leave & Retirement 
Information,” “Additional Pay & 
Other Compensation,” “Deductions” 
and “Adjustments.” The adjustments 
tab details things such as grievance 
payments or payroll adjustments that 
posted during the relevant pay pe-
riod. Keep in mind, the adjustments 
that appear during the current pay 
period may be corrections or modi-
fications from previous pay periods. 
Currently, the ePayroll application 
allows employees to review and print 
earnings statements dating back 
almost two years. 

Whether you review a traditional 
paystub or the electronic version 
through ePayroll, it is important for 
letter carriers to always keep track 
of their work hours and review their 
payroll records to make sure that 
your paycheck has been calculated 
correctly. If you discover a discrepan-
cy in your payroll, you should speak 
to your shop steward or branch of-
ficer as soon as possible so they can 
investigate the situation. PR

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ttending Irish festivals 
with his parents growing 
up, Ed McAteer says he 
was drawn to the steady 

“tone and drone” and liked the music 
of the bagpipes.

He told himself, “I’ve got to do that 
someday.”

So, in 2011, when the Leatherstock-
ing District Pipe Band advertised 
bagpiping lessons in the newspaper, 
the Oneonta, NY Branch 97 member 
rushed to sign up.

“A running joke is, ‘It’s only nine 
notes—how hard could it be?’ ” the 
21-year letter carrier said with a laugh, 
adding, “It was more difficult than I 
thought it would be.” 

Though the carrier played bass gui-
tar as part of a bar band in the ’90s, he 
couldn’t read sheet music back then. 

McAteer explained that he had 
learned how to play bagpipes on a 
plastic instrument called a chanter, 
which is similar to a recorder. You 
learn how to play grace notes (“the 
blips between notes”) first, then how 
to play tunes, he said. 

Practicing with both instruments 

helps to develop lip muscles and build 
more stamina. “You’ve got to blow 
hard and steady,” McAteer said.

The carrier’s bagpipes instructor 
asked students to memorize five tunes 
on the chanter before they could 
graduate to the actual bagpipes.

His interest didn’t end after the les-
sons. 

“After we were all on our pipes and 
playing, we were integrated into the 
band,” the carrier said.

McAteer bought his own bagpipes, 
and the group provided kilts as uni-
forms. He’s now been with the Leath-
erstocking District fife and drum band 
for about eight years. Though the size 
of the band fluctuates, it currently has 
eight pipers and four drummers.

They have an organized practice 
every Tuesday at 7 p.m.; the sessions 
usually last between an hour and 90 
minutes. In the summer, they hold 
them in parking lots, standing in a 
circle. “People stop and take pictures 

and clap,” the carrier said. 
“It’s pretty neat.”

In the colder months, they 
practice inside a church, and also 
perform for the congregation to repay 
them for the use of space.

As for performance venues, “we 
have our staples,” McAteer said. Those 
include Memorial Day parades, veter-
ans’ events, St. Patrick’s Day parades 
and bar crawls, and college gradua-
tions.

The Leatherstocking District Pipe 
Band also enters three to four competi-
tions a year in New York, through the 
Eastern United States Pipe Band As-
sociation. They generally don’t travel 
more than two to three hours for the 
competitions.

There are grade levels of competition 
that go from least to most experienced; 
usually the beginning stage is Grade 
5, and they go up to Grade 1 for an 
almost professional level. McAteer says 
they’ve done quite well at their current 
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level of Grade 5, most recently earning 
second place.

The carrier also has competed 
individually a few times. The events 
typically have solo competitions in the 
morning, with bands then performing 
in the afternoon.

For the solos, musicians are expect-
ed to march back and forth while play-
ing in front of judges; with the band, 
McAteer explains, you play in a circle 
while four judges walk around.

“It’s pretty intense and nerve-wrack-
ing,” he said of competing. “Everybody 
has to be perfect and play in unison.” 
They also have to walk and step in 
sync.

A favorite memory was when “one 
of the judges said we played above our 
grade level,” McAteer said.

Another point of pride for the carrier 
was placing second out of 18 bagpipers 
in his first solo competition. 

McAteer has slowed down on enter-
ing individually, since most competi-
tions are on Saturdays and he can’t 
always take time off of work outside 
of band competitions. There also are 
other obstacles, such as needing mem-
berships in various organizations in 
order to compete as an individual.

The carrier says he may consider 
doing more solo competitions in the 
future, and would like to make it to 
Grade 3 in that endeavor. His main 
objective, though, is to “play with the 
band and [not] mess up.” 

He added that events such as pa-
rades are more “comfortable” venues 
in which to perform.

McAteer, an Army veteran, began 
carrying mail in 1999 and currently 
serves as the vice president of his 
branch. A few co-workers have seen 
him play in parades and other events. 
They’ll say, “ ‘I didn’t know [you 

played]!’ ” he said. “They’re pretty 
upbeat.”

The carrier takes about a week of 
annual leave each year for band activi-
ties, though he says that the COVID-19 
pandemic has thrown their schedule 
for a loop “big time.” 

The band hasn’t gotten together 
since the U.S. shutdowns started in 
March, he said, adding that it was sad 
that it happened just as the Leather-
stocking crew was gearing up for a full 
week of St. Patrick’s Day events. 

They normally perform at parades 
and at various eating establishments 
during bar crawls for the holiday. “The 
crowd loves it—they go nuts,” he said, 
adding that out of concern for the vi-
rus, “everything started getting closed 
down.”

Throughout the spring and summer, 
parades and graduation ceremonies 
also were canceled.

“I kind of slacked off on my practic-
ing,” McAteer said, but now “I try to 
practice four to five times a week to 
keep up my stamina.”

To do so, he’ll head outside with 
his bagpipes. “They’re pretty loud. 
There’s no volume control,” he said of 
his instrument. (Bagpipes can produce 
around 100 decibels, he says—almost 
the same sound output as a chainsaw 
if played indoors.)

Fortunately, “I haven’t gotten any 
complaints yet” from neighbors, he 
said.

McAteer recalled an earlier time 
before the pandemic, when he was 
at home practicing and someone at 
a neighboring home came up his 
driveway. They were at a 90th birth-
day party and asked McAteer if he 
would come and play for them. The 
carrier was delighted, and performed 
“Amazing Grace” as well as some other 
numbers. 

His biggest joy in playing the bag-
pipes is the reaction he receives from 
people—whether at a parade, while 
practicing with the group or even on a 
mountaintop. 

McAteer loves to bring his bag-
pipes to campgrounds, as well as on 
hikes with his wife in the Adirondack 
Mountains in northeastern New York. 
“Fortunately, the case that I have has 
some shoulder straps,” he said, adding 
that his bagpipes weigh only about 10 
pounds.

The carrier sometimes will begin 
playing his bagpipes on a flat area of 
the mountaintop and turn around to 
notice five or six people behind him 
watching, perhaps taking their phones 
out to take photos or record a video.

“People don’t expect to see that,” 
McAteer said. “Everybody lights up.” PR

mericans pause each Veter-
ans Day, Nov. 11, to honor the 
men and women who have 
served in the armed forces. 
At NALC, this has a special 

resonance, given the large number of 
members who are military veterans. 

More than 1 in 5 NALC members, 
some 60,000 active and retired letter 
carriers, traded their military uniform 
for that of a letter carrier. To recognize 
their sacrifices and honor their contri-
butions to freedom, the union created 
the NALC Veterans Group in 2015.  
Membership in the Veterans Group 
provides access to information and 
tools specific to veterans’ rights and 
benefits, which often intersect with 
their rights and benefits as postal 
employees.

 “When they sign on as letter car-
riers, military veterans bring a great 
sense of service to the community and 
dedication to their job,” NALC Presi-
dent Fredric Rolando said. 

Their sense of mission is among the 
traits they bring.

“For most veterans, rising to the chal-
lenge of overcoming daily adversities to 
accomplish their mission was com-
monplace during their military service,” 
NALC Assistant Secretary-Treasurer Paul 
Barner, an Army veteran, said.  “This 
especially resonates today with veterans 
who are letter carriers as they confront 
the challenges of delivering mail during 
a worldwide pandemic.”

The Postal Service, as the largest 
civilian employer of military veterans, 
is the beneficiary of the commitment 
and reliability of veterans. This same 
level of devotion and allegiance also 
has made the NALC Veterans Group 
one of the strongest and most success-
ful of union veteran organizations.

It is composed of veteran leaders at 
every level of NALC, from Assistant to 
the President for Community Service 
and Veterans Group organizer Chris-
tina Vela Davidson, an Army veteran, 
to multitudes of veteran activists at 
the branch level who volunteer their 
time and effort in the service of fellow 
veterans and their communities.

 “As a disabled veteran who needs 
some assistance occasionally, I truly 
believe in veterans helping veterans,” 
Vela Davidson said.

The spirit of service among NALC 
Veterans Group members is clearly 
apparent and on full display—includ-
ing at the 2018 NALC Biennial Conven-
tion, where group members held an 
event to aid homeless veterans in the 
Greater Detroit area. They assembled 
thousands of care kit bags for dis-
tribution to Detroit-area homeless 
veteran centers. 

“The amazing response of members 
of the NALC Veterans Group to assist 
other veterans in need was not sur-
prising,” Vela Davidson said. “It was 
emblematic of veterans putting the 
needs of others over their own.”

For Ted Lee, president of Pitts-
burgh, PA Branch 84, service in his 
postal uniform is as much about 
service as when he wore his military 
uniforms. Lee served five years in 
the Air Force and three in the Army 
National Guard.

“I believe veterans working for 
the USPS help keep the post office 
grounded in service to our country, 
customers and each other,” Lee said. 
Among the “values I learned from 
my time serving my country [were] 
honesty, integrity, love for country…” 
he said, adding this now extends to 
love “for fellow carriers, customers 
and our union. I would not be the 
leader I strive to be each day without 
the service I have had to and for my 
country.”

Upon joining the Veterans Group, 
all members receive a Veterans 
Guide and a lapel pin as a symbol of 
gratitude for their military service 

and membership in NALC. The NALC 
Veterans Guide is a handbook full of 
valuable information for active and 
retired carriers who are veterans or 
are currently serving in a reserve 
component of the armed forces or in 
the National Guard. 

The guide contains information 
about topics such as obtaining credit 
for military service for the purpose 
of retirement (“buying back time”), 
the rights of federal workers who are 
veterans, disability and on-the job 
injuries and paid military leave for 
absences related to military service. 
An online version is available at nalc.
org/veterans.

Veterans Group members also may 
purchase exclusive merchandise from 
the NALC store. To shop, go to nalc.
org/store. All products are union-
made in the USA.

Membership in the Veterans Group 
is open to any NALC member or 
Auxiliary member with past or current 
military service. To join, fill out the 
form below or go to nalc.org/veterans 
and fill out and print the member-
ship form, then mail the completed 
application to: NALC Veterans Group, 
National Association of Letter Carri-
ers, 100 Indiana Ave.

Union Member Rights
and Officer Responsibilities

under theLMRDA
The Labor-Management Reporting and Disclosure Act
(LMRDA) guarantees certain rights to union members
and imposes certain responsibilities on union officers.
The Office of Labor-Management Standards (OLMS)

enforces many LMRDA provisions while other provi-
sions, such as the bill of rights, may only be enforced
by union members through private suit in federal
court. Below is a summary of the LMRDA: 

Union Member Rights

Union Officer Responsibilities

The above is only a summary of the LMRDA. Full text of the Act, which comprises Sections 401-531 of Title 29 of the United
States Code, may be found in many public libraries, or by writing the U.S. Department of Labor, Office of Labor-Management
Standards, 200 Constitution Ave. NW, Room N-5616, Washington, DC 20210, or by visiting www.dol.gov.

Bill of Rights—Union members have:
● equal rights to participate in union activities 
● freedom of speech and assembly 
● voice in setting rates of dues, fees, and assessments 
● protection of the right to sue 
● safeguards against improper discipline 

Copies of Collective Bargaining Agreements—Union
members and non-union employees have the right to receive
or inspect copies of collective bargaining agreements.   

Reports—Unions are required to file an initial information
report (Form LM-1), copies of constitutions and bylaws, and
an annual financial report (Form LM-2/3/4) with OLMS.
Unions must make the reports available to members and
permit members to examine supporting records for just
cause. The reports are public information and copies are
available from OLMS. 

Officer Elections—Union members have the right to: 
● nominate candidates for office 
● run for office 
● cast a secret ballot 
● protest the conduct of an election

Officer Removal—Local union members have the right to
an adequate procedure for the removal of an elected officer
guilty of serious misconduct. 

Trusteeships—Unions may only be placed in trusteeship
by a parent body for the reasons specified in the LMRDA. 

Prohibition Against Certain Discipline—A union or any
of its officials may not fine, expel, or otherwise discipline a
member for exercising any LMRDA right. 

Prohibition Against Violence—No one may use or
threaten to use force or violence to interfere with a union
member in the exercise of LMRDA rights.

Financial Safeguards—Union officers have a duty to 
manage the funds and property of the union solely for the ben-
efit of the union and its members in accordance with the
union’s constitution and bylaws. Union officers or employees
who embezzle or steal union funds or other assets commit a
Federal crime punishable by a fine and/or imprisonment. 

Bonding—Union officers or employees who handle union
funds or property must be bonded to provide protection against
losses if their union has property and annual financial receipts
which exceed $5,000. 

Labor Organization Reports—Union officers must: 
● file an initial information report (Form LM-1) and annual finan-

cial reports (Forms LM-2/3/4) with OLMS. 
● retain the records necessary to verify the reports for at least

five years. 

Officer Reports—Union officers and employees must file 
reports concerning any loans and benefits received from, or 
certain financial interests in, employers whose employees their
unions represent and businesses that deal with their unions. 

Officer Elections—Unions must: 
● hold elections of officers of local unions by secret ballot at

least every three years. 
● conduct regular elections in accordance with their constitu-

tion and bylaws and preserve all records for one year. 
● mail a notice of election to every member at least 15 days

prior to the election. 
● comply with a candidate’s reasonable request to distribute

campaign material at the candidate’s expense. 
● not use union funds or resources to promote any candidate

(nor may employer funds or resources be used). 
● permit candidates to have election observers. 

Restrictions on Holding Office—A person convicted of
certain crimes may not serve as a union officer, employee, or
other representative of a union for up to 13 years. 

Loans—A union may not have outstanding loans to any one 
officer or employee that in total exceed $2,000 at any time. 

Fines—A union may not pay the fine of any officer or employee
convicted of any willful violation of the LMRDA.

Heroism, like the mail, comes in 
many packages—think of police 
officers or firefighters. But for 

some citizens in need of assistance, their 
heroes come in the form of concerned 
letter carriers.

Letter carriers are members of nearly 
every community in this nation and 
know when something is wrong. Spot-
ting fires and injuries, they often are the 
first to respond. The following stories 
document their heroism. For them, deliv-
ering for America is all in a day’s work. 

Carrier assists co-worker 
during medical emergency  

On May 6, St. Louis, MO Branch 343 
member La’Tecse Litteken noticed 
that a fellow letter carrier, Rebecca 
Pearl, was swaying as she stood next 
to her vehicle outside the post office. A 
city carrier assistant and fellow Branch 
343 member, Anita Stewart, was 
pleading with Pearl, trying to convince 
her to go home. 

“I saw her going back and forth with 
[Stewart], and normally, I would just go 
about my business,” Litteken said. “But 
something told me to butt in.”

Concerned, and aware that Pearl had 
a serious pre-existing medical condi-
tion, Litteken asked her if she felt all 
right. Pearl insisted she felt fine, but the 
22-year carrier noticed that she was still 
looking unwell. 

“I told her, ‘We can get someone else 
to deliver the mail, but we can’t replace 
you,’ ” Litteken said, and she urged 
Pearl to go home.

At this point, Litteken noticed that 
Pearl’s facial muscles were struggling to 
move, and she decided to act. She asked 
Stewart to find a supervisor, and insisted 
that Pearl come out of her truck and sit 
down. Pearl protested, but “I had a gut 
feeling that something was going to hap-
pen,” Litteken explained. “So I just picked 
her up and put her on the ground.” 

Shortly afterward, “she started seiz-
ing,” Litteken recalled. 

Litteken made sure that Pearl was in a 
comfortable position, and asked Stewart, 
who had returned with the supervisor, to 
call 911. Litteken then knelt on the ground, 
cradling Pearl’s head and speaking to the 
emergency dispatcher on the phone. She 
followed the dispatcher’s instructions to 
keep Pearl’s airway clear, and waited with 
her until paramedics arrived. 

After EMTs had the situation under 
control, Litteken completed her deliver-
ies for the day.

Pearl has since returned to work, 
and thanked Litteken for her assis-
tance. “She said, ‘Thank you for ignor-
ing me,’ ” Litteken said with a laugh. 

“I knew something wasn’t right,” the 
carrier continued. “God has a funny 
sense of humor, to put me in these situa-
tions. I just knew I had to stay calm and 
keep her focused on me.”

During flash flood, carrier 
helps boy reach home 

On July 15, a storm brought almost four 
inches of rain, resulting in some flood-
ing. Colorado Springs, CO Branch 204 
member Viktor Luna recalled, “I was at 
a four-way stop when I saw a young boy 
walking uphill with his bike.” 

Given how hard it was raining, and the 
potential for a flash flood, Luna became 
concerned about the boy’s safety. As he 
was watching, the boy stumbled and fell. 

“The current just knocked him over 
with his bike,” the five-year carrier said. 

Luna got out of his truck and helped 
the boy out of the water; they managed 
to get back to his truck just before it 
started to hail. 

“His cell phone had been broken 
when he fell over,” Luna said, and the 
boy was unable to get in touch with his 
parents. Luna offered to drive him home, 
and dropped him off, safe and dry, at his 
parents’ house.  PRLa’Tecse Litteken
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Neighborhood watch
“I  was walking between two 

houses, when I glanced 
in the back yard and saw him 
lying there,” Allentown, PA 
Branch 274 member Gwynn 
Ross recalled about delivering 
her route on July 8. The first-
year carrier quickly ran over, 
she added, saying, “I was just 
hoping he was still alive—he 
was face-down on the ground.” 
When Ross reached the man’s 
side, he was alive, but barely 
conscious. When she asked 
him if he was all right, he “just 

grunted,” she said. Given his 
condition, Ross called 911 and 
told emergency services about 
the situation. While she waited 
for them to arrive, the carrier 
stayed with the customer and 
tried to keep him comfort-
able—she was worried that he 
was suffering from heat stroke, 
given that “it was a really hot 
day, and he was dressed too 
warmly to be out” in the heat, 
the carrier explained. Paramed-
ics arrived promptly and took 
the man to the hospital, while 

Ross continued on her route. 
Later, the carrier found out 
that the man had suffered a 
heart attack brought on by heat 
stroke, as well as numerous 
abrasions from his fall, but that 
he was recovering well. Soon 
afterward, she saw the man’s 
son, who thanked her for help-
ing his father. The paramedic 
who treated the man also was 
full of praise for Ross, and later 
wrote a letter to the post office 
lauding her for her rapid inter-
vention. The EMT wrote,  “She 

should be 
recognized… 
as she most 
certainly 
went above 
and beyond 
her duties as 
a letter car-
rier.” Ross 
downplayed 
the plaudits, 
stating, “I 
was just 
glad that I didn’t get there too 
late.” PR

Eye on the elderly
Kansas City, MO Branch 30 

member J. Anthoney Mitch-
ell was delivering to a house 
on Aug. 20 when he noticed 
the homeowner emerging from 
his back yard. “He walked up 
and started trying to talk to 
me, but he could only make a 
grunting noise,” Mitchell re-
called. The 22-year carrier, un-
able to understand, asked the 
man if he was all right. The cus-
tomer nodded, but continued 
to speak incomprehensibly. 
Concerned, Mitchell went next 
door and spoke to a neighbor. 
“I said, ‘You’ve got to go over 
and talk to [the customer],’ 
” Mitchell said. After making 
another delivery, Mitchell 
came back to the house and 
saw that the neighbor and 
the customer’s wife were still 
trying to communicate with the 
man. “I was worried that he 
was having a stroke,” Mitchell 
said, so he decided to call 911. 
He then waited with the man 
until the ambulance arrived. At 
the hospital, it was determined 
that the man had had a blood 
clot in his brain. The customer, 

who has since returned home, 
told Mitchell that the carrier’s 
timely intervention may have 
saved his life. The carrier, how-
ever, believes that it was part 
of his duty as a letter carrier to 
help his customer. “It’s what 
we do,” he said.

On Aug. 17, Waterloo, IA 
Branch 512 member Ron 

Chrisman was making his 
usual deliveries; one of his 
customers, an elderly woman, 
had her mail delivered right to 
her front door to make it easier 
for her to collect. Chrisman 
usually knocked as well, so 
that the customer knew that he 
had made the delivery. On that 
day, the seven-year carrier and 
Navy veteran saw the custom-
er’s mail from the day before 
still sitting in her box. Since 
the customer always told him 
if she was going to leave town, 
Chrisman became concerned. 
“I knocked on her door, and I 
saw that the door was cracked 
open,” he recalled. “So I 
hollered, but there was no 
answer.” He pushed the door 

open, and immediately saw 
his customer—“she was lying 
on the floor, unconscious,” 
Chrisman said. The carrier, 
who previously had worked as 
a paramedic and firefighter for 
16 years, felt his training take 
over. He knelt beside her as 
the customer began to regain 
consciousness, and asked 
her questions to evaluate her 
health. When she had difficulty 
remembering the date, he 
called 911. “She asked me to 
call her sister” as well, Chris-
man said, “and then I stayed 
with her until EMS arrived.” 
Since the incident, Chrisman 
has kept in touch with the fam-
ily, who thanked him for his 
intervention; the customer is 
still in a rehabilitation program, 
but is on the path to recovery.

Racine, WI Branch 436 
member Miguel Tobias was 

making a door delivery on May 
19—he typically places the mail 
for one of his customers, an 
elderly woman, at her screen 
door, since she has difficulty 
getting to the mailbox. How-

ever, on this day, when the city 
carrier assistant went up to the 
door, he saw that the mail had 
been accumulating. Concerned 
that something might have hap-
pened, Tobias peered through 
the screen. “I could see her 
on the floor,” he recalled. She 
was still conscious, but was 
not moving. Tobias, who had 
experience caring for an elderly 
relative, realized that she must 
have fallen and was unable 
to stand up. The customer 
was uninjured and capable of 
responding when the carrier 
called through the window, so 
after reporting the situation to 
his supervisor, Tobias called the 
non-emergency police line for 
assistance. “They came and got 
her up,” the carrier said. “They 
checked her out, but she’s 
doing well.” Tobias, who’s de-
livered mail for three years, said 
that he was glad he was there 
to help, stating, “A lot of people 
don’t have people to look out 
for them.” He added that it 
“felt really good” to be able to 
help a customer: “It humbles 
you a little bit.” PR
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Our role in voting

By the time that this edition of 
The Postal Record is received 
in homes, Election Day will 

have passed. While I don’t know 
the results of any election at the 
time of writing this, I do know what 
letter carriers and the Postal Ser-
vice are doing to be sure that mil-
lions of Americans have the oppor-
tunity to vote safely using the mail.

It is usually a cardinal sin to opine 
or report on anything before it hap-
pens or is complete. Many baseball 
writers have shared their experi-
ences of nearly finishing a story in 
the seventh inning before the game 
dramatically changes in the last 
couple innings, rendering the story 
useless. But in this instance, I am 

confident enough in what we have all been doing that we 
will indeed finish the job.

Letter carriers and NALC are uniquely positioned to play 
a large role in ensuring that our electoral process is fair. 
We all have seen excessive media coverage on vote-by-
mail. There are opinions, facts, lies and any sentiment 
you can imagine being expressed. But one fact remains 
true—postal employees and letter carriers will deliver.

Due to the pandemic, a substantial increase in ac-
cess to vote-by-mail took place in the last few months. 
We saw states accelerate transitions to voting by mail 
and increase the use of absentee ballots. This resulted 
in a dramatic increase in the number of ballots and other 
election-related mail for the Postal Service to process and 
deliver.

To get ahead of this, NALC approached the Postal Ser-
vice with the idea of creating a national joint election task 
force that would consist of postal managers and repre-
sentatives of each of the postal unions and management 
associations. That task force was formed in early Septem-
ber.  NALC Chief of Staff Jim Sauber and I have represented 
NALC. The task force has met at least weekly since its for-
mation, and developed a number of protocols, addressed 

potential issues and established local election mail task 
forces in each facility to identify and resolve issues.

I want to thank the NALC members who have served in 
this role. There is no substitute for eyes and ears on the 
ground to see what is happening on a daily basis. These 
local representatives have worked cooperatively and, 
without question, played a huge part in our success this 
election season. Developing and implementing protocols 
at the USPS and NALC Headquarters levels can be chal-
lenging. Each state has unique requirements that our 
protocols must meet. The local election mail task forces, 
familiar with what is going on in their states, were well 
positioned to be sure the appropriate protocols were fol-
lowed.

The entire process of voting by mail involves not just 
postal employees processing and delivering mail, but 
also election administrations in states, counties and mu-
nicipalities preparing, mailing and receiving ballots. NALC 
has played a role in supporting these administrations as 
well.

We were part of a group that founded the National Vote 
at Home Institute (NVAHI) a few years ago. The staff as-
sists election administrations with a number of issues. It 
is best described on its website, voteathome.org:

As the nation’s foremost organization on mail ballot use 
and administration, the National Vote at Home Institute 
combines deep expertise on research, policy and imple-
mentation to offer resources and action plans for election 
officials, decision makers, and advocacy groups regard-
less of political affiliation. Our team is made up of former 
election officials, policy experts, communications special-
ists, process wonks, and lovers of democracy from across 
the country.

It should be close to Veterans Day 
by the time you read this, so I 
want to begin by thanking all of 

you who served in the military for 
your service to our country. I also 
want to take this opportunity to 
thank all of the NALC Step B repre-
sentatives for your efforts. You have 
a tough job and do not get thanked 
enough for what you do. 

The original intent of the Dis-
pute Resolution Process (DRP) was 
for each Step B Dispute Resolution 
Team (DRT) to issue Step B deci-
sions using the Joint Contract Ad-
ministration Manual (JCAM) within 
14 days of receipt. The idea was that 
a Step B decision would give the lo-

cal parties direction on resolving future disputes involving 
the same situation. Then the local parties would resolve a 
higher percentage of their own grievances and reduce the 
number of Step B teams needed to issue timely decisions. 

As a group, we continue to move further and further away 
from this concept as time moves on. There are still plenty of 
places around the country where the DRP works as intend-
ed and the vast majority of grievances are resolved at the lo-
cal level. On the other hand, there are some places around 
the country that did not “get the memo” about the original 
intent of this process. As a consequence, there is a backlog 
of cases pending a decision at Step B in those places.  

It has been true for many years that 75 to 80 percent of 
the grievances that are appealed to Step B are resolved at 
that step. Additionally, 60 to 70 percent of the grievances 
impassed by the Step B teams are resolved through pre-
arbitration discussions. It follows that these facts should 
translate into more grievances being resolved at the local 
level. 

Once again, in some circles, it does not work this way. 
To me, this is a puzzle that could be solved if both parties 
had a will to do something about it. I was hoping that the 
new Memorandum of Understanding Re: Article 15 – Dis-
pute Resolution Procedure Task Force, located on pages 
202-203 in the 2016-2019 National Agreement, would 
produce such a result. Unfortunately, that has not hap-
pened thus far. It remains to be seen if this MOU will be 
continued in our next contract, and if so, whether we can 
convince the Postal Service to make better use of it. 

As of this writing, we still have 58 full-time Step B teams 
that serve the 67 USPS districts around the country. This 

number hasn’t changed in more than a decade. That 
shows the lack of progress in achieving the original intent 
of the DRP. 

Management changed the structure of its side of the 
Step B representative selection/reporting process a few 
years back. Management Step B representatives now re-
port to the USPS area as opposed to the USPS district. In 
theory, this should give these players broader authority to 
make decisions and improve the Step B resolution rate. 
That has not happened either. Last year, the Step B resolu-
tion rate was 67 percent. That is as low as it has ever been.

Here is where we stand now: There are currently 2,669 
cases pending a decision at Step B. Of those, 961 griev-
ances have been at Step B awaiting a decision for more 
than 14 days. We had 8,000-plus cases pending a Step B 
decision earlier this year. The biggest chunk of those cases 
arose in the 62 case consolidation sites around the coun-
try and have been sent to the NALC regional and USPS area 
level for discussion (more on that in next month’s article).   

Some 1,929 of the 2,669 cases currently pending a de-
cision at Step B and 803 of the 961 grievances that have 
been at Step B awaiting a decision for more than 14 days 
come from just 24 of the 58 Step B teams. Another way to 
say it is that 72 percent of the grievances and 83.5 per-
cent of the backlogged cases come from these 24 Step B 
teams. 

There are some USPS districts that have had a long-term 
problem with backlogs. The common thread in these plac-
es is that the DRTs are productive teams, but they typically 
receive more cases from Formal Step A than can be han-
dled in a timely fashion. The end result is that grievances 
from these areas often get sent to other DRTs for a Step B 
decision, which causes more delays, and in some cases, 
inconsistent decisions. This in turn causes more cases to 
be appealed to Step B from Formal Step A, thereby creat-
ing a never-ending cycle of backlogs at Step B. 

The first order of business is to activate enough back-
up Step B teams to get the backlogs cleared. Any Step B 
team that has more than 50 cases pending is in a back-
log situation, because they will most likely be unable to 
render decisions within 14 days of receipt. We have too 
many Step B teams in this situation at the present time 
to just depend on sending cases to other teams that are 
caught up. 

The key to achieving the original intent of the DRP is to 
promote and encourage the parties at Informal and Formal 
Step A to resolve their grievances themselves instead of 
passing them to someone else to make a decision. 

In closing, I wish all of you and your families a happy

I’m also proud to be a union member, and that pride 
has grown because of what union members and union 
companies have done during the pandemic—a topic that 
has not been covered enough.

When word had spread that hospitals were low on sup-
plies, several union companies stepped in to address 
the problem. Their stories were published by the AFL-CIO 
Union Label & Service Trades Department, and I wanted 
to share some of them with you.

United Auto Workers (UAW) members at Ford are mak-
ing face shields, hospital gowns and respirators. The au-
tomaker has made more than a million face shields since 
converting its facility and is using airbag material to make 
hospital gowns. The union car maker has also joined forc-
es with General Electric to help produce more ventilators. 
UAW members at a General Motors facility in Indiana have 
also been producing ventilators.

International Association of Machinist members at Boe-
ing are making 3-D printed face shields and also cloth 
face masks.

Teamsters, machinists, operating engineers and food 
workers at Anheuser-Busch are using breweries to make 
and distribute hand sanitizer. Union members at Wheat-
ley Vodka and GEO Specialty Chemicals are doing the 
same, producing millions of bottles of sanitizer.

Members of the Sheet Metal, Air, Rail and Transport 
Workers union are producing metal nose strips for the 
volunteers across this nation who are making homemade 
face masks, and United Steelworkers members at Ameri-
can Roots are making face shields and face masks for 
front-line employees.

For all of these efforts, I am very proud to be a union 
member—something this country needs more of.

Finally, as we honor our veterans on Veterans Day this 
month, I want to thank all of our letter carrier members 
who have served our country in the armed forces. Al-
though I am not a veteran, I am profoundly humbled that 
so many of our members are. Let us be sure to thank the 
men and women who serve or have served in our military 
for the sacrifices they and their families have made for 
this country.

A t the 11th hour on the 11th 
day of the 11th month in 1918, 
an armistice to temporar-

ily cease hostilities between allied 
nations and Germany was signed, 
marking the end of fighting in what 
was dubbed “the war to end all 
wars.” Eventually known as Armi-
stice Day, this day was observed by 
many countries around the world 
in recognition of the end of World 
War I. On May 13, 1938, Congress 
declared the 11th of November to 
be a legal annual holiday, dedicat-
ed to the cause of world peace. But 
unfortunately, World War I did not 
live up to the hype to end all wars.  

Since the end of World War I, 
United States military missions 

have been carried out on every continent in the world, as 
well as on the seas and in the air.  Many more of America’s 
sons and daughters have served, fought and died in de-
fense of the United States, her allies and the freedoms 
we all enjoy. Following World War II and the Korean War, 
Congress amended the name of the holiday at the urging 
of veteran organizations, changing the name from “Ar-
mistice Day” to “Veterans Day” in honor of all American 
veterans. 

Along with the name change, there also came a change 
to the date on which the holiday would be celebrated. In 
1968, Congress signed the Uniform Holiday Bill to ensure 
that certain federal holidays, including Veterans Day, 
would be celebrated on a Monday. It is said that Congress 
did this in hopes of spurring additional 
commerce and stimulating the economy 
from travel that would come as a result 
of the long weekends. It wasn’t until 
Oct. 25, 1971, that the first Veterans Day 
under the new bill was celebrated. The 
date change resulted in a lot of confu-
sion, causing many states to become 
unhappy—these states chose instead 
to continue to celebrate Veterans Day 
on Nov. 11. On Sept. 20, 1975, President 
Gerald Ford signed into law Public Law 
94-97, changing the date of observance 
of Veterans Day back to the date of the 
World War I 1918 armistice—Nov. 11.   

Many nations joined forces with the 
United States during World War I in 

an allied effort to defeat tyranny.  Likewise, the date 
of Nov. 11 held significance with our allies, as they too 
wanted to commemorate and honor the heroism of their 
veterans. Canada and Australia both call their recogni-
tion of veterans on Nov. 11 “Remembrance Day.” Howev-
er, their observances are somewhat different. Canada’s 
recognition is similar to ours in that it honors all veter-
ans. The main difference is that red poppy flowers are 
worn to honor their war dead. The recognition in Aus-
tralia is more similar to the Memorial Day observance in 
the United States.  Great Britain also calls its recogni-
tion of veterans “Remembrance Day,” but the country 
observes it on the Sunday closest to the 11th of Novem-
ber. Its observance is capped by two minutes of silence 
in London to honor those who have made the ultimate 
sacrifice in war.

Every year, Veterans Day is celebrated by parades, con-
certs and a day off from work, to name a few events. But 
we must be reminded that while almost all veterans carry 
the pride of their service, many also endure the wounds, 
whether physical or psychological, that came along with 
it. As a society, we must never allow our commitment to 
our veterans to end at the point they leave the battlefield.  
In honoring our nation’s veterans, we must understand 
that as long as people exist who desire to conquer others, 
there will be those who must take up arms to defend free-
dom, resulting in a never-ending stream of veterans who 
ask only that their sacrifice and those of their comrades 
not have been made in vain.

Let us never forget that, as our veterans did before 
them, soldiers, sailors, airmen and Marines continue to 
stand watch every second of every day all around the 
world so that we can sleep soundly at night under the 
blanket of freedom.

The Postal Service routinely 
conducts studies and explores 
new uses for existing technol-

ogy. I want to use this month’s arti-
cle to provide a brief look at several 
new initiatives about which USPS 
has communicated with me.

FSS machine repurposing test
In a letter dated Sept. 9, the 

Postal Service notified NALC of its 
intent to test the feasibility of re-
purposing the Flats Sequencing 
System (FSS) machines to sort flat 
mail into carrier-routed mail, in-
stead of sorting the flats in deliv-
ery sequence order. Currently, mail 
that is carrier-routed is processed 
on the Automated Flats Sorting Ma-

chine (AFSM) and distributed to the delivery unit in tubs 
for distribution to the carrier. In this test, USPS is study-
ing the use of FSS machines in lieu of using the AFSM to 
sort flat mail. According to USPS engineering personnel, 
the FSS machine is capable of separating mail for approxi-
mately three times as many routes at a time as the AFSM. 
USPS says that use of the FSS to complete sortation nor-
mally performed by the AFSM will allow the Postal Service 
to better utilize the FSS machine.

The FSS repurposing test was conducted through the 
Dulles, VA Processing and Distribution Center and in-
cludes all ZIP codes for the USPS Northern Virginia Dis-
trict, which currently receives FSS automated flat mail. 
Testing began Sept. 21, and concluded the first week of 
October. I will update the membership if USPS communi-
cates any new developments related to potential repur-
posing of the FSS machine.

Commercial off-the-shelf (COTS)
vehicle comparison study

NALC was notified in a letter dated Sept. 9 that the 
Postal Service plans to conduct a study to compare COTS 
Mercedes Metris right-hand drive vehicles with Long Life 
Vehicles (LLV). USPS is attempting to compare the efficien-
cy of each of the two vehicles to determine the number of 
curbside deliveries best suited to the Metris. Performance 
data will be collected from the LLV on the selected routes 
for a two-week period. Participating carriers will have a 
one-week familiarization period with the Metris vehicle. 
Following the two-week LLV data collection and the one-
week Metris familiarization, delivery data using the Metris 
vehicles will be collected on the same routes. 

USPS indicates that breadcrumb data from the Mobile 
Delivery Devices (MDD) will also be analyzed to compare 
the amount of time it takes to deliver a mounted delivery 
with the LLV versus the Metris. In addition, video camer-
as will be installed in the Capital Metro District to verify 
the MDD breadcrumb data if there are anomalies in the 
amount of time it took the carrier to perform a delivery 
with the LLV versus the time in the Metris. USPS plans to 
evaluate the vehicles on different types of routes with 
varying curbline deliveries and mileage. The study is 
scheduled from Sept. 21 through Oct. 30 in six postal dis-
tricts. Carriers using these vehicles will be asked for feed-
back via surveys to assist the Postal Service in evaluating 
the vehicles. 

Radio sensor technology test
In June, NALC was informed by the Postal Service that it 

would be partnering with Aurora Insight Inc. to test radio 
frequency sensor technology on postal delivery vehicles 
to measure the radio spectrum frequencies available in 
an area. USPS states that the purpose of this test is to de-
termine whether radio frequency sensors and global po-
sitioning system (GPS) devices installed in Postal Service 
vehicles can be used to detect and collect the radio fre-
quency spectrum activity while traveling over established 
routes. The devices will be installed in delivery vehicles, 
and participating carriers will drive the test vehicles dur-
ing the normal delivery of their routes. USPS states that 
no carrier information will be collected during the test. 
The test was tentatively scheduled to begin Aug. 1 in the 
Fort Collins, CO, post office and run through Dec. 31; how-
ever, USPS recently has learned that Aurora Insight is cur-
rently developing and testing a new device to measure ra-
dio spectrum to be used during the test. This device is not 
scheduled to be available until November, and testing is 
being placed on hold until after the peak holiday season.

These are a few of the recent initiatives that the Postal 
Service has communicated to me. I will keep the mem-
bership updated on these and other initiatives as neces-
sary. Typically, USPS will suspend most test initiatives 
involving city carriers during peak season. In the current 
COVID-19 environment, I anticipate that this peak season 
will be especially challenging for city carriers. Carriers are 
incredibly dedicated to providing extraordinary customer 
service, not just during peak season, but throughout the 
year. As this holiday season progresses, I encourage let-
ter carriers to take advantage of every opportunity to care 
for themselves and their families.

What does the slogan “Safety 
depends on you!” really 
mean?

Throughout my 41 years with 
USPS, I have paid attention to all 
matters brought to my attention 
on safety, including slogans, pro-
grams, joint ventures, bargained 
agreements, ergonomics, mainte-
nance and attitudes—attitudes of 
employees as well as those of their 
supervisors/managers on the sub-
ject of their sincere acceptance of 
the importance of safety.

The above-quoted motto is sup-
posed to create a warm and fuzzy 
acceptance, by you, of everyone’s 
obligation to work safely. But what 
about your managers? How do they 
fit into that statement? Are they 

committed to safety, or do you picture them pointing at 
you like the suggestion in the motto?

In my July 2015 column, I addressed accident investi-
gation designed to get to the true cause of an accident. 
That column included a diagram of the Hierarchy of Con-
trols, a visualization of solutions to safety hazards. The 
diagram showed that the most effective solutions are 
found at the top of the pyramid and the least effective are 
at the bottom.

The top of the pyramid is labeled “Elimination/Substi-
tution” of the hazard and the bottom of that diagram is 
labeled “Personal Protective Equipment.” Now, let’s use 
an example to think about this concept. Let us consider 
how vehicle fires could be addressed in that diagram.  

At the top of the pyramid, we get rid of all LLVs (which 
I and almost every letter carrier in the country would em-
brace), and at the bottom, USPS fits every single letter 
carrier with a NASCAR-approved fire suit.  

Pretty simple concept. Fix the problem (eliminate the 
hazard), or find a way to work with it (put on protective 
equipment).  

Each and every day, our craft is faced with a hazard of 
one type or another. Once you recognize a hazard, you 
have a choice to make. Report a vehicle defect by filling 
out a vehicle repair tag (if applicable) or a PS Form 1767 for 
most other hazards and submit to management for their 
follow-up, and then bring the problem to the attention of 
your shop steward or your branch officers so that they can 
follow up if necessary. (Please see the August 2020 Con-
tract Talk to review some of your rights and management’s 
responsibilities relating to the processing of PS Form 1767.)

If you report 
t h e  h a z a r d , 
you contribute 
to eliminating 
it and prevent 
someone else 
from becoming 
a victim. If you 
d o n ’ t  r e p o r t 
it, you run the 
risk of being 
harmed by that 
hazard, or let-
ting someone 
else suffer an 
injury or worse. 
Have you ever 
suffered an in-
jury where the hazard causing the injury was known by 
others and not reported? That in itself is quite disappoint-
ing.  

In my experience, the likelihood of you reporting the 
hazard is based on your past experience. If you report a 
hazard and it is abated (eliminated), you are more likely 
to report hazards as you discover them, and you are more 
likely to encourage others to do the same.  

The attitudes of your supervisors on your safety makes 
a bigger impact on the above motto than any claims they 
make in a stand-up talk.  

Prior to the arrival of COVID-19, during my travels I had 
attended many stand-up talks that were supposed to be 
on safety. I say “supposed to be” because there might 
have been a brief comment on safety, but it was not edu-
cational in the least. For example, I have heard the words 
“be safe” with no other instruction and then that was re-
corded as a safety talk. That is b&%$#&t. 

When your supervisor/manager/postmaster gives a 
safety talk, do you measure what they say against the way 
they have behaved in the past? Do you believe what they 
say? Do they prove their commitment to safety by their 
actions, or is it just lip service? Do your supervisors push 
you down to the next level of the pyramid and ask what 
size fire suit you need?

We can make a difference, and we do when we get in-
volved. I often ask that you keep an eye on each other. 
In this case, I also ask that you act on what you see by 
reporting hazards, reach out to the union and provide 
evidence. Get your supervisors to understand that safety 
depends on them even more than you.

This article will outline some 
of the required steps to obtain 
Federal Employees Retirement 

System (FERS) or Civil Service Retire-
ment System (CSRS) benefits when 
a retired or active letter carrier dies.

Retired
When a retired letter carrier dies, 

the first step for the beneficiary is to 
notify the Office of Personnel Man-
agement (OPM). This can be done by 
phone, online or in writing, and it is 
not necessary to have a death cer-
tificate to do so. To report the death 
of an annuitant to OPM, visit servic-
esonline.opm.gov and click on “Re-
port an Annuitant Death.” This will 
link you to an online form to com-

plete and submit. You also can report the death to OPM over 
the phone by calling 888-767-6738. This is a busy phone 
line, so I suggest reporting the death online. After OPM is 
notified of an annuitant’s death, the office will stop issuing 
payments until it determines the proper beneficiaries.  

The next step is to complete the appropriate forms. After 
OPM is notified of the death, it provides an application for 
death benefits and informs the interested parties of their rights. 
The form Application for Death Benefits (SF 3104 for FERS or 
SF 2800 for CSRS) should be completed and returned to OPM. 
When OPM mails out the application, the office includes pre-
addressed envelopes to make returning the forms easy.  

Survivors also should obtain an informational pamphlet, SF 
3114 Applying for Death Benefits Under the Federal Employees 
Retirement System, from OPM. This pamphlet can be found 
online at opm.gov/retirement-services/publications-forms. It 
contains definitions and explains the types of benefits such 
as the Basic Employee Death Benefit, the Survivor Annuity 
and the Lump Sum Benefit. If the deceased was enrolled in 
the Federal Employees’ Group Life Insurance (FEGLI), Form 
FE-6 should also be completed. This form is the “Claim for 
Death Benefits.” From the pamphlet:

In cases where the widow’s or widower’s entitlement to sur-
vivor benefits is clear, OPM, based on the report of death, au-
thorizes payments; completes any actions to maintain health 
benefits coverage; and mails the appropriate forms and pam-
phlets to the widow or widower. The completed application 
must be returned within 30 days. 

In addition to completing the appropriate forms, death cer-
tificates will be required if claiming benefits. The FEGLI Claim 
for Death Benefits states:

 We require a certified copy of the death certificate with the 
cause and manner of death. The funeral director taking care 
of the funeral arrangements or your state bureau of vital sta-
tistics can usually provide a copy of the death certificate. We 
only require one death certificate - if you’re aware of another 
claimant who’s sending one, you don’t have to send it. 

The NALC Retirement Department provides advice and as-
sistance to retired and active members regarding retirement 
issues. This assistance does not end when the member dies. 
Guidance to spouses and other survivors also is provided. If 
you are unable to report a death with OPM or have any ques-
tions, the Retirement Department can be reached Monday, 
Wednesday and Thursday from 10 a.m. to noon and 2 to 4 
p.m. Eastern Time at 800-424-5186, or Monday through Friday 
from 9:30 a.m. to 4:30 p.m.

Active
If a FERS employee dies with at least 18 months of credit-

able civilian service, a basic employee death benefit is pay-
able if the surviving spouse was married to the deceased for at 
least nine months, or if the employee’s death was accidental, 
or there if was a child born in the marriage to the employee. 

Additionally, if the FERS employee has at least 10 years of 
creditable service, the spouse is entitled to an annuity equal 
to 50 percent of the annuity the employee had earned through 
the day of death. If no survivor annuity is payable, the em-
ployee’s contributions to the retirement fund are paid in ac-
cordance with the normal order of precedence. 

If a CSRS employee dies with at least 18 months of credit-
able civilian service, the employee’s current spouse quali-
fies for a survivor annuity if the spouse was married to the 
employee for at least nine months, or if the spouse is the 
parent of a child born of the marriage with the employee, 
or if the employee’s death was accidental. If no survivor an-
nuity is payable, the total lump-sum credit in the retirement 
fund is payable under the normal order or precedence.

When an active employee dies, the Human Resource 
Shared Service Center (HRSSC) should contact the next of 
kin and provide assistance in completing SF 3104 Applica-
tion for Death Benefits (FERS) or SF 2800 Application for 
Death Benefits (CSRS). Other forms may be provided, such 
as FE-6 Claim for Death Benefits for FEGLI.

do not pay either premium or income taxes. This savings is 
passed on to the members in the form of lower premiums 
and higher dividends.

What insurance company “underwrites” the MBA insur-
ance policies?

MBA policies are not underwritten by another insurance 
company. MBA operates as a licensed insurance company that 
complies with various state insurance laws and the laws of the 
United States and is regulated by the various state insurance 
commissioners in accordance with the guidelines prescribed 
by the National Association of Insurance Commissioners. 

Why should I consider MBA over other insurance compa-
nies?

As a letter carrier, the MBA is your life insurance compa-
ny. It is run for and by letter carriers. The MBA’s policies are 
designed exclusively for letter carriers, taking into consider-
ation NALC members’ needs.

Because the MBA sells only to NALC members and their 
families, its operating costs are much lower than those of 
other companies. The MBA does not have agents and does 
not pay commissions. Did you know that in some compa-
nies, agents’ commissions sometimes equal the first two 
years’ premiums on certain policies?

The MBA is non-profit and thus does not pay taxes. As a 
result of all this, the MBA can and does keep its overhead 
low. These savings are passed on to you, the member. 

What is the MBA representative’s role? 

An MBA representative is a member of a given branch 
elected to be a liaison between the members of the branch 
and the MBA headquarters office. His or her duties are out-
lined in the NALC Constitution, which includes assisting the 
members with such duties as required by the MBA head-
quarters office. They are not MBA or NALC agents.

Are the MBA and FEGLI the same?

No; FEGLI is the Federal Employees Group Life Insurance 
program, and only offers term life insurance to career em-
ployees. MBA offers term and whole life insurance as well 
as annuities and hospital confinement products to all NALC 
members, career or non-career.

How to save with your health plan

These counseling sessions are conducted via telephone 
primarily, and they may involve use of a computer and/or 
electronic media, as appropriate. The retirement specialist 
may also direct the employee to other sources to obtain in-

formation specific to certain topics, including TSP and So-
cial Security. The sessions are on the clock if the retirement 
specialist is available to provide such counseling during 
the same tour as the employee.

See ELM, Section 569.142 for additional counselling ses-
sion content.

A national-level settlement dated Sept. 11, 2009, (M-01708 
in NALC’s Materials Reference System) explains counseling in 
further detail:

If an employee who is eligible for and has requested Individ-
ual retirement counseling wishes to have this counseling on 
the clock, local management will arrange reasonably private 
space for this purpose and will permit the employee’s spouse 
and or advisor to be with the employee during this process. 
If the employee’s spouse or advisor is a Postal Service em-
ployee only the employee receiving the requested retirement 
counseling will be on the clock.

If such an employee is not able to call the Human Resources 
Shared Services Center to begin or complete the individual 
retirement counseling process without assistance, local 
management will offer assistance to facilitate completion of 
the individual retirement counseling. The District Manager, 
Human Resources will be contacted and will determine who 
will provide such assistance. Such assistance will include but 
not be limited to completion of Standard Form 2801 and any 
other forms related to Life/Health/TSP/ Beneficiary and any 
Military or civilian service deposit selection issues. Whether 
an employee who requests individual retirement counseling 
is unable to start or complete the retirement counseling will 
be determined jointly by management and union at the lo-
cal level on a case-by-case fact circumstance basis. This will 
include employees who have started and request assistance 
during the individual retirement counseling process.

Letter carriers should ensure a smooth transition to re-
tirement by using the provided counseling. If necessary, the 
provisions above can be enforced via Articles 5, 19 and 21 of 
the National Agreement.

October’s Contract Talk was about leave provisions and 
M-01928, which increased the leave carryover from 440 
hours to 520 hours for leave year 2020 to leave year 2021. 
Although M-01928 did not affect the ELM provisions for 
payment of accumulated leave, after further discussion, 
the Postal Service has confirmed that employees who retire 
during leave year 2021 can receive a terminal leave pay-
ment of up to 520 hours. Employees retiring Pay Period 2 of 
2021 (which starts Jan. 2, 2021) through the 2021 leave year 
can receive a terminal leave payment of up to 520 hours.

September Branch Challenge winners

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The year 2020 has been a night-
mare for all, but we are strong 
and surviving. This year, the 

western part of the United States 
continues to fight fires as the central 
region of the country is still clean-
ing up the destruction caused by the 
derecho storm. In August, Hurricane 
Laura hit land in the Gulf Coast and 
pounded Texas and Louisiana. A few 
weeks later, Hurricane Sally slammed 
into Alabama and Florida.

Every time that I turn on my com-
puter, I see that I have received another grant from a 
member; this is so heartbreaking. But I work my hardest 
every day to make sure all members in need receive some 
form of assistance. What the NALC Disaster Relief Founda-
tion (DRF) gives is not much, but I pray that it helps the 
member in need. We can’t replace what was lost, but I 
want you to know we are always here for our members 
and their families. 

The foundation has been set up to function in two ways: 
by providing hands-on relief and by receiving donations 
as a means to offer financial grants. With natural disasters 
increasing in frequency, the DRF is receiving grant appli-
cations daily. DRF relief grants can be considered only for 
property damage sustained by a primary residence, vehicle 
or personal property from a hurricane, flood, tornado, wild-
fire, earthquake, severe storm, etc. Damage declared by 
the applicant will be verified by the branch president or a 
designee.  

The following are the eligibility criteria that members 
must understand and follow. To complete your grant file, 
please see No. 5 below, which lists all items that members 
must provide to the DRF. 

1.	 Anyone seeking help must be an NALC member as de-
fined by the NALC Constitution, Article 2, Section 1(a). 

2.	 Members do not have to wait for emergency relief or 
insurance claims to apply.

3.	 Those temporarily displaced from their “uninhabit-
able” primary residence must submit a signed, per-
sonal narrative detailing the specific reasons for the 
anticipated duration of the displacement. 

4.	 Applications for grants from DRF must be received no 
later than 120 days from the date that the natural di-
saster occurred, unless the applicant can provide suf-
ficient reason(s) why they were unable to complete 
and submit their application prior to this deadline. 
Requests for exceptions will be ruled on by the DRF 
directors on a case-by-case basis.

5.	 Items needed to have a complete DRF Grant Application:

•	 Completed legible signed grant application
•	 Proof of primary resident ownership (property taxes/

home payment bill/insurance policy)
•	 Proof of vehicle ownership (title/payment slip)
•	 Clear photos of the damages to your home, vehicle 

or personal property
•	 List of items lost or damaged
•	 Other documentation (e.g., estimates, hotel re-

ceipts, etc.)
•	 Branch president or designee verification of 

damage

Other matters that need to be considered: If members rent, 
they must provide statements from a landlord establishing 
property inhabitability, a copy of their new home application 
or a copy of the deposit receipt. If the member incurs expens-
es due to the displacement, he or she should provide hotel 
receipts or other documents to show these costs.  

Members must document with photos the damage sus-
tained by their primary residence, vehicle or personal prop-
erty. If the member receives estimates or begins to repair 
their property or vehicle, they should provide those receipts. 

Finally, the branch president or designee will need to 
verify the member’s address/property; this is a prepared 
statement documenting the member’s damage from the 
disaster.

As NALC President Fredric Rolando stated, “We hope that 
the foundation will become an invaluable lifeline for our sis-
ters and brothers in need, in the true spirit of solidarity.”

Remember, the application for DRF assistance is not an 
application for Federal Emergency Management Agency 
(FEMA) aid, or any other federal disaster assistance. Again, 
please make sure that the grant application and all pic-
tures of the damage are clear, complete and legible. You 
can find the DRF Grant form at nalc.org under the Commu-
nity Service tab.

With so many disasters affecting our members, contri-
butions to the foundation are as important as ever. Know-
ing that you contribute to something that directly aids our 
fellow sisters and brothers in their time of crisis and need 
is extremely rewarding.

Postal Service employees file 
more workplace injury claims 
than do workers at any other 

federal agency. In Fiscal Year 2020, 
more than two-thirds of all federal 
claims were filed by postal employ-
ees, and due to the physical nature of 
our work, letter carriers represent the 
bulk of Postal Service claims. Injured 
letter carriers have more interaction 
with the Office of Workers’ Compen-
sation Programs (OWCP) than do em-
ployees of all other federal agencies 
combined.  

OWCP recently introduced signifi-
cant changes in the way claims are handled. Historically, 
OWCP has created and assigned cases across 12 district of-
fices based on geographical jurisdiction. Claims were gen-
erally assigned to the district office based on the claimant’s 
home address.

Over the last couple of years, OWCP has been moving 
from a regional- and geographical-based structure to a more 
centralized organization. Operations and policies have been 
realigned to improve lines of communication, eliminating 
barriers and distinctions between the national office and the 
12 district offices. 

To improve efficiency, OWCP began a new system on Sept. 
28, wherein case assignments in the program no longer will 
be assigned using geographical jurisdictional rules. Instead, 
claims examiners now will handle cases based on a rota-
tional assignment model, regardless of the claimant’s geo-
graphical location. 

These changes are intended to level claims examiner case-
loads and equitably distribute cases to provide consistent 
case processing across the country. As the coronavirus pan-
demic compelled all claims examiners to work from home, 
they no longer need to live near an OWCP district office. 
OWCP expects that the reorganization will allow increased 
flexibility in the hiring process. 

Two years ago, OWCP restructured the duties of claims ex-
aminers, making them responsible for all facets of claims ad-
judication. Prior to that change, different procedures, includ-
ing paying compensation or reviewing medical evidence in a 

claim, may have been handled by several claims examiners. 
Requiring all claims examiners to handle all facets of a claim 
challenged OWCP staff, and some claims examiners left the 
agency. This has led to an influx of new claims examiners, who 
have a lot to learn to become proficient in OWCP procedures.

In another effort to provide a more streamlined decision-
making process, OWCP eliminated the position of senior 
claims examiner and created a new position of quality as-
surance manager. Historically, senior claims examiners have 
been used differently, with many engaged in more routine 
claims examiner duties. The new role will focus primarily on 
helping to ensure the quality of claims examiner work, as 
well as mentoring and developing the new staff. This is a 
welcome change.

In another important change, OWCP has eliminated 
phone numbers specific to each district office. Every call to 
a claims examiner now goes to a centralized phone number: 
202-513-6860. Phone calls will be answered from 9:30 a.m. 
to 6:30 p.m. Eastern Time, Monday through Friday (except 
for federal holidays).

Claimants need their nine-digit OWCP file number, so they 
can be connected to the right claims examiner. OWCP ex-
pects claims examiners to immediately answer 25 percent 
of incoming calls. If you leave a message, OWCP expects 
claims examiners to respond to claimants within 48 hours. 

In the past, claim file numbers began with a two-digit 
prefix from their respective district office. Due to the nation-
alization of claim assignments, most newly created OWCP 
cases will begin with the prefix “55.”

In another effort to improve customer service delivery, 
OWCP has changed the way it communicates with claimants 
who have registered in the ECOMP web portal. Those claim-
ants now have real-time access to information about their 
claim, and can electronically receive and respond to letters 
from OWCP directly through their ECOMP dashboard. 

If OWCP sends you a letter requiring a response, it now 
will appear in the ECOMP dashboard under the “Action Re-
quired” tab. Claimants can respond online and attach doc-
uments to their response. When a claimant responds to a 
letter from OWCP electronically, the response will automati-
cally be uploaded into the case file. If there are any overdue 
items requiring a response, a red alert icon will appear next 
to the case file number under the “Cases” tab, also found at 
the bottom of your ECOMP dashboard.  

The same alert icon next to the “Action Due Date” will appear 
for each overdue item listed under the “Action Required” tab. 
A video tutorial explaining the process is available in ECOMP’s 
help menu under “User Guides/Injured Worker/Introduction.”

The burden of proof in every OWCP claim is on the injured 
worker, who needs to be mindful of the daily status of his or 
her claim and promptly respond to every request from OWCP.

Ev-
ery year on Nov. 11, we honor these 
men and women and the other 18 mil-
lion living veterans across the country, 
as well as those veterans who have 
perished, as we celebrate Veterans 
Day to honor America’s heroes who 
have served and protected our nation. 

Veterans Day began as “Armistice 
Day” on Nov. 11, 1919, the first anni-
versary of the end of World War I. Con-
gress passed a resolution in 1926 for 
an annual observance, and Nov. 11 
became a national holiday in 1938.

Unlike Memorial Day, Veterans Day 
pays tribute to all American veter-
ans—living or dead—but especially 
gives thanks to living veterans who 
served their country honorably dur-
ing war or peacetime. (Memorial Day 
is a time to remember those who gave 
their lives for our country, particularly 
in battle or from wounds they suf-
fered in battle.)

Veterans Day occurs on Nov. 11 ev-
ery year in the United States in honor 
of the “eleventh hour of the eleventh 
day of the eleventh month” of 1918 
that signaled the end of World War I, 
known as Armistice Day. World War 
I—known at the time as “The Great 
War”—officially ended when the Trea-
ty of Versailles was signed on June 
28, 1919, in the Palace of Versailles 
outside the town of Versailles, France. 
However, fighting ceased seven 
months earlier, when an armistice, or 
temporary cessation of hostilities, be-
tween the Allied nations and Germany 
went into effect on the 11th hour of 
the 11th day of the 11th month. For 
that reason, Nov. 11, 1918, is gener-
ally regarded as the end of “the war to 
end all wars.” The United States Con-
gress officially recognized the end of 
World War I when it passed a concur-

rent resolution on June 4, 1926.
An act (52 Stat. 351; 5 U.S. Code, 

Sec. 87a) approved May 13, 1938, 
made the 11th of November in each 
year a legal holiday—a day to be dedi-
cated to the cause of world peace 
and to be thereafter celebrated and 
known as “Armistice Day.” Armistice 
Day was primarily a day intended to 
honor veterans of World War I, but in 
1954—after World War II had required 
the greatest mobilization of soldiers, 
sailors, Marines and airmen in the 
nation’s history, and after American 
forces had fought aggression in Ko-
rea—the 83rd Congress, at the urging 
of the veterans service organizations, 
amended the Act of 1938 by striking 
out the word “Armistice” and inserting 
in its place the word “Veterans.” With 
the approval of this legislation (Public 
Law 380) on June 1, 1954, Nov. 11 be-
came a day to honor American veter-
ans of all wars.

Later that same year, on Oct. 8, 
President Dwight D. Eisenhower is-
sued the first “Veterans Day Proclama-
tion,” which stated: 

In order to insure proper and 
widespread observance of this 
anniversary, all veterans, all veter-
ans’ organizations, and the entire 
citizenry will wish to join hands 
in the common purpose. Toward 
this end, I am designating the 
Administrator of Veterans’ Affairs 
as Chairman of a Veterans Day 
National Committee, which shall 
include such other persons as the 
Chairman may select, and which 
will coordinate at the national 
level necessary planning for the 
observance. I am also requesting 
the heads of all departments and 
agencies of the Executive branch 
of the Government to assist the 
National Committee in every way 
possible.

In 1968, Congress ratified the Uni-
form Monday Holiday Act, which 
moved several holidays so that they 
fell on Mondays, giving federal em-
ployees three-day weekends. The law 
went into effect in 1971. One of the 
holidays moved was Veterans Day, the 
first of which was commemorated on 
Monday, Oct. 25, 1971. People didn’t 
care for the change, and many con-
tinued observing the holiday on Nov. 
11, due to the historical significance 
of the date. This change lasted only 
a few years, as President Gerald Ford 
nullified the ratification in 1975, and 
in 1978 (and every year since then) 
Veterans Day was officially held on 
Nov. 11 once again.

Nov. 11 is a day specifically set 
aside each year in honor  of all of 
our  American veterans. While many 
people make it a habit to thank our 
military service members and veter-
ans any day of the year, Veterans Day 
is a special day to let them know how 
much we deeply appreciate the sacri-
fices they have made in their own lives 
to protect the lives of others and to 
keep our country free.

Constitution.

Additionally, the national secretary-treasurer’s office handles 

branch requests for lapel pins. Accordingly, the secre-
tary-treasurer’s office can only provide suitable lapel 
pins “when receiving proper notification by the Branch 
Secretary” in the year when a member is to complete 
the following number of years as a member: 25 years, 
30 years, 35 years, 40 years, 45 years, 50 years, 55 
years, 60 years and 65 years. Special plaques are 
available for members who complete 70 years and 75 years. This is 
also per Article 2 of the NALC Constitution.

All requests must come from the branch secretary. Longtime mem-
bers are encouraged to inform their branches when they reach a lon-
gevity benchmark.

A recent article in The Washington Post sug-
gested that postal workers were quietly 

“sabotaging” Trump’s and PMG DeJoy’s plan 
to aid Trump’s re-election by delaying the mail. 

I object to the characterization of workers’ 
efforts to deliver mail in a timely manner as 
anything like “sabotage.” Sabotage is DeJoy 
working hand-in-glove with Trump to influence 
our elections by crippling USPS. That their plan 
is illegal is evidenced by the actions of four fed-
eral judges who’ve ordered DeJoy to cease and 
desist and stop delaying mail. Anyone else do-
ing what above-the-law Trump is doing would 
be locked up.

According to the Post article, postal employ-
ees have surreptitiously reconnected sorting 
machines in Texas and Washington state in 
defiance of PMG orders. Other workers have 
staged a similar “quiet revolt” as mechanics in 
New York “drew out the removal of mail-sorting 
machines until their supervisor gave up on the 
order.” In other states, postal clerks culled 
prescriptions and benefit checks from bins of 
stalled mail to make certain these vital items 
were delivered. Some carriers ran late items out 
on their own time.

While I’ve always thought it a cardinal sin to 
work off the clock, this might be an exception. 
People die, and customers are lost if medicines 
are delayed. Postal workers aren’t politically 
motivated; they just want to do their jobs. In 
other cities, courageous carriers have looked for 
any excuse—mean dog, heavy traffic, weather—
to justify the time to finish their routes. 

Deliberately delaying mail is illegal; we 
shouldn’t obey orders that violate federal law. 
In all cases, if you see something wrong, notify 
your union official. Everyone has cell phones,

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and abuses of the mail can be documented with 
a time-stamped photo and reported to some-
one in authority. Perhaps our union should col-
lect such evidence for hearings likely to occur 
after the election.

several months.

This virus pandemic has really been rough on 
everyone. We are short-staffed, we don’t have 
CCAs properly allocated to the stations, we have 
non-ODL people working overtime every day, 
some mandated to work overtime off of their 
assignments, we have several people out with 
positive tests, we have others quarantined at 
home because of exposure to those who have 
tested positive, and we have everyone wanting 
the union to file grievances to stop what is go-
ing on.

Probably the same situation is happening all 
over the country. But here we need our letter 
carriers to properly fill out Form 3996 to notify 
management that they will be working overtime 
on their own routes, that they don’t have the un-
dertime that management sees everywhere. We 
cannot be successful in pursuing grievances to 
fight this mandatory overtime if we don’t fill out 
Form 3996 properly.

And then we have more examples of what we 
talked about in our last article. We have a hold-
down letter carrier sitting at a stoplight, with 
his elbow resting on the window sill when he is 
side-swiped by a hit-and-run driver. He is told to 
go home and wait to be retrained a week later—
no pay—and is disciplined because he did not 
have both hands on the wheel. Stupidity.

It is time to make it a real-
ity if they want efficient operations that were 
pushed more than a few years ago.

Since COVID-19 became a 
thing last March, the package volume has been 
at levels usually only seen in December. Please 
stay patient; remember, you are getting paid by 
the hour, and our customers deserve the great-

est service we can provide.

On Sept. 17, 1,800 nurses at Asheville, NC-
based Mission Hospital had their organiz-

ing campaign crowned with victory, and they 
have now become part of National Nurses Unit-
ed. This decisive union victory is significant on 
many levels. The election is among the largest 
private-sector NLRB union election victories in 
the United States in the last few years. It is the 
first private-sector hospital union win ever in 
North Carolina. And it is the largest win at a non-
union hospital in the South since 1975.

Furthermore, Mission Hospital is owned by 
the largest hospital corporation in the country, 
Tennessee-based HCA Healthcare. According to 
theintercept.com, “The company was previously 
run by Republican Rick Scott, whose ill-gotten 
gains from Medicare fraud helped fund his suc-
cessful run in Florida for the Senate.” No wonder 
HCA received nearly $1.5 billion in coronavirus-
related CARES Act grants. (Remember: the pub-
lic Postal Service, owned by the people of this 
country and admired by more than 90 percent 
of both Republican- and Democratic-leaning pa-
trons, received zero dollars in the $2.2 trillion 
CARES Act grants.)

Due to Trump-NLRB election rules, nurses at 
Mission had to wait months for an election date 
that formerly would have taken a few weeks. 
Even with this management advantage, the final 
vote count at 965-411 was a landslide in favor 
of the union.

Finally, the progressive NNU has been in the 
forefront of the fight for single-payer healtcare/
Medicare for All for more than 30 years. Happy 
new union members reflect NNU’s historic con-
cern for the patients’ well-being as well as their 

own. Nurse Leslie Bruce expressed this well: 
“This victory means we can use our collective 
voice to advocate for patient safety and safer 
staffing. I can’t wait to see what improvements 
we’ll win together.”

Hats off to these determined nurses. Con-
gratulations.

14. This is your opportunity as a postal employ-
ee to join, change or amend your health care 
coverage. During the four-week Open Season, 
you have the opportunity to research the vari-
ous health insurance plans offered as part of 
the Federal Employees Health Benefits (FEHB) 
program in order to make an informed decision 
for your health care needs.

To find out what insurance carriers are avail-
able in your area, you can go to the Office of Per-
sonnel Management (OPM) search engine and 
simply plug in your ZIP code to find out which 
plans are available to you. For the record, the 

NALC Health Benefit Plan provides excellent 
coverage to our members nationwide.

If you are eligible for FEHB benefits, you may 
enroll in one of many available participating 
health plans, change your current health plan, 
or cancel your enrollment during Open Season. 
This includes all active and retired postal and 
federal employees, annuitants and survivor an-
nuitants.

The decision is up to you, but the union 
strongly recommends that you give consider-
ation to the NALC Health Benefit Plan during  
Open Season. The perfect place to source infor-
mation on the NALC Health Benefit Plan is the 
nalchbp.org website. There you will find com-
prehensive information regarding the coverage 
of the plan. Some of those features include a 
24-hour help line for mental health and sub-
stance abuse, a 24-hour nurse hot-line, tele-
health services and even a weight-management 
program.

Having adequate health insurance coverage 
for you and your family is extremely important at 
a time when medical and drug costs continue to 
rise unchecked. Now is the time to review your 
coverage. Don’t wait until it’s too late to find 
that you are underinsured.
