In addition to this Open Season, NALC Headquarters as 
well as the NALC Health Benefit Plan are hard at work with 
both the Postal Service and the Office of Personnel Man-
agement leadership on the implementation of the provi-

sions of the Postal Service Reform Act of 2022 that was 
signed into law by President Biden in April 2022. 

Let’s start with the impact of the bill and the reason it 
was needed. Back in 2006, a bill called the Postal Account-
ability and Enhancement Act became law and required the 
Postal Service to pre-fund future retiree health benefits—
a requirement that cost the Postal Service $5 billion to $6 
billion each year. No other public or private company was 
mandated to make such a payment. This requirement was 
responsible for nearly 90 percent of the Postal Service’s 
financial losses over the last decade-plus. 

The Postal Reform Act of 2022 repealed this pre-funding 
mandate and also integrates Medicare with postal retir-
ees’ health care at a much higher level, which results in a 
positive impact on health care premiums. The cost of pre-
miums is shared by the Postal Service and the employee 
or retiree, so integrating Medicare at a higher level saves 
both the Postal Service and us money. 

Our members have many questions about the timing of 
when and how this integration will take place. The provi-
sions of this bill will begin to be implemented in calendar 
year 2024. There is nothing required of anyone during the 
current Open Season. There will be detailed information 
and education materials readily available to our members 
in future editions of this magazine, on the NALC website, 
and more. 

If you are interested in learning more, please check out 
the NALC’s official podcast, “You Are the Current Resi-
dent.” It is available anywhere you listen to podcasts. On 
a recent episode, Director of Health Benefits Stephanie 
Stewart joined the podcast, where we discussed the ben-
efits for 2024 and the impact of the Postal Service Reform 
Act of 2022 in detail.

Inever served a day in uniform, 
but I have always admired those 
who have served or do serve. 

The affinity began with my father, 
who led an infantry unit in fierce bat-
tles during World War II, though like 
others in the Greatest Generation he 
rarely spoke about it. They had done 
their duty, accomplished the mis-
sion, and they returned home and 
simply tried to pursue their careers 
and take care of their families. 

I watched with pride, though, as 
he put on his crisp Army uniform ev-
ery so often and left home to do his 
reserve training, or when he traveled 
periodically to Boston University to 
teach communications to Air Force 
officers. Or, later, as he put on the 

uniform and, retired both from the military and journalism, 
would march in a Fourth of July parade. 

The fact that he rarely spoke about the war, and almost 
never about his own role in it, only increased my respect—
and my curiosity. 

My second interaction with the military occurred during 
my time as a journalist, which broadened my understanding 
of the service and sacrifice of our men and women in uni-
form. I had the opportunity to cover conflicts behind the Iron 
Curtain and then in Kosovo, to report from a damaged Penta-
gon on 9/11, to cover the global war on terror and homeland 
security and our counter-intel activities, to report on wars in 
the Middle East and Afghanistan and to interview ordinary 
people in neighboring countries who were affected by those 
conflicts. 

It was fascinating, if sometimes harrowing—whether living 
in Army tents in the Kuwaiti desert with U.S. soldiers about 
to enter Iraq; spending time on an aircraft carrier where for 
security reasons my stories could only carry a dateline of 
somewhere in the Arabian Sea, though I knew we were right 
off the coast of Iran; flying in a military helicopter over re-
mote Helmand province, from where Osama bin Laden had 
planned the terror attacks on our country—but most of all 
it was revealing in terms of the courage, focus and skills of 
those I was writing about. 

To be clear, I knew full well that you could combine my ex-
periences over two decades and together they wouldn’t ap-
proach the valor, bravery and patriotism reflected in just one 
day’s service of a single soldier, sailor, airman or Marine. On 
the contrary, the point is that those experiences helped me 
better appreciate what was required of them to meet the un-
ending challenges, and how they unfailingly did so.                                                                          

Which brings me to NALC, where I have the fortune to work 
for and with letter carriers, who uniformly (pun intended) re-
spect the job and the public service aspect—on top of which 
so many are wearing your second uniform for our country. 

I have the pleasure of conversing with hundreds or per-
haps more of you about where you served, what you did, 
what it meant to you and how it translates into your work at 
the Postal Service and your role in NALC. Better still, I’ve had 
the chance to observe all of that play out in action, through 
your singular focus on completing the mission, your deter-
mination to overcome any obstacles, the manner in which 
you exert leadership, or the situational awareness that of-
ten leads to heroic actions on the route, including saving 
residents from fires or criminal threats, health crises or car 
crashes. 

At every level of this union (carriers, activists or leaders) 
I know the odds are high that I will encounter people who 
have risked all to keep this nation free—after all, more than  
1 in 5 of you have done so—and that I will not only hear in-
triguing tales but also will emerge ever more informed about 
the military and how it functions. 

The NALC benefits immeasurably from your presence, 
and in particular the sense of cohesion and determination 
to get the task done that you bring with you. Some of this 
is described in ways far more profound than I ever could by 
our veterans themselves—men and women alike, active or 
retired, from across our nation—elsewhere in this Postal Re-
cord. If you retain anything about veterans from this maga-
zine, let it be the words of Jennefer and Ben and Linda, of Ted 
and Dawn and the other vets. 

To all our NALC military veterans, thank you for your past 
and present service, the example you set for so many oth-
ers, your attention both to the smallest details and the 
big picture, and your friendship. You have made our craft 
better, our union stronger, and our country safer.

Federal Retirement Fairness Act  
expected to be reintroduced in House

As this magazine was going to 
print, the Federal Retirement 
Fairness Act was expected to 

be reintroduced any day. Reps. Derek 
Kilmer (D-WA), David Valadao (R-CA), 
Don Bacon (R-NE) and Gerry Connolly 
(D-VA) were expected to reintroduce 
the bill, which would allow certain 
federal employees to make catch-up 
retirement contributions for time spent 
as non-career employees after Dec. 
31, 1988, making it creditable service 
under the Federal Employees Retire-
ment System.

The legislation would cover letter 
carriers who were employed as casu-
als, transitional employees or city 
carrier assistants, providing them with 
greater retirement security. 

“NALC is pleased to see the Federal 
Retirement Fairness Act reintroduced 
in the House,” NALC President Brian 
L. Renfroe said. “We urge the House to 
pass this bill, which would benefit let-
ter carriers and other federal employ-
ees who have devoted their working 
lives to public service. A significant 
number of active city letter carriers 
have worked in a non-career position, 
and that time is not currently 
creditable for retirement. This 
bill would change that, allowing 
letter carriers, and millions of 
other federal employees, to buy 
back this time and plan for their 
well-earned retirements.”

Taub and Day  
confirmed for PRC

On Sept. 28, the Senate con-
firmed the nominations of Thom-

as G. Day and Robert G. Taub to be 
commissioners of the Postal Regulato-
ry Commission (PRC). After they were 
nominated by President Biden to serve 
as PRC commissioners, the Senate 
Committee on Homeland Security and 
Governmental Affairs had advanced 
their nominations following hearings 
earlier in September.

The PRC is an independent agency 
that exercises regulatory oversight over 
the Postal Service. Its responsibilities 
include preventing anticompetitive 
practices, promoting accountability, 
adjudicating complaints, setting postal 
rates and helping oversee delivery 
service standards.

The PRC is made up of five com-
missioners who are nominated by 
the president for six-year terms and 
confirmed by the Senate. Taub is a 
two-time appointee to the commission 
following unanimous confirmations 
by the Senate in 2011 and 2016. Taub 
previously served as chairman of the 
commission from December 2014 until 
January 2021. Day, a first-term commis-
sioner, will bring broad experience in 
both the global and domestic postal 

sectors, including 35 years working in 
senior roles at the Postal Service. Day 
and Taub were both confirmed for 
terms that will expire on Oct. 14, 2028.

“NALC congratulates Thomas Day 
and Robert Taub on their confirma-
tions to this important agency,” Presi-
dent Renfroe said. “We look forward to 
working with them to ensure that the 
Postal Regulatory Commission fulfills 
its oversight responsibilities to pro-
mote a Postal Service that benefits the 
letter carriers who deliver America’s 
mail and our customers.”

Congress narrowly funds  
government through Nov. 17; 
House speaker battle continues 

On Sept. 30, President Biden 
signed a continuing resolution that 
Congress had passed hours before, 
narrowly avoiding a government 
shutdown that would have been trig-
gered the next day.

After weeks of partisan fighting and 
failure of both chambers to pass the 12 
appropriations bills needed to fund the 
government, the House voted 335-91 to 
extend government funding at current

Any guideline amounts 
are merely suggestions, and you may contribute more 
or less than the guidelines suggest and the union will 
not favor or disadvantage you by reason of the amount 
of your contribution or your decision not to contribute. 
The Letter Carrier Political Fund will use the money it 
receives to contribute to candidates for federal office 
and undertake other political spending as permit-
ted by law. Your selection shall remain in full force 
and effect until canceled. Contributions to the Letter 
Carrier Political Fund are not deductible for federal 
income tax purposes. Federal law prohibits the Letter 
Carrier Political Fund from soliciting contributions from 
individuals who are not NALC members, executive and 
administrative staff or their families. Any contribution 
received from such an individual will be refunded to 
that contributor. Federal law requires us to use our best 
efforts to collect and report the name, mailing address, 
name of employer and occupation of individuals whose 
contributions exceed $200 in a calendar year.

NALC joins union members, civil rights leaders, and other activists in 
Washington, DC, for the 60th anniversary of the March on Washington 
for Jobs and Freedom. On Aug. 26, marchers gathered for a continua-
tion of the fight for racial and economic justice and our democracy.



levels through Nov. 17. In a bipartisan 
vote, 209 Democratic members—all 
party members except Rep. Mike Quigley 
(D-IL)—voted for the measure while only 
126 Republicans did so; 90 Republicans 
voted against the measure. 

Hours after House passage, the Sen-
ate passed the continuing resolution 
in an 88-9 vote, sending the measure 
to President Biden’s desk. He signed 
it the same night before the midnight 
deadline.

Despite the bipartisan nature of the 
stopgap bill, a small number of Repub-
licans said they were furious that Rep. 
McCarthy had worked with Democrats 
to move the measure forward. On Oct. 
3, Rep. Matt Gaetz (R-FL) acted on a 
threat he had been making for months 
by filing a motion to vacate the House 
speaker position. The same day, the 
House held a vote on the motion, which 
passed and removed Rep. McCarthy as 
speaker, the first time that has hap-
pened in history.

In a 216-210 vote, eight Republicans 
joined all Democrats to remove Rep. 
McCarthy from the leading House role. 
Republican Reps. Andy Biggs (AZ), 
Ken Buck (CO), Tim Burchett (TN), 
Eli Crane (AZ), Bob Good (VA), Nancy 
Mace (SC) and Matt Rosendale (MT) 
joined Gaetz in voting to oust Speaker 
McCarthy. Following the vote, Rep. 
Patrick McHenry (R-NC), who was 
named speaker pro tempore, immedi-
ately recessed the chamber.

After McCarthy announced that he 
would not seek the role of speaker 
again, there was no clear successor. 
Without a speaker, the House is es-
sentially frozen and cannot consider 
any legislation on the House floor. 
With a government shutdown loom-
ing, a nonfunctional House has serious 
repercussions for all Americans.

On Oct. 11, more than a week after 
McCarthy was ousted, the Republican 
caucus held a closed-door meeting to 
choose its speaker nominee. In a 113-99 
vote, Rep. Steve Scalise (R-LA), the cur-
rent majority leader, defeated Rep. Jim 
Jordan (R-OH). However, a nominee 
needs a majority of House members 
(currently 217 votes, with two vacan-
cies), to become speaker. Scalise was 
unable to whip enough votes to win 
the position, and he dropped out of the 
race just one day after GOP members 
had chosen him as their candidate. 
Jordan was then selected as the second 
Republican nominee. He lost a vote 
on the House floor as this magazine 
was going to print, with 20 Republi-
cans opting not to vote for Jordan. As 
this magazine was going to print, it 
remained unclear who could become 
speaker or when. 

While in-fighting in the Republi-
can Party continues, the Democratic 
Party has been putting up a unified 
front, reiterating that their choice 
for House speaker has been and will 
remain Minority Leader Hakeem Jef-
fries (D-NY). While Jeffries would not 
receive a majority of House votes un-
less some Republicans unexpectedly 
decide to side with him, the House 
Democrats are using this moment to 
contrast their unity with the divided 
Republicans. 

Regardless of who becomes speaker 
and how the remainder of the 118th 
Congress shakes out, it is all but cer-
tain that whichever party has control 
in the next Congress will have only 
a slim majority, meaning that to suc-
cessfully govern, lawmakers will have 
to work in bipartisan manner to move 
any legislation forward. 

This means that now, more than 
ever, it is important to have pro-letter 

carrier lawmakers on both sides of the 
aisle. Despite partisan divisions and 
contentious issues, when candidates 
who support letter carriers are elected, 
NALC comes out on top. Leadership 
and support from both sides of the 
aisle propelled the Postal Service 
Reform Act into law last year. NALC 
will continue to take a bipartisan ap-
proach to our issues to keep achieving 
victories for letter carriers. 

Our success on Capitol Hill, includ-
ing electing pro-letter carrier candi-
dates, is made possible through the 
Letter Carrier Political Fund (LCPF). 
When you contribute to LCPF, you 
are contributing to your job and your 
retirement security. LCPF funds are 
used to help elect candidates who will 
support our issues and stand with 
letter carriers. It is critical that we 
continue to work together to ensure 
pro-letter carrier members are elected 
nationwide.

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Chanting “Enough is enough!” 
letter carriers from two Cali-
fornia branches held rallies 

in October to highlight the surge in 
criminal attacks on letter carriers that 
is occurring nationwide.

“Everyone is here today because 
enough is enough,” Region 1 National 
Business Agent Keisha Lewis told 
dozens of Garden Grove Branch 1100 
letter carriers and other postal workers 
at a rally outside Compton’s main post 
office on Oct. 4. “When I got hired, it 
was unheard of for a letter carrier to 
be approached or attacked by anyone, 
and this has to stop.”

NALC President Brian L. Renfroe, 
agreed, telling attendees, “The Postal 
Service was founded nearly 250 years 
ago, and since then, letter carriers 
have been able to walk down even the 
meanest streets of this country without 
many problems. Unfortunately, that’s 
no longer the case.”

The change began in the COVID-19 
pandemic’s early days, when valu-
able contents flowed through the mail 
stream, such as stimulus checks. That, 
in turn, led to elaborate check-washing 
schemes.

“One of the things that’s very con-
cerning is that a lot of these crimes 
seem to be organized,” he told a re-
porter in Compton. “So, you’ve got the 
people who are robbing letter carriers, 
not necessarily the people who are uti-
lizing those checks once they get their 
hands on them. So, there’s a number 
of layers to it.

“This problem is growing, not just 
here in Compton, not just here in 
Southern California, but around the 
entire country,” Renfroe added. “Nearly 
every single day, we hear of additional 
incidents of violence against our mem-
bers. Think about this: Targeted armed 

robberies, assaults, shootings and even 
murder have become part of our job.”

NALC is leading the call for strong 
action that will stop the trend. 

“Over the past several weeks, we’ve 
had [rallies] like this in Chicago,” Ren-
froe said. “We’ve had events in Cincin-
nati to bring attention to these violent 
attacks against our members. And that’s 
why we’re here once again tonight, to 
send a very clear message. This violence 
against our members has to stop.”

He told the media covering the rally 
that since 2020, there have been more 
than 2,000 violent attacks on letter car-
riers. Of that, only about 14 percent have 
been prosecuted federally, he said add-
ing to the audience, “Let that sink in.”

“You know what that tells me? That 
there’s a strong message being sent 
that 86 percent of the people who do 
this get away with it, and that has to 
change,” he said.

Eight days later, Greater East Bay 
Branch 1111 organized a rally in Oak-
land to spread the word in the Bay Area. 

“We have lost some employees. They 
have resigned after being robbed,” 
Branch 1111 President Ed Fletcher 
told the attendees on Oct. 12. “Some of 
them are still out and have not come 
back because of the post-traumatic 
stress of being robbed.”

In Oakland, Renfroe repeated his 
call for the community to help protect 
letter carriers. Even though letter car-
riers are federal employees and crimes 
against letter carriers performing their 
duties are federal crimes, the prosecu-
tions that have occurred have often 
been at the local level, watering down 
sentences compared to the penalties 
available to prosecutors. 

It takes a joint investigation among 
the Postal Inspection Service, the U.S. 
attorney general’s office and a local 

police force to hand over the case to 
federal prosecutors. That, combined 
with the low number of such cases be-
ing prosecuted in the first place, leaves 
much to be desired in terms of deter-
ring potential lawbreakers who aim to 
attack letter carriers.

“When these crimes are not pros-
ecuted, it sends a message to criminals 
that they can get away with robbing a 
letter carrier,” President Renfroe said.

“I am furious that our members con-
tinue to be targeted and harmed with 
no end in sight,” he said. “I have said 
many times that there is no single solu-
tion to this disturbing problem, but 
more can be and must be done, and it 
must be done immediately.

“Every employer has a duty and 
obligation to protect its employees on 
the job. The Postal Inspection Service 
is not protecting us, and the U.S. De-
partment of Justice is not doing its job 
prosecuting these crimes,” he added.

In a positive sign, two days before 
the Oakland rally, the U.S. attorney of 
Northern California and U.S. postal 
inspector in charge announced the 
indictments of 10 people involved with 
the theft of postal keys, mail truck

break-ins, assaults on letter carriers and 
other criminal acts involving the inter-
ference with the delivery of mail. They 
also raised the reward for information 
leading to arrests and convictions in 
such cases to $150,000 from $50,000.

“For folks who are out there threat-
ening letter carriers, committing these 
robberies, stealing these keys, we will 
charge these cases federally and there 
will be severe consequences,” U.S. 
Attorney for the Northern District of 
California Ismail J. Ramsey said.

“To any copycats or wannabes out 
there who might consider robbing a 
postal worker, I ask you to consider the 
years you will face in federal prison, 
the price on your head, and that postal 
inspectors will not stop hunting you.

The rallies are part of NALC’s effort 
to get out a multifaceted message—to 
the Postal Service to better protect let-
ter carriers on their routes; to residents 
to alert authorities if they see anything 
worrisome and to preserve evidence, 
such as doorbell or other surveillance 
videos, for use by investigators; to 
their elected representatives to be 
aware of the need for solutions; and 
to locally based federal prosecutors to 
take these cases and apply the more 
harsh federal penalties that local pros-
ecutors do not have available. 

Another way NALC is getting the 
message out is through regional TV 
broadcasts, radio shows and print 
articles about the rash of violence 
nationwide. Bringing the letter carrier 
perspective to these media reports 
increases community awareness of 
the issue and helps strengthen NALC’s 

call for solutions. That is especially so 
because of the widespread public sup-
port for letter carriers, who in poll after 
poll have for years topped the list of 
the most trusted and highly regarded 
federal employees. 

President Renfroe called on local 
branches to hold rallies such as the 
initial four. Branch leaders are encour-
aged to contact their national business 
agents’ offices for information and 
material to help organize a rally or for 
help contacting the media to amplify 
our message to their communities. 

“Events like these make a difference 
and bring awareness to this grow-
ing problem. I encourage all NALC 
branches, especially in areas that are 
experiencing an uptick in crime, to 
mobilize and plan similar events,” he 
said. “When we all come out with a 
unified message, we are heard.” PR

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The end of the year is a great 
time to take stock of your 
finances. That’s true whether 

you’ve just converted to career or are 
a longtime carrier. As a letter carrier, 
that means considering how the Thrift 
Savings Plan (TSP) can play a valuable 
role in your retirement strategy.

The TSP is an essential component 
of the Federal Employees Retirement 
System (FERS), the retirement program 
that covers most USPS employees. Like 
many of the 401(k) savings plans of-
fered by private-sector employers, the 
TSP allows federal employees to save 
pre-tax dollars each month in an in-
vestment account—giving letter carri-
ers who participate the chance to save 
for retirement quickly and easily. TSP 
participants choose how the money in 
their account is invested.

The Postal Service automatically 
enrolls new career carriers in TSP. City 
carrier assistants (CCAs) converted to 
career, or career letter carriers hired on 
or after July 31, 2010, have been automat-
ically enrolled. Five percent of the base 
pay of new enrollees is automatically de-
ducted and deposited in a TSP account 
each pay period, though participants 
may choose to eliminate, increase or 
decrease their level of contributions.

The Postal Service deposits match-
ing contributions up to 4 percent of 
basic pay, as well as automatic agency 
contributions equal to 1 percent of 
basic pay. Career letter carriers hired 
before July 31, 2010, and covered by 
FERS, were automatically enrolled in 
a TSP account with 1 percent contribu-
tions from the Postal Service, but with 
no automatic employee deductions. 
Instead, the deductions must be set 
up by the employee. USPS will match 
a portion of the first 5 percent of FERS 
employee contributions. The first 3 

percent is matched dollar for dollar; 
the next 2 percent are matched with 50 
cents per dollar. This is in addition to 
USPS’s automatic 1 percent contribu-
tion, for a total USPS contribution of 5 
percent of the letter carrier’s base pay 
when the carrier elects to contribute 5 
percent or more.

For CCAs who have not yet converted 
to career letter carriers, NALC’s Mutual 
Benefit Association offers a CCA Retire-
ment Savings Plan, where traditional IRA 
funds can be rolled into the TSP once the 
CCA becomes a career letter carrier.

Unlike with some other employee 
benefits, there is no open season for 
enrollment in TSP. Carriers can use 
LiteBlue to enroll in the TSP or to 
make changes to their deductions or 
investments at any time of the year. 
The benefits of easy, tax-deferred sav-
ings through TSP are amplified by the 
Postal Service’s matching contribu-
tions to your account.

Participating employees can also 
make unmatched contributions (above 
the 5 percent level), but the IRS annual 
limit for total contributions to the TSP 
and other such retirement savings 
plans is $22,500 in 2023. Participants 
might be eligible to make additional 
“catch-up” contributions to boost their 

savings beginning the year they turn 
50. These catch-up contributions are 
not matched by USPS and are limited 
to $7,500 in 2023. 

Carriers covered by the Civil Service 
Retirement System also can join TSP, 
but they do not receive matching con-
tributions from USPS. Nevertheless, 
like their FERS counterparts, they can 
keep more of what they save because 
of the tax savings and the TSP’s mini-
mal administrative costs. Indeed, such 
costs are much lower than those of 
similar private plans. In 2022, the TSP 
charged participants a net administra-
tive expense of no more than 59 cents 
per $1,000 invested for each invest-
ment fund, or .059 percent. That is 
much lower than the .25 to 1 percent 
that many private financial advisors 
typically charge.

TSP accounts do not expire when 
letter carriers separate from federal 
service. Letter carriers can still change 
their investment mix while their 
account continues to accumulate earn-
ings; they can even transfer IRAs or 
eligible employer plans such as 401(k)s 
into a TSP account. 

The TSP has a mobile app, which 
allows letter carriers to monitor their 
TSP accounts and complete transac-
tions from anywhere. Users can check 
their account balance, track fund per-
formance, make transaction requests, 
submit documents, manage payment 
information, scan checks and more.

TSP also has a record-keeping system 
available on the TSP website that dis-
plays letter carriers’ investments clearly, 
and that makes it easier for them to find 
and use account management tools. 

In addition to investing in TSP 
funds, letter carriers who meet certain 
eligibility requirements have the op-
tion to invest some of their TSP savings

‘Most senior’ carrier  
in Osceola, IA, retires

On Sept. 29, Randy Pierson of 
Osceola, IA, retired from the Postal 
Service after 27 years. Upon his depar-
ture, Pierson held the title of the area’s 
most senior postal worker.

“Randy has been a huge asset to our 
office, and we will greatly miss him.

However, the carrier is holding his 
options open—he says he might work 
as a substitute carrier if necessary. “I’ll 
miss my co-workers and my custom-
ers,” Pierson said. PR
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The National Agreement be-
tween NALC and the Postal 
Service sets the terms and condi-

tions that the parties have agreed will 
govern the workplace for city carriers. 
Despite the agreement between NALC 
and USPS, occasionally these rights 
and benefits become the subject of 
dispute between NALC members and 
postal management. 

“To best enforce these rights, all 
letter carriers, including CCAs and 
PTFs, should understand the grievance 
procedure and how it works,” NALC 
President Brian L. Renfroe said. 

Article 15 of the National Agreement 
lays out the grievance-arbitration pro-
cedure that is used to resolve disputes. 
Though the process includes several 
steps, it is designed to resolve disputes 
and grievances at the lowest possible 
step. Understanding the grievance 
process will put you in a much better 
position to help yourself, your shop 
steward, and your fellow carriers if 
management violates the contract. 

The grievance procedure starts with 
your shop steward. Shop stewards 
are the foot soldiers in NALC’s efforts 
to enforce the National Agreement. 
Stewards are letter carriers with 
special training and knowledge of the 
contract. Whenever management fails 
to provide a letter carrier with what 
they are entitled to under the National 
Agreement, the steward is the first 
to handle the problem. Talk to your 
steward if you have an issue, no matter 
how large or small the issue may be. 

Sometimes problems are resolved 
without the letter carriers involved 
even knowing about it. “Many times, 
a steward goes to a manager and fixes 
a problem, or a potential problem, 
just by informing the manager of the 
situation or reminding the manager of 

what the contract requires,” Renfroe 
said. “The issue gets resolved before 
it begins, and letter carriers down the 
line may never have to deal with the 
problem in the first place.” 

All letter carriers have rights under 
the National Agreement and all let-
ter carriers should ask a steward to 
enforce those rights if they have been 
violated or denied. If other attempts to 
resolve a dispute or correct a contract 
violation fail, the steward may decide 
that a grievance is necessary. 

A grievance is a dispute, difference, 
disagreement or complaint between 
the parties related to wages, hours or 
working conditions of letter carriers. 
The process gives every letter carrier 
an opportunity to have their voice 
heard when management violates the 
National Agreement. 

The National Agreement requires 
that grievances be filed within 14 
days of when the contract violation 
took place, so be sure to talk to your 
steward as soon as possible after you 
become aware of a problem. 

In each grievance, the union asks 
for a remedy. The remedy request 
should accomplish a couple of goals. 
For starters, it should require that 
management stop violating the con-
tract. Additionally, some grievances 
ask for a monetary award to compen-
sate the letter carrier if they suffered a 
loss in pay or some other loss because 
of the contract violation. It is impor-
tant to give your shop steward all the 
information about the issue so the 
steward can request the appropriate 
remedy. 

There are four potential steps in 
the grievance process, starting with 
Informal Step A, which involves the 
steward discussing the issue with the 
supervisor. This initial step gives su-

pervisors a chance to fix the problem 
immediately by talking to the steward 
without much paperwork. If the griev-
ance is not resolved at Informal Step 
A, the union may appeal the griev-
ance to Formal Step A within seven 
days of the Informal Step A discus-
sion. At Formal Step A, the NALC 
branch president and the postmaster 
(or their designees) are responsible 
for fully developing the facts of the 
grievance, exchanging relevant 
documents, and meeting to attempt to 
resolve the grievance. 

If the grievance is not resolved at 
Formal Step A, the union may appeal 
the grievance to Step B of the process. 
The union and management Formal 
Step A representatives each write their 
facts and contentions about the issue 
and send them, along with all relevant 
documentation, to one of the full-time 
dispute resolution teams (DRTs).

The NALC process has proven to be 
one of the best dispute resolution pro-
cesses among postal unions, or even 
unions in other industries. Grievances 

often are settled relatively quickly and 
fairly because everything is disclosed 
up front. The process is designed to 
use the facts to state what happened, 
and to use the contract to determine if 
a violation has taken place and what 
is needed to remedy the violation. It 
encourages confronting the problem 
head-on and preventing it from hap-
pening again in the future. 

Even though NALC is the largest 
postal union, only a small percentage 
of grievances from postal employ-
ees that go all the way to arbitration 
involve letter carriers. Full disclosure 
of the facts at the beginning of the 
grievance process generally makes for 
speedy and fair outcomes—but it also 
makes a letter carrier responsible for 
supplying facts, and possibly evidence 
such as a written statement, up front. 

“Your best chance for a successful 
grievance is to give your steward all 
the information you have and what-
ever else they need to build a solid 

case,” President Renfroe said. “Don’t 
hold anything back for any reason. 
Help your steward make the best case 
for you.” 

Many letter carriers became shop 
stewards after seeing the success of the 
grievance process and wanting to help 
their fellow letter carriers. Increased 
knowledge and understanding of the 
grievance process among all letter car-
riers will only make the process more 
successful going forward and get more 
letter carriers interested in serving as 
shop stewards in the future. 

“Over the years, an extensive list of 
contract violations have been reversed 
or prevented through the grievance 
process,” Renfroe said. “Shop stewards 
stand up for letter carriers day in and 
day out by enforcing the contract on 
the workroom floor. Their work turns 
a contract written on paper into an 
enforcement mechanism that protects 
our rights and makes our jobs better 
and safer.” PR

Heroism, like the mail, comes in 
many packages—think of police 
officers or firefighters. But for 

some citizens in need of assistance, their 
heroes come in the form of concerned 
letter carriers.

Letter carriers are members of 
nearly every community in this nation 
and know when something is wrong. 
Spotting fires and injuries, they often 
are the first to respond. The following 
stories document their heroism. For 
them, delivering for America is all in a 
day’s work. 

Carrier helps victim when 
car crashes into office

Randy Fields was in the Valmont 
Post Office in Boulder, CO, on a July 
morning when disaster struck.

“I heard a big crash and saw glass 
exploding into the post office,” he 
said. A car had crashed into the build-
ing. He ran toward it and watched as 
the driver tried to back out, then move 
forward, then back out again. As other 
co-workers tried to stop the woman 
from moving the car, Fields heard 
someone moaning in pain.

“I turned the corner and saw a man 
on all fours,” the Boulder Branch 642 
member said. “Blood was pulsating 
from a wound on his left arm.” The 
car had struck him and pinned him to 
a counter. The man, he later learned, 
was a postal customer named William 
Coffin.

Fields, who has carried the mail since 
2005, took off his belt and used it as a 
tourniquet with the help of a postal cus-
tomer. They managed to stop the bleed-
ing, but Coffin had lost a large amount 
of blood already and was slipping in and 
out of consciousness, so they talked to 
him to try to keep him awake.

“I was scared he was going to die,” 
Fields said.

Coffin was seriously injured and 
when EMTs arrived, they took him to 
the hospital. Fields and his co-workers 
managed to go out on their routes that 
day. Police said charges are pending 
against the driver. 

Coffin survived and eventually 
returned home from the hospital. “Mr. 
Coffin sustained a whole list of inju-
ries,” Field added, including “a lacer-
ated artery in his left arm, 16 broken 
ribs, fractured tibia separated from his 
knee, both ACLs and MCLs torn in both 
knees, a shattered pelvis, collapsed 
lung and dislocated shoulder.” Coffin 
will have to undergo more surgeries 
and rehabilitation before he is fully 
recovered.

To thank Fields for helping to save 
his life, Coffin had him over for dinner. 
“The emotions were incredible,” Fields 
said, “as we relived every moment for 
a solid two hours.”

As for being called heroic, Fields 
said, “It took me a long while to realize 
that I am a hero. I initially just thought 

it was something that everyone would 
do for another human being.”

Protecting a woman 
threatened with a gun

In February, 15-year carrier Matthew 
Rose had finished his route and 
was ready to drive back to the post 
office when 
a distraught 
woman ap-
proached his 
truck. She told 
him a man she 
lived with was 
drunk and 
had a gun and 
was threaten-
ing her.

The Chillicothe, OH Branch 452 
member and Air Force veteran called 
911 and told the woman she could hide 
in his truck until police arrived. “I let 
her sit in the back where she couldn’t 
be seen,” he said. While they waited 
for officers to respond, Rose talked to 
the woman to calm her.

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     Help on the way
Lakhwinder Gill was 

delivering on his route in 
Fremont, CA, on a winter day 
early this year when he heard 
a car horn honking. He found 
the source of the noise in 
an apartment parking lot—a 
woman he knew from his 
route was struggling with a 
medical emergency. “I saw 
the lady honking in the car,” 
Gill, a member of Greater 
East Bay Branch 1111, said. 
“She couldn’t get out of the 
car. She was very sick.” Gill, 
who has carried the mail for 
35 years, helped her into 
her home and continued on 
his route. But he was still 

concerned about her, so 
he stopped by again on his 
way back to the office and 
checked on her. Seeing that 
she wasn’t improving, he 
alerted the apartment leasing 
office and called 911. After 
checking each day for a few 
weeks, he found the woman 
back home from a hospital 
stay, safe and sound. She 
had been hospitalized for 
congestive heart failure. 
“I am alive and well today 
because my mailman cared,” 
the woman wrote to Gill’s 
postmaster to thank him. “It’s 
our responsibility to take care 
of our customers,” Gill said.

Delivering mail on a busy 
street in May, Buffalo-

Western New York Branch 
3 member Jonathan Fiden 
spotted a man in trouble. “I 
came out of a business and 
happened to see a gentleman 
seizing in the street,” Fiden, 
a carrier since 2015, said. A 
woman who identified herself 
as a nurse stopped her car 
to help. Fiden and the nurse 
pulled the man into a parking 
lot to keep him from being hit 
by cars. Fiden called 911 and 
waited with the nurse. They 
turned him onto his side to 
help keep him from chok-
ing. “I just stabilized him as 

best I could,” he said. EMTs 
arrived and took the man to 
a hospital. Though he was 
unable to learn the man’s 
identity or the outcome of 
the emergency, Fiden knows 
he made an effort to help. 
“Honestly, I really didn’t do 
much,” Fiden said, “but I did 
what I could do.” PR

When police arrived and he knew 
the woman was safe, he drove back to 
the station. 

“I don’t feel like I did much,” Rose 
said. “I’m glad I could help her out.”

He helped her 
to breathe again

Delivering to Frederick Soups and 
Comfort Foods in Frederick, MD, in July, 
Troy Harris went inside the business 
and found the owner and another per-
son dealing with a medical emergency.

“There was a lady passed out on 
the floor,” Harris said. The Rockville 
Branch 2835 member immediately tried 
to help. The woman, Ellen Baker, was 
not breathing.

“I looked in her mouth and saw that 
her tongue was rolled back,” blocking 
her airway, he said. Harris reached into 
her mouth and pulled her tongue free, 

and she began breathing again and 
woke up with Harris by her side.

The restaurant owner had called 
911, and when paramedics arrived, “I 
was gone like Batman,” Harris said. “I 
had to get back to my route.” He didn’t 
tell anyone at his station about the 
incident, but word got out when Baker 
contacted the post office to thank him. 
It turned out that Baker’s husband, 
Jim, is a retired postmaster for a near-
by town. Harris later met Baker again 
at the restaurant, where she thanked 
him for his actions.

“I now have had a second chance at 
living life on my terms,” she told the 
Frederick News-Post. “I really don’t think 
I ever took it for granted before, but I re-
ally don’t take it for granted now.”

Harris was just glad he was there. 
“God placed me at the right place and 
the right time,” he said. “I felt like it 
was the right thing to do.” PR

As planning for retirement is on the 
minds of many of our members, 
we’re reprinting this article, last 

published in May, about how to make 
deposits toward retirement for time 
spent in military service.

The law that permits certain veterans 
to make deposit for their time in the 
military to count toward Civil Service 
Retirement System (CSRS) or Federal 
Employees Retirement System (FERS) 
retirement (eligibility and amount of 
annuity) requires the employee to com-
pletely pay the full amount of the depos-
it prior to separation for retirement. 

This column begins with a general 
introduction to making a deposit for 
military service, follows with discussion 
of the Postal Service’s obligation to pro-
vide accurate and complete counseling 
regarding deposits for military service, 
and ends with a review of the exception 
to the general rule that military deposits 
must be completed prior to separation.

Under the CSRS and the FERS, an indi-
vidual’s “years of service” is a determin-
ing factor to establish eligibility to retire 
and to calculate the amount of the retire-
ment pension. Generally, years of service 
are computed for a retiring employee by 
measuring the elapsed time between the 
start date of career service and the date 
of separation for retirement.

Military veterans can, in most cases, 
increase their years of service by making 
a deposit for their time in the military. 
Many veterans will find this advanta-
geous because doing so may enable 
them to retire earlier and receive a higher 
pension. The amount of the deposit de-
pends on which retirement system a vet-
eran is in, how much they earned in the 
military and when the deposit is made. 

The Office of Personnel Management 
(OPM) is the federal agency that has au-
thority over CSRS and FERS retirement 
matters. OPM regulations require that 
deposits for military service be paid in 
full prior to the date of retirement. The 
deposit must be made to the employing 
agency (in our case, the Postal Service). 
The amount of the deposit is 7 percent of 

basic military pay under CSRS, or 3 per-
cent of basic military pay under FERS. 
Interest will begin to accrue two years 
after beginning career employment at 
the Postal Service, and is compounded 
annually. However, if the desposit is 
completed prior to the third year, there 
is no interest charged.

The Uniformed Services Employment 
and Reemployment Rights Act (USERRA) 
provides an alternative method to cal-
culate the deposit under certain condi-
tions. Where military service interrupts 
creditable civilian service and reemploy-
ment, the deposit payable may not ex-
ceed the amount that would have been 
deducted and withheld from basic pay 
during civilian service if the employee 
had not performed the period of military 
service. The Postal Service, when ap-
plicable, should calculate the deposit 
under the normal method and the alter-
nate method under USERRA. The depos-
it will be the lesser of the two.

OPM regulates federal employers, 
including the Postal Service, when it 
comes to retirement matters. OPM pro-
vides the following guidance in a Ben-
efits Administration Letter (BAL 17-101) 
dated Jan. 27, 2017:
•	 Each federal employing agency... must 

have the capacity to counsel, calculate, 
collect and to post all payments related to 
employees’ deposits for military service...

•	 Agencies are required to provide accurate 
and complete counseling to all employ-
ees who seek to make post-1956 military 
deposit; this includes counseling as to 
the effect of paying or not paying the 
deposit(s) as well as the proper calcula-
tion of the deposit(s).

•	 Agencies are responsible for including 
accurate information about the accrual 
of interest on military deposits and to ac-
curately determine and apply the Interest 
Accrual Date in any given request to make 
deposit for a period of military service.

•	 In general, an (agency) administrative er-
ror occurs when in response to an employ-
ee’s inquiry, the employing agency pro-
vides material misinformation concerning 
the deposit and the consequences of not 
making the deposit prior to separation… 

In addition, if an employee, at the time of 
election, affirmatively asks for informa-
tion regarding the amount of the military 
deposit or the consequences of failing to 
make a deposit, the government commits 
administrative error if its response ei-
ther misrepresents the dollar amounts in 
question, or is so indirect, inaccurate, or 
incomplete as to confuse the employee as 
to the amount of the deposit or the effect 
of any failure to make the deposit on the 
annuity recalculation.
It is clear from the above that the Post-

al Service is required to provide accu-
rate and complete counseling regarding 
making deposit for military service to 
any employee requesting such counsel-
ing. There have, however, been instanc-
es where the Postal Service provided 
inaccurate and incomplete advice about 
making deposit for military time. Fortu-
nately, there is an exception to complet-
ing the full deposit prior to separation: 
If a veteran did not make deposit prior 
to separation due to administrative er-
ror by the employing agency, the former 
employee may have the opportunity to 
make or complete a military deposit af-
ter separation.

If a veteran does not make deposit 
for military service prior to retirement 
because of a Postal Service administra-
tive error or incorrect advice, they can 
write to OPM and request belated de-
posit. OPM will investigate and make 
a decision allowing or disallowing the 
request. Adverse decisions by OPM on 
such a request can be appealed to the 
Merit Systems Protection Board.

Making deposits for military service

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There are some chapters in life 
so integral to your story that, 
no matter how long ago they 

were or how long they lasted, they stay 
with you forever. Many people try to 
recapture or preserve those memories, 
by joining alumni associations or by 
attending reunions, for example.

For Robert Eberlein, a Mishawaka, 
IN Branch 820 member, one such spe-
cial chapter in his life was his military 

service, specifical-
ly when he served 
as a striker on the 
ammunition ship 
USS Nitro AE-23 
for 18 months dur-
ing the Vietnam 
War. Long after 
he left the service 
and embarked on 
his three-decade 
career as a letter 
carrier, to keep 
up with alumni of 

the ship, Eberlein founded and then 
served as president and then vice 
president of an association for fellow 
crewmembers of the USS Nitro AE-2 
and AE-23. 

For the names of the ships, “A” is for 
ammunition ship, while “E” stands for 
auxiliary. These two specific vessels 
would supply other ships of the fleet. 
“You cannot take an ammunition ship 
into combat because it’s basically a 
floating bomb,” Eberlein said. “You 
cannot take an oiler that’s the refiller 
to a battle, because once that’s empty, 
that’s basically an empty gas can.”

The auxiliary ships “repair, they re-
fuel and they rearm the ‘glory ships’—
the battleships, the submarines, the 
aircraft carriers,” Eberlein continued. 
“Those ships take the fight to the en-
emy, thus there are models of them.” 

The USS Nitro AE-2 was commis-
sioned in 1921 and decommissioned in 
1946 after World War II, while the USS 
Nitro AE-23—on which Eberlein served 
beginning in 1967—was commissioned 
in 1959, decommissioned in 1995, and 
scrapped in 2011.

About 10 years ago, he discovered 
that some association members had 
embarked on creating a model of the 
Nitro AE-23, but “they all quit” before 
construction had gotten underway, 
Eberlein said. “And so, I figured there 
has to be a reason why.” 

“The only reason why I took an 
interest in those two ships is because 
I served aboard the AE-23,” Eberlein 
said. As the association learned more 
about model ships, he noted, the mem-
bers realized, “As far as we know, there 
are no models of [a U.S. Navy] ammu-
nition ship,” adding that they wanted 
“to honor the ships and to honor the 
men who served.”

The two ships took many hours to 
create over the course of a year. “They 
are not to scale, but to represent the 
actual ships, I had the help of another 
AE-23 crew member and two other 
veterans to complete them,” the carrier 
said. “They’re a good representation 
of the originals. If you were to see it, 
you’d say, ‘OK, that’s what an ammuni-
tion ship looked like.’ ”

Both models are 26.5 inches long, 
9.5 inches wide and 8 inches high, 
Eberlein said.

Eberlein initially contacted a fel-
low veteran who is a woodworker to 
describe what he wanted to do. They 
started with the base of it, the hull, 
for which they used a wooden model 
of a converted Liberty cargo ship from 
World War II, the same as the actual 
ship. The rest of the AE-23 model was 
made from photographs from the pub-

lic domain and some blueprints that 
were found.

“We figured out why nobody 
finished it,” he said. “Because the 
superstructure—that’s where the men 
eat, sleep, and it’s where the ship’s 
offices are for the different depart-
ments—[for] that model, it took over 
50 individual cuts. I think that’s where 
everybody got messed up at, because 
they thought when you take a block of 
wood and you cut it, it ends up what 
it’s supposed to be, but it didn’t.

“So, what it basically amounted to 
was a mathematical nightmare,” he 
added.

He and his veteran woodworker pal 
took the better part of a day to measure 
all the saw blades and cut the block of 
wood to form the ship accurately, then 
Eberlein took it home, began assem-
bling it, and painted the base blue. 
Another veteran who taught art at a lo-
cal college helped artistically and made 
it look like there were propellers in the 
water. And one more veteran friend, 
who had served on the ship the year 
before Eberlein, helped make it look 
like there were moving “violent waves” 
on top of the blue painted base using 
clear bathroom caulk and large plastic 
spoons.

Corps “A” School and worked at Naval 
Hospital Great Lakes north of Chicago 
in Illinois and then at Saufley Field in 
Pensacola, FL. After he was out of the 
military, he was hired by the Postal 
Service as a letter carrier. A decade 
after leaving the military, he joined the 
Navy Reserve and was reassigned to the 
Marines in South Bend, IN, as a Navy 
medic and then was assigned to Naval 
Hospital Twentynine Palms in Califor-
nia during Operation Desert Storm. 

Eberlein, who retired from the Postal 
Service in 2004, keeps busy. “Now we 
have time to go out for community 
service,” he says of retirement, which 
includes serving as the director of com-
munications for the local chapter of 
the Vietnam Veterans of America and 
being a member of the Military Funer-
als Honor Guard in Mishawaka. Many 
years, as part of those veterans groups, 
he’ll speak at school or senior commu-
nity events.

The two models were a project that 
Eberlein was proud to be part of. “You 
build this for the love of it,” he said. 

“This is the only way to honor the two 
ships, and so the general public can 
see actually what the ships look like.”

In the future, Eberlein hopes that the 
two ship models can make their way to 
military museums where they will be 
cherished.

Though it’s been many years since 
he’s been “haze gray and underway”—
Navy speak for duty at sea on surface 
ships—his military ties endure. He 
compares his pride in the Navy and his 
ship to someone’s college alma mater. 
“You’re proud of your school just like 
you’re proud of being a Navy veteran. 
I am proud to have served aboard the 
Nitro. I am proud to have served as a 
hospital corpsman,” he said. 

Veterans support each other in what-
ever endeavors they want to under-
take, Eberlein said, adding that the 
Nitro AE-23 crewmembers like to get 
together because of their connection to 
the vessel. “We ate, slept, and we lived 
aboard that ammunition ship. And it 
becomes part of you,” he said. “You 
can’t forget it.” PR
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Veterans Day is a day to 
thank those who have 
served in the military 

for their service. The Postal 
Record asked NALC members 
who are veterans to tell us 
about their military experience 
and how it helped them as let-
ter carriers. Here’s what some 
of them had to say.

Ted Lee of Pittsburgh, PA 
Branch 84 said that as he gets 
older, “being a veteran is one 
of the things I am most proud 
of. It taught me the value of serving 
others along with serving my country. 
As an Air Force veteran of five years 
active duty and three years Army 
National Guard, I believe my active-
duty service made me want to continue 
wearing a uniform once honorably 
discharged. What better way than to 
continue wearing blue—postal blue 
(instead of Air Force blue).” 

Lee served in the Air Force from 
December 1988 through January 1994 
and the Army National Guard from 
1996 through 1999. He said that one 
skill that has come in handy is military 
bearing. “Military bearing is behaving 
calmly and reasonably even if you are 
faced with stress or live fire,” he ex-
plained. “It also allowed me to be able 
to maintain self-control in my civilian 
work life.”

Lee and others said that their mili-
tary service led them to be leaders in 
their branches and state associations. 
“The military also taught me to lead, 
which led to me being a shop steward, 
to now the president of Branch 84 
(since October 2016).”

“Once a Marine, always a Marine,” 
Dawn Ahnen of Beloit, WI 
Branch 715 said. “As a Marine 
veteran, you live the meaning of 
‘Always faithful,’ Semper fidelis. I 
continued my service as a USPS 
letter carrier for my community 
and for my NALC union brothers 
and sisters over the past 36 years.” 

“I served six years in the Unit-
ed States Marine Corps, and I am 
a Desert Shield/Storm veteran,” 
Detroit Branch 1’s Benjamin 
Dixon said. “The discipline that 
was instilled in me has made me 

a stronger letter carrier. I just 
passed 30 years of service.”

Dixon said the discipline has 
helped him make it as he de-
livered through some dramatic 
conditions. “Working through 
extreme weather events, from 
the coldest winter [to] most 
snowfalls, hot summers, flood-
ing, tornado and a worldwide 
pandemic, I have only had two 
unscheduled workdays.”

Linda Culp of Tulsa, OK 
Branch 1358 joined the Marine 
Corps in 1966 and served until 

1969. She said that being a veteran 
“means that I stand upright with 
shoulders back. I shed a tear when I 
hear ‘The Star-Spangled Banner.’ My 
leather shoes are always spit-shined. 
I am physically in shape. I am loyal, 
honest, and I can work in a high-
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stress, fast-paced situa-
tion. I can put in a hard 
day’s work and expect 
nothing in return. I am 
always faithful, and I 
served with pride.”

She pointed out that 
those same attributes 
were put to work when 
she became a union 
steward.

Arbitration—The final step  
of the grievance process

References to arbitration 
are recorded from ancient 
Greece, Rome, India and im-

perial China. In early-modern Eu-
rope, arbitrators offered their ser-
vices at trade fairs where traveling 
merchants turned to them for neu-
tral dispute settlement, which was 
a service they did not trust local 
courts to provide. One of the first 
disputes to be arbitrated in the 
United States was submitted to 
the American Arbitration Tribunal, 
organized in 1786 by the Chamber 
of Commerce of New York, and it 
resolved the wages of seamen. 

Since then, arbitration has be-
come an integral part of resolving a 

myriad of disputes in the United States. The authority and 
decisions of arbitrators have been challenged on numerous 
occasions and have been repeatedly supported by district 
courts and even the Supreme Court.

For letter carriers, final and binding arbitration has been 
the final step of our grievance procedure since our first 
collective-bargaining agreement in 1970. Article 15.4.A.6 
of the National Agreement states in relevant part: “All de-
cisions of an arbitrator will be final and binding.” 

Arbitration will never be perfect, but we must make it 
work. The NALC consistently strives to make our arbitra-
tion system work better for letter carriers. As we have 
always preached, it starts at the local level by building 
grievances at Informal Step A and Formal Step A that will 
withstand the fire of arbitration. Arbitrators do not rule on 
conjecture and suggestions. Instead, they base their de-
cisions on evidence and facts that are submitted through 
the joint grievance file. 

As a former Step B representative, I always reviewed 
grievances by asking myself if this file could stand up in 
arbitration. If I answered that question with a “no,” then I 
would do my best to get a negotiated settlement. Nation-
al business agents (NBAs) and regional administrative 
assistants (RAAs) also must answer that question when 
they decide to appeal a case to arbitration or when they 
are considering making a pre-arbitration settlement. It 
is never an easy decision, but the NBAs understand the 
strengths and weaknesses of a grievance file, and they 
also know the tendencies of their arbitrators on a particu-
lar subject. 

Another way that we make sure our arbitration system 
works for letter carriers is by ensuring that our arbitration 
advocates are thoroughly trained and equipped with the 
tools they need to be successful. I would like to take this 
time to thank all our arbitration advocates for their heroic 
efforts. Like that of most union activists, their work is very 
difficult and, for the most part, thankless. Success in ar-
bitration results from the hard work and dedication of all 
those who participated in building and presenting the 
case. As a union, we should always agree that a win for 
one is a win for all, and credit should be shared. Our re-
cent success rates at arbitration are indicative of the hard 
work and commitment at every level of our union.

Recently, NALC added a new staffing component to the 
arbitration process in our ongoing efforts to provide ex-
cellent representation for our members by adding three 
full-time advocates: Stephanie Baiungo out of California, 
Jon Calloway out of Illinois, and Michael Murray out of 
Massachusetts. These advocates are tasked with tack-
ling complex issues at arbitration. They also are assigned 
to assist the regions in covering other arbitrations when 
the needs arise. Their duties include training and assist-
ing newly trained advocates. The full-time advocates also 
are used for some regional trainings. They are doing great 
work, and they are having a very positive impact. 

Regional arbitration numbers
Currently, we have 3,569 cases pending regional arbi-

tration. Of those, 2,764 had not been scheduled as of Oc-
tober 2023. These numbers are staggering and trending 
in the wrong direction, but they are driven by problems 
that are oftentimes out of our control. 

Our grievance procedure is designed to resolve issues at 
the lowest possible level, but it requires that both parties 
bargain in good faith. Too often, management’s represen-
tatives at every level of the grievance procedure can’t or 
won’t bargain in good faith. The union used to settle count-
less grievances with “cease and desist” language because 
the NALC simply wants management to agree to stop the 
violation. However, as of late, management refuses to en-
tertain a settlement with cease-and-desist language out of 
fear of creating a monetary remedy in the future. Because 
of these facts, the union is forced to go forward to bind-
ing arbitration on grievances that could often times be re-
solved with a simple cease and desist agreement. 

Regardless of the backlog and the reasons for it, the 
NALC’s resolve to police our agreements and protect the 
rights of letter carriers will not wane.

We won’t stop, can’t stop, until letter carriers are 
compensated appropriately for all they do, and have 
work rules consistent with cultivating a harmonious 
work environment. Those responsible for negotiating 
the national agreement are absolutely committed to 
success, come what may, and will persevere until we 
find a way to prevail.

As I travel the country and speak at NALC branch 
events, I often reference my time as a Marine, which I 
am blessed to have served as and retired as. During my 
time in the United States Marine Corps, I traveled the 
world and witnessed firsthand that despite our differ-
ences here in the United States, there is no place bet-
ter to live. Because of our fundamental beliefs, by and 
large we have an envied way of life. There is opportu-
nity when people commit to working hard. 

Similarly, my current position as an NALC representa-
tive has afforded me the opportunity to travel and inter-

act with different unions and the crafts they represent. 
Despite our differences in the USPS, there is hardly a 
place better to work. Being a letter carrier is one of the 
last middle-class jobs that requires no formal school-
ing or prior work experience. We have the ability to put 
food on our tables, clothes on our backs, a roof over our 
heads and achieve stability due to the achievements 
gained by the NALC through collective bargaining.

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Open Season for choosing a 
health benefit plan is Nov. 
13 to Dec. 11, and I encour-

age all NALC members to consider 
enrolling in the NALC Health Bene-
fit Plan–the NALC’s own union-run 
health benefit plan. NALC health 
benefit representatives and branch 
officers are reminded that any 
USPS employee, regardless of bar-
gaining or non-bargaining status, 
must be a full dues-paying member 
of the NALC when enrolled in the 
NALC Health Benefit Plan.

Please note that a common mis-
understanding is that a postal em-
ployee must already be a member 
of NALC in order to choose the NALC 
Health Benefit Plan during Open 

Season—but that is not the case. Any postal employee can 
select the NALC Health Benefit Plan during Open Season, 
however, they must join the NALC in order to maintain their 
insurance through the NALC Health Benefit Plan.

Under Article 22 of the NALC Constitution, a health benefit 
plan membership (often referred to as an “associate mem-
bership”) applies only to postal retirees who did not main-
tain their membership in the NALC upon retirement and to all 
non-postal federal employees. These enrollees of the NALC 
Health Benefit Plan pay yearly dues of $36, which are billed 
directly from Headquarters in the early part of the year. 

Branch mergers
Any branch proposing to merge should review Article 2, 

Section 3 of the NALC Constitution, which sets forth the re-
quirements for affecting a merger of branches. Requests for 
mergers received at NALC Headquarters are often missing 
two requirements from both branches wishing to merge: 1) 
a resolution and 2) a statement of reason(s) for merging. To 
avoid having a request for a merger returned, please ensure 
that your branch includes all the necessary documentation. 
More information can be found on the secretary-treasurer’s 
page on the NALC website at nalc.org. The “Secretary-trea-
surer” page is under the “Union Administration” tab. 

Dues rosters, retiree lists and membership rosters
Branch presidents, secretaries and treasurers, as well 

as state presidents, secretaries and treasurers have their 
branch biweekly dues rosters, quarterly branch retiree 
dues rosters and monthly state dues rosters available to 

them through the Members Only portal. The rosters can 
be sorted, downloaded, saved and printed.

Branch secretaries are reminded to review the biweekly 
roster and ensure that all dues being deducted are correct. 
If a change needs to be made, please notify the Member-
ship Department in writing. In addition, members called to 
active military duty may have their dues suspended upon 
written request by the branch secretary. When the member 
returns from active-duty military, please notify the Mem-
bership Department so dues deductions may be resumed.

Also available to branch presidents, secretaries and 
treasurers is a retired member listing for their branch. The 
list includes all current retired members of the branch and 
notes which of the retired members are gold card mem-
bers. Any member showing on the list as “pending 1189” 
notes that NALC Headquarters has not yet received a Form 
1189 from the member. 

And finally, branch presidents and secretaries also have 
the ability to generate a membership roster or an election 
roster from the Members Only portal. The rosters can be 
sorted, downloaded, saved and printed.

Changes of officers
Branches and state associations are asked to notify the 

Office of the Secretary-Treasurer in writing as soon as pos-
sible after a change of officers. This can be done via a letter 
or, for branches, by filling out a “Branch Information Re-
cord” card. New officers will not begin to receive their mail 
from headquarters until NALC is notified of their names, 
titles and addresses. NALC’s membership database stores 
the names of branch and state presidents, secretaries and 
treasurers, and the information in the database is used for 
mailings and for access to dues roster information on the 
Members Only portal as well as to the other membership 
related programs listed above.

National conventions
As a reminder, the 73rd Biennial Convention is sched-

uled for Aug. 5-9, 2024, in Boston and the 74th Biennial 
Convention is scheduled for Aug. 3-7, 2026, in Los Angeles.

Veterans Day
Although I am not a veteran, I am profoundly honored 

that so many of our members are, and that I get the oppor-
tunity to represent our veterans as a national officer. Let’s 
all be sure to thank those who serve or have served in our 
military for the sacrifices they and their families have made 
for this great country.

On a different note, I recently re-
ceived a call from a member of my 
branch who wanted me to know 
that two of my former stewards have 

now crossed the line and gone into management. They 
wanted to know what my reaction was to these “traitors” 
who are now on the “dark side.” I admit I didn’t see these 
coming, but I was more disappointed than shocked. One of 
them I had appointed to Formal A. The other was someone 
for whose work I had a sincere appreciation, and whom I 
thought had a real commitment to her members. 

While I totally understand the feelings of betrayal 
that the caller—and probably other members—may 
have, I guess over time that I am no longer taken aback 
by anger and resentment when these things happen. 
I’m just not totally surprised when someone makes that 
life choice and decides to go into postal management.  

Years ago, when I was a regional administrative as-
sistant in Region 3, I can recall how I reacted when I 
heard that someone at the Headquarters level had left 
the NALC to work for Postal Service management. I felt 
so personally offended and bitter because I had such 
respect for this person. We would talk regularly about 
how dirty and deceitful our counterparts were at the 
Postal Service, and now they were on the other side. I 
vowed that I would never speak to them again. 

But over the years, I have seen it play out at so many 
levels—from co-workers in my station to branch presi-
dents, officers and stewards, even Leadership Academy 
graduates and delegates. These were all people I had a 
working relationship with at some point representing 
the members of our great union. At times, I still question 
their moral compass, but it no longer works me into a 
frenzy where I harbor ill will like it did in the past.

Realize, I say this as someone who has a reputation for 
being notoriously anti-management. In fact, over the years, 
I have had more than a few counterparts in management 
confide in me the disdain with which their comrades speak 
of me in meetings or casual conversations. In my tenure 
as branch president, they tried to bar me from offices 
by calling the police (postal and city). I have even been 
arrested for attempting to represent members in a unit in 
which I was not welcomed by management. During one 
arbitration hearing, when we were removing a manager for 
the violation of the Joint Statement of Violence (JSOV), the 
Postal Service advocate told the arbitrator that I was be-
ing simply vindictive because of my hatred for postal 
management and that I had a “hit list” of managers and 
supervisors that I was seeking to bring down. This was 
not altogether true—I did not hate management. But I do 
have a strong contempt for “mismanagement” and those 
who mistreat our fellow letter carriers and co-workers. And 
sadly, there are far too many of them. 

I believe, as letter carriers and postal employees, 
that we are blessed to be able to serve our country and 
customers by working for the most respected agency in 
the federal government. It’s just unfortunate that this 
storied institution is plagued with bad management at 
every level. One would hope those who have worked 
with us or had the privilege of representing our mem-
bers would not forget where they came from or how 
hard we work as city letter carriers. 

I’m told that some go into management because they 
no longer have the physical ability to do the job. Still, 
too many do so because they lack the work ethic and 
the mental capacity to be a city letter carrier. 

Whatever the reason, I’m not judging.  I just remind 
them all the time: If you create a hostile work environ-
ment by bullying, harassing or intimidating our members, 
you will face the full wrath of the NALC, and we will seek 
to remove you from your position! No matter who you are.

The dark side

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In recent weeks, City Delivery 
has received numerous ques-
tions on new initiatives and pi-

lot tests conducted by the Postal 
Service. I think it’s important to 
share some more information on 
these topics in this month’s ar-
ticle for The Postal Record. 

Translator application
In September, the Postal Service 

sent notification that a pilot test 
would be conducted on the Mobile 
Delivery Device—Technical Refresh 
(MDD-TR) using language translator 
applications. Testing began at the 
Falls Church, VA, Carrier Annex with 
four route assignments on Sept. 25.

My staff visited the Falls Church facility to observe the 
test. The carriers my staff talked to reported that the ap-
plication allows them to translate languages, using an in-
ternal microphone, through text, using the device’s key-
board, and through pictures, using the device’s camera. 
They also reported that it is very similar to other translator 
applications available on cell phones. 

Additionally, NALC found that the translator applica-
tions are not active on the scanners that carriers are using 
for their delivery duties. Instead, carriers involved with 
the pilot are given a second scanner to use for translating 
languages at their discretion. Carriers explained that they 
have not been instructed to keep the second scanner on 
them, nor have they been mandated to use them. 

Informed Facility
Recently, I became 

aware that USPS has 
been displaying car-
rier performance 
information on tele-
vision monitors at 
some delivery lo-
cations across the 
country. The moni-
tors list the status of route assignments by detailing what 
percentage of the route is completed, the total number of 
packages delivered and whether delivery of the assignment 
is “early” or “late” throughout the day. Furthermore, the 
monitors feature a “Geo Return to End Tour” report showing 

the difference between the amount of time it takes a carrier 
to break the unit’s geofence when returning from the street 
and the time the carrier ends their tour for the day. 

I am in communication with the Postal Service regarding 
concerns about the information posted on the monitors 
and its impact on letter carriers. If management is display-
ing your work performance information on TV monitors, re-
quest to see your steward and ask that a grievance be filed.

Managing Arrow Lock Key accountability (MAL)
In my October column, I informed the membership of a 

new process for managing Arrow/modified Arrow Lock Key 
accountability introduced by the Postal Service. In this pro-
cess, Mobile Delivery Device-Technical Refresh (MDD-TR) 
and Mobile Delivery Device-In Office (MDD-IO) scanners 
are used to transfer Arrow Key accountability by scanning 
employee identification badge and Arrow Key barcodes.  

In this new process, a carrier can “check out” or receive 
a key without a signature, return a key without an account-
able clerk or supervisor present and transfer accountability 
for an Arrow Key to another carrier by following the “Arrow 
Key Management” workflow on the MDD-TR. Implemen-
tation of this accountability process is in conflict with the 
provisions of postal handbooks and manuals and does not 
change the letter carrier’s responsibility when handling Ar-
row Keys as outlined in Sections 261 and 43 of Handbook 
M-41, City Carrier Duties and Responsibilities.

A carrier’s responsibility when receiving Arrow Keys 
outlined in Section 261 of Handbook M-41 states:

261.2 Receipting for Accountable Items 
261.21 Keys 
A numbered check is issued to each employee. When you sur-
render the check, you will be given a set of Arrow and/or pad-
lock, and/or truck keys. (In some instances, a signature is used 
in place of a numbered check.) The keys are on a chain which 
must be securely fastened to a belt or clothing. Keys must be 
returned at the end of the tour of duty. (Emphasis added.)

Section 43 of Handbook M-41 details the procedure 
for a carrier to gain clearance for accountable items: 

43 Clearance for Accountable Items 
431 Keys 
Turn in mail keys in exchange for assigned key check or 
signature clearance. (Emphasis added.)

I have requested a meeting with the Postal Service to 
discuss the process and the steps that are in conflict

Recently I attended the 
Southwest Michigan Branch 
246 retiree banquet in Ka-

lamazoo where there was a great 
turnout, with a number of carri-
ers enjoying a long retirement. 
Two of our attendees are happy to 
have been retired for more than 30 
years. These events are precious. 

So many of our carriers have 
worn themselves out bringing our 
nation’s residents their mail, but 
it was a pleasure to see so many 
retirees just enjoying each other’s 
company and reliving their stories.

While at this event, I was given 
a hard copy of an email from one 
carrier who retired in 2016 after a 
36-year career. He had been read-

ing of the assaults against carriers and wanted to share 
what he had survived more than 30 years earlier:

...[S]peaking as someone who was attacked and damn near 
killed by his assailant while delivering my route in the early 
’80s, I am horrified to hear of the now frequent attacks on 
letter carriers by hoodlums seeking to steal the Arrow Key. 
Each time I hear of such an incident, I have to suppress the 
PTSD that still haunts me from my own attack so many years 
ago. However, it’s important to note that my primary trauma 
does not arise from the attack itself, but rather the near total 
disregard given to me by USPS officials. Mind you, if I had 
not grabbed hold of the handle of the pick hammer as the as-
sailant was swinging it down at my skull as he pinned me on 
the porch of a customer, I would’ve died. The police arrived 
and asked if I wanted to press charges and the ONLY reason 
I did was to protect and defend the integrity and sanctity of 
the postal uniform I was wearing. I knew I wouldn’t stay on 
that route forever, but someone was always going to deliver 
to that neighborhood, and I felt it imperative that a strong, 
public example be made of my attacker, so that the word on 
the street was clear: Letter carriers are not to be attacked 
and their safety is paramount.

The above event ended in disappointment because 
management and the Inspection Service did not take 
all necessary steps. The prosecution and the result was 
less than adequate.

When you alert your managers to a situation in which 
you believe someone on your route is up to no good, 
management should take appropriate action. Are they 
answering your text messages or your phone calls? Are 
they coming out to check on you? Or are they doing 
nothing to protect you? If they are not taking all steps 

possible to protect you, turn in 1767s and file grievanc-
es if necessary. It is their job to protect you from harm. 

Part of the problem is that management is more fo-
cused on keeping an eye on the physical property of 
the USPS. Instead, they should be keeping an eye on 
the human beings that are employed by the USPS.

On May 10, 2023, NALC Executive Vice President Paul 
Barner issued a statement addressing the increased crime 
against letter carriers. In part his comments observed that:

While we will continue to engage with the Postal Service 
and relevant law enforcement agencies to develop mea-
sures that will enhance the safety of letter carriers, the fear 
and the danger that letter carriers are confronting has to 
end. NALC has no higher priority than their safety, and we 
demand real, immediate solutions to make sure employees 
are safe from the moment we enter the trucks in the morning 
to the time we leave the station at the end of the shift.
On Dec. 9, 2022, Milwaukee, WI, letter carrier Aundre 

Cross lost his life over an Arrow Key. The NALC recently 
presented a memorial plaque to his family.  

Keep your guard up and keep an eye on each other.

It’s management’s job  
to protect you from harm
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Our retirement benefits are 
always under attack. Even 
when a political party 

doesn’t control Congress, it is 
scheming to cut the hard-earned 
benefits of federal employees. 
This go-round is no different as 
again, we face a drastic and dra-
conian proposal to strip benefits, 
not just for future federal employ-
ees, but for all current and retired 
federal employees. 

The Republican Study Com-
mittee (RSC), which released its 
2024 budget proposal, describes 
itself as follows:
The Republican Study Committee 
(RSC) has served as the conservative 

caucus of House Republicans and a leading influencer on 
the Right since its original founding in 1973. It exists to bring 
like-minded House members together to promote a strong, 
principled legislative agenda that will limit government, 
strengthen our national defense, boost America’s economy, 
preserve traditional values and balance our budget.

Led by Chairman Kevin Hern (R-OK), the RSC budget 
proposal details multiple modifications to the Federal 
Employees Retirement System (FERS) and the Civil Ser-
vice Retirement System (CSRS). First and foremost, the 
proposal calls for eliminating the FERS basic benefit for 
all new employees. In other words, new employees can 
pound sand. 

It also calls for a change from the high-3 average sal-
ary for calculating retirement benefits. This proposal, 
which we saw multiple times from the Trump admin-
istration, would change the high-3 average salary to a 
high-5 average salary. This would decrease annuities 
as the formula would include additional years of lower 
earnings, therefore lowering the average. 

Employees would pay more toward their FERS ben-
efits under the proposal. The proposal doesn’t go into 
the details of how much more, but we can start to put 
the pieces together when it later states, “This proposal 
would equalize the treatment for all federal workers.” 
Employees hired prior to 2013 pay 0.8 percent of their 
basic pay toward their FERS pension. Employees hired 
in 2013 pay 3.1 percent, and those hired after 2013 
pay 4.4 percent. If the RSC intends to raise employee 
contributions and make it equal for everyone, we know 
that contributions will be increased to a minimum of 

4.4 percent for everyone. It’s left to the reader to hope 
the employee contributions won’t go even higher. 

Various other attacks in the proposal are not new. The 
budget proposal also calls for reducing or eliminating the 
cost-of-living adjustments (COLAs) for FERS and CSRS; 
eliminating the Special Annuity Supplement and reform-
ing the interest rate provided by the G Fund (Government 
Securities Investment Fund) in the Thrift Savings Plan. 
These are all serious cuts, but let’s recognize the devas-
tation to retirees if we lose COLAs. A quick glance in the 
rearview mirror should remind us of the huge inflation 
numbers (an increase in the cost of goods and services) 
during the pandemic. Although inflation has slowed back 
down, the cost of goods remains inflated. If not for COLAs, 
the purchasing power of our pensions would have been 
drastically reduced. And that is just the last few years. 

Now imagine inflation, year over year, for decades. 
Pensions will dwindle away and retirees will be forced 
to get by with less, all while health care costs in the 
United States continue to spiral out of control. What 
kind of dignity will retired federal employees have if 
they are forced out of their homes or can’t receive nec-
essary medical care to stay healthy and active?

What is the intent of the Republican Study Commit-
tee with all these cuts to federal workers? The pro-
posal has an explanation. It is to, “ensure solvency for 
federal pensions and save taxpayers more than $235 
billion over 10 years.” Does the RSC understand that 
federal employees have paid taxes their entire careers? 
Do they understand that the Postal Service doesn’t re-
ceive taxpayer money, and instead is funded through 
earned revenue from postage sales? Does the RSC real-
ize that the Civil Service Retirement and Disability Fund 
(CSRDF)–the fund for CSRS and FERS--had more than 
$1 trillion by the close of 2022, and is projected to have 
more than $12 trillion by 2095?1 Where is the solvency 
problem? Why are they meddling?

We must remember that our status as federal em-
ployees with federal benefits is not as simple as some 
others. We have 535 bosses on Capitol Hill, and many 
of them always want to cut our benefits. That is why it 
is so important for us to stay engaged and active on all 
fronts. And whether or not we like politics, these are the 
people who write the rules of the game. We must ensure 
that the rules are written to give the working class a fair 
chance at success and retirement with dignity.

Short-term disability insurance
As postal employees, city let-

ter carriers are not provided 
with disability insurance 

from the federal government 
and are not covered by state-run 
plans. If you are ill or injured and 
have exhausted all of your sick 
and annual leave, your only op-
tion is leave without pay. 

The Mutual Benefit Association 
(MBA) offers short-term disability 
insurance, MBA Individual Disabil-
ity Income (IDI). The MBA IDI helps 
cover you when the unexpected 
happens. It helps ensure that you 
have the money you need and are 
able to continue living the lifestyle 
you’ve worked for if you become 

too injured or too sick to work.
MBA IDI is available for purchase by all active NALC 

members between the ages of 18 and 59. Spouses and 
family members are not eligible. The plan is guaran-
teed renewable to age 65. As long as the premium is 
paid on time, we cannot change any benefits or refuse 
to renew your policy. However, we reserve the right to 
change premiums.

Premiums will not be changed on an individual basis. 
Premiums will be based on the table of rates in effect 
for all people insured under the policy who have the 
same issue age and policy date and are in the same 
class as you. Any premium paid after age 65 for a pe-
riod not covered by your policy will be returned.

Premiums may be paid through biweekly payroll de-
duction or directly to the MBA office on a monthly or an-
nual basis. Electronic funds transfers (EFTs) are also an 
option for paying your premiums. To calculate the an-
nual premium, multiply the appropriate biweekly pre-
mium amount by 26. For a monthly premium amount, 
divide the annual premium amount by 12.

The MBA designed this plan specifically for letter car-
riers. The plan is offered at three monthly benefit lev-
els and two benefit periods. Your options are a benefit 
level of either $650, $1,350 or $2,000 per month, for a 
period of either six or 12 months. Choose the plan that 
meets your needs (see chart at top right).

The MBA IDI contains a 14-day elimination period as 
compared to the longer periods you will find with other 
disability products offered by other private insurers. 
Disability benefits start after the elimination period, as 

defined in the policy. The elimination period begins the 
day your total disability starts. 

Pre-existing conditions
MBA IDI does contain a pre-existing condition limita-

tion. A pre-existing condition is defined as a condition 
for which symptoms existed that would cause an ordi-
nary prudent person to seek diagnosis, care or treat-
ment within a one-year period preceding the policy 
date, or for which medical advice or treatment were 
recommended or received by a physician within a two-
year period preceding the policy date. 

The pre-existing condition limitation states that if 
total disability starts within two years from the policy 
date, and is due to a pre-existing condition, benefits 
will not be paid unless you have gone for a period of 
one year while the policy is in force without receiving 
any medical advice or treatment for that condition.

Recurrent disabilities
For the purpose of determining the benefit period, 

we will treat a total disability as a recurrence of a prior 
disability if: a) it is due to the same or related cause 
applicable to the prior period of total disability and 
b) it occurs within 180 days after the end of the prior 
total disability. If it is determined that your disability 
is a recurrence, your payments will be limited to the 
remaining balance of your purchased term. If your dis-
ability does not meet these criteria, it will be treated 
as a new disability and be payable for your full pur-
chased term.

Contract Talk

Contract Administration Unit

The rules governing the payment of penalty over-
time are found in Article 8 of the National Agree-
ment. The rate of pay for penalty overtime is gov-

erned by the provisions of Article 8, Section 4.C, which 
states in pertinent part:

C. Penalty overtime pay is to be paid at the rate of two (2) 
times the base hourly straight time rate.
While this provision applies to all letter carriers, de-

termining when the penalty overtime rate is applicable 
depends on the classification of the employee.

This month’s Contract Talk will address the payment 
of penalty overtime and some exceptions to these rules 
that occur in the month of December. It will also dis-
cuss the assignment of overtime during December. 

The entitlement to penalty overtime for full-time regu-
lar and full-time flexible employees is found in Article 8, 
Section 4.D. of the National Agreement, which states:

D. Penalty overtime pay will be paid to full-time regular 
employees for any overtime work in contravention of the 
restrictions in Section 5.F.

Article 8, Section 5.F states:
F. Excluding December, no full-time regular employee will be 
required to work overtime on more than four (4) of the employ-
ee’s five (5) scheduled days in a service week or work over ten 
(10) hours on a regularly scheduled day, over eight (8) hours 
on a non-scheduled day, or over six (6) days in a service week.

The explanation for this section is found on page 
8-17 of the 2022 Joint Contract Administration Manual 
(JCAM), which states:

Article 8.5.F applies to both full-time regular and full-time 
flexible employees. The only two exceptions to the work 
hour limits provided for in this section are for all full-time 
employees during the penalty overtime exclusion period 
(December) and for full-time employees on the ODL during 
any month of the year (Article 8.5.G). Both work and paid 
leave hours are considered “work” for the purposes of the 
administration of Article 8.5.F and 8.5.G.

The rules governing how part-time flexible (PTF) and city 
carrier assistant (CCA) letter carriers receive penalty over-
time pay are found in Article 8, Section 4.E, which states:

E. Excluding December, part-time flexible employees will re-
ceive penalty overtime pay for all work in excess of ten (10) 
hours in a service day or fifty-six (56) hours in a service week.
(The preceding paragraph, Article 8.4.E., shall apply to 
City Carrier Assistant Employees.)

This language requires the payment of penalty over-
time to PTF and CCA letter carriers for all work in excess 
of 10 hours in a service day or 56 hours in a service 
week. Part-time regulars are in the same category as 

part-time flexibles for penalty overtime purposes.
When determining the entitlement to penalty over-

time pay, both the actual hours worked and any paid 
leave hours are counted. This is explained on page 8-3 
of the 2022 JCAM, which states:

All bargaining unit employees are paid postal overtime for 
time spent in a pay status in excess of 8 hours in a ser-
vice day and/or in excess of 40 hours in a service week. 
Hours in pay status include hours of actual work and hours 
of paid leave.

The first exception to these rules, which affects full-
time, part-time and CCA letter carriers, involves the 
payment of penalty overtime during the month of De-
cember. In accordance with Article 8, Section 4.C, pen-
alty overtime will not be paid for any hours worked in 
December. This is commonly referred to as the penalty 
overtime exclusion period.

Although Article 8, Sections 4 and 5 identify the month 
of December, in 1985 the national parties agreed that the 
month of December referenced in these sections is under-
stood to mean four consecutive service weeks, rather than 
the entire month (M-01508 in NALC’s Materials Reference 
System). The specific period is published each year in the 
Postal Bulletin and The Postal Record. The penalty overtime 
exclusion period for calendar year 2023 will begin pay pe-
riod 26-2023, week 1 (Dec. 2) and end pay period 01-2024, 
week 2 (Dec. 29).

The second exception during December pertains to the 
daily and weekly work-hour limitations. Article 8, Section 
5.G provides that full-time employees on the Overtime De-
sired List (ODL) or Work Assignment List (WAL) may be re-
quired to work up to 12 hours in a day or 60 hours in a service 
week. However, these work limits do not apply to ODL and 
WAL letter carriers during the penalty overtime exclusion pe-
riod. Management may, but is not required to, assign ODL 
carriers to work in excess of the 12- and 60-hour limitations 
during the penalty overtime exclusionary period. 

The maximum hours allowed for PTFs, CCAs and full-
time employees not on the ODL or WAL are not governed 
by the provisions of Article 8, Section 5.G. The rules de-
fining the maximum number of work hours for these let-
ter carriers are found in section 432.32 of the Employee 
and Labor Relations Manual (ELM), which states:

Except as designated in labor agreements for bargaining 
unit employees or in emergency situations as determined by 
the postmaster general (or designee), employees may not be 
required to work more than 12 hours in 1 service day. In ad-

with postal handbooks and manu-
als. As of the writing of this article, 
the meeting has not taken place. I 
will continue to work toward a reso-
lution for these issues. I encourage 
any member who receives instruc-
tions related to this process that 
violates the language above of the 
M-41 to inform your local union rep-
resentative and file a grievance.

Additionally, USPS has provided 
guidance under this process advising 
the use of PS Form 1106 to clear car-
riers of Arrow Key accountability. PS Form 1106 has been 

rescinded by the Postal Service 
since March 23, 2023. The use of 
this form should be brought to the 
attention of local union represen-
tatives to investigate.

Finally, I want to thank the carri-
ers in the Falls Church Post Office 
for their time and helpful insight 
into their experience with the 
translator application on the MDD-
TR. I will update the membership 
on these subjects once we have an 

opportunity to meet with the Postal Service and discuss all 
available information.

dition, the total hours of daily service, including scheduled 
workhours, overtime, and mealtime, may not be extended 
over a period longer than 12 consecutive hours. Postmasters 
and exempt employees are excluded from these provisions.

The Step 4 settlement (M-01272) in case number 
E94N-4E-C96061540 dated Feb. 25, 1998, clarifies that 
the 12-hour limit established by ELM 432.32 continues to 
apply even during the penalty overtime exclusion period. 

Similar to the previous reference that paid leave 
counts toward overtime, the 2022 JCAM, on page 8-19, 
explains that the 12- and 60-hour limitations are inclu-
sive of all hours, including any type of leave taken.

The third exception during December pertains to 
letter carriers on the WAL. As stated above, excluding 
December, WAL carriers are available to work up to 12 
hours in a day or 60 hours in a service week. Outside 
of the penalty overtime exclusion period, management 
has the right to assign an employee on the ODL to work 
regular overtime to avoid paying penalty overtime to a 
carrier on the WAL. This can limit a carrier on the WAL 
to 10 hours in a service day, even if additional over-
time was available on their bid assignment. This is ex-
plained on page 8-21 of the 2022 JCAM, which states:

Management may assign an employee from the regular ODL 
to work regular overtime to avoid paying penalty pay to a 
carrier who has signed for Work Assignment overtime. This 
exception does not apply during the penalty overtime exclu-
sion period (December) when penalty overtime is not paid.

During the penalty overtime exclusion period, the carrier 
on the WAL has the right to work the additional time over 
10 hours, since penalty overtime is not paid. Keep in mind, 
this exception applies only when management wants to as-
sign a carrier from ODL to work the overtime. Management 
still retains the right to utilize a letter carrier at the straight-
time rate or a PTF or CCA at the straight-time or overtime 
rate prior to assigning additional overtime to a carrier on 
the WAL. The explanation for this provision is found on pag-
es 8-20 and 8-21 of the 2022 JCAM, which states:

Management may always assign another carrier to perform 
the work at the straight-time rate rather than assigning 
overtime to a carrier on the Work Assignment List. Manage-
ment may also assign PTFs and CCAs at the straight-time or 
overtime rate (up to the ELM limitations).

If you have any questions related to these or other 
Article 8 provisions, contact your local shop steward or 
branch officer. Complete copies of the “M” documents 
referenced in this article and the 2022 JCAM are avail-
able on the NALC website at nalc.org.

or padlock, and/or truck keys. (In some instances, a signature 
is used in place of a numbered check.) The keys are on a chain 
which must be securely fastened to a belt or clothing. Keys must 
be returned at the end of the tour of duty. (Emphasis added.)
Section 43 of Handbook M-41 details the procedure 

for a carrier to gain clearance for accountable items: 
43 Clearance for Accountable Items 
431 Keys 
Turn in mail keys in exchange for assigned key check or 
signature clearance. (Emphasis added.)
I have requested a meeting with the Postal Service to 

discuss the process and the steps that are in conflict with

NALC response teams throughout the country are  
activated to go to disaster locations and offer assis-
tance to NALC members and their families who live 
in the same household. Basic supplies, including 
uniforms and food, are available for those who need 
assistance. 

Financial support may be available depending on the 
availability of funding and qualifying criterias. Any 
regular member of NALC who has faced hardship as 
a result of a natural disaster will be able to apply for 
assistance. 
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Earlier this year, the Depart-
ment of Labor (DOL) published 
three Federal Employees’ Com-

pensation Act (FECA) transmittals 
regarding medical evidence that 
should simplify claim processing 
and expedite claim acceptance in 
certain traumatic injury cases. 

FECA Transmittal No. 23-01 re-
vises the FECA Procedural Manual 
Part 2, Chapters 800-6 and 805-
3c, regarding the adjudication 
of traumatic injury claims involv-
ing minor visible injuries without 

medical evidence. With the revisions, a visible, minor 
injury may be accepted without a medical report if both 
of the following criteria have been met:

a. The condition reported is a minor one that can be 
identified on visual inspection by a lay person (e.g., 
burn, laceration, insect sting or animal bite); and
b. The injury was witnessed or reported promptly, and 
no dispute exists as to the occurrence of an injury.
With this revision, the DOL has eliminated a previous 

requirement that the claimant not lose time from work in 
order to be considered for acceptance without a medical 
report. Injured letter carriers, however, should be aware 
that the issue of disability1 is separate and distinct from 
initial claim adjudication; medical evidence remains re-
quired within 10 calendar days of filing for payment of 
continuation of pay. In addition, for wage-loss benefits, 
the claimant must also submit medical evidence showing 
that the claimed condition is disabling.2

In FECA Transmittal No. 23-03, the DOL again revised FECA 
Procedural Manual Part 2, Chapter 800-6, to further clarify 
the requirements to establish a claim where no develop-
ment is needed due to a visible injury. This revision clarifies 
that corroborating evidence that the injury was actually iden-
tified on visual inspection by a lay person is not needed to 
establish a visible injury. Under this revision, employing 
agency challenges on the basis that an agency representa-
tive did not visually identify the condition hold limited pro-
bative value. A condition may still qualify as a visible injury 
despite not being readily apparent to an agency reviewer. 

In recent years, we have seen an increase in the Postal 
Service’s controversions and challenges to claims based 
on assertions that postal supervisors did not see an injured

body part. We’ve also seen an increase in postal supervi-
sors insisting on photographing injuries. This transmittal 
should put a damper on these trends.

The third transmittal addresses the unfortunate reality of 
dramatic increases in attacks and assaults on letter carriers. 
As President Brian L. Renfroe described it in his President’s 
Message in the September Postal Record: “Every day our 
members are being targeted in neighborhoods nationwide. 
Violence, assault, robbery, shootings, and even murder 
have become part of the job in many locations.” Not only do 
letter carriers sustain physical injuries and even death as a 
result of these assaults, they also often sustain emotional 
injuries as well. All of these injuries are covered under FECA. 

Letter carriers who sustain emotional conditions as a re-
sult of assaults, in particular, have had a difficult time find-
ing physicians to diagnose and treat these conditions. It 
often has taken months or even the greater part of a year be-
fore they can receive treatment for conditions that demand 
immediate attention. This is because OWCP’s procedures 
have required that any causal explanation for acceptance of 
an emotional injury case must come from a psychiatrist or 
licensed clinical psychologist with a PhD. FECA Transmittal 
No. 23-04 changed this by revising FECA Procedure Manual 
Part 2, Chapter 805, regarding the requirements for a medi-
cal specialist needed to establish an emotional condition.

With the revision, only extended occupational disease 
claims for emotional conditions require a medical report 
from a psychiatrist or clinical psychologist in order to sup-
port the explanation of causal relationship required for the 
claim to be accepted. The revision allows physicians with 
other specialties or even family physicians to submit medi-
cal reports to establish initial claims and provide treatment. 
This will be a huge boon for letter carriers who have been 
emotionally traumatized by assault and are ill-equipped to 
deal with jumping through bureaucratic hoops. Not only will 
their claims be accepted more quickly, but they also will re-
ceive more promptly the benefits they are entitled to under 
the FECA such as counseling and wage-loss compensation if 
they are incapacitated from working due to their condition.

According to the transmittal, the revision is intended to ap-
ply to “typically traumatic injuries where the event or events 
are very specific, unambiguous and are generally clearer 
to physicians outside the psychiatric specialty as incidents 
that may naturally result in an extreme emotional reaction.” 
The revision does not apply to emotional conditions in CA-2 
occupational disease claims—cases that often involve stress 
or abuse in the workplace (often with management). These 
cases will still require a causal explanation from a psychia-
trist or clinical psychologist for the claim to be accepted.

Next month’s column will continue the discussion of 
medical evidence and OWCP.

About one month after you retire, you will 

receive a Form 1189 from the NALC. This 
form allows letter carriers to 
maintain membership with 
NALC into retirement. It also 
provides permission for the 
Office of Personnel Manage-
ment (OPM) to deduct union 
dues from the retiree’s 
annuity. The dues for a re-
tiree is less than 70 cents a 
month. This is the only way 
to maintain your Branch 425 
NALC membership.

National will also send 
out a second form six 
months later, followed up 
by another one from the 
branch. If after a year you 
have not responded to ei-
ther, you are severed from 
the NALC permanently.

What are the advantages 
of remaining a member of 
the NALC in retirement? 

Free insurance—Every 
retired member is covered 
by a free $5,000 accidental 
death policy through NALC’s 
Mutual Benefit Association. 

Assistance in solving 
problems with OPM—This is 
provided by the NALC Retire-
ment Department.

Information provided 
about important retirement-
related legislative propos-
als—This is through The 
Postal Record, the NALC’s 
monthly magazine.

Continued participation 
in NALC governance—Re-
tired NALC members retain 
the right to vote in branch, 
state and national elec-
tions; to vote on motions 
at branch meetings; and to 
hold office. 

Capitol Hill—The NALC ac-
tively lobbies Congress on 

issues related to the Postal Service and retiree 
benefits.

Special 
plaques are available for members who complete 70 years and 75 
years. This is also per Article 2 of the NALC Constitution.

On many occasions, the officers and stew-

ards have attempted to advise the carriers 
in the branch of their rights and the protec-
tions they have under federal law. One of these 
protections is the Family and Medical Leave Act 
(FMLA). This law protects you and your family 
in case of absences due to a medical condition 
that you or a family member may have, causing 
you to be absent from work due to this condi-
tion or conditions. 

This information has been shared during our 
monthly meetings and during office stand-ups. 
It appears that the information that is being 
shared is going unheeded. There has been an 
increase of fact findings concerning unsched-
uled absences. One of the first questions 
management is asking is, “Do you have FMLA 
protections?” and the majority of the answers 
are “no.” 

During the investigation, it is discovered 
that there is a condition that involves the car-
rier or a family member. Had they followed the 

suggestions of the officers of the branch, we 
would not be in the conference room explain-
ing their absence. 

The NALC has generated a form that is ac-
cepted by the Postal Service and much simpler 
to fill out than the form provided by the Depart-
ment of Labor. It is strongly suggested that if 
you have a condition that you feel will qualify 
you for FMLA, then you should submit this form 
for your protection. 

Management has started to take a hard line 
on the unscheduled absences and have begun 
to issue discipline. Taking a few minutes to 

have your doctor complete the form will save 
you from a lot of headaches and unnecessary 
problems. The law is there to protect you, so 
please use it.

Harassment at the Postal Service comes in 

many ways. It has so for decades. Usually 
by management. Even if it comes from fellow 
postal employees. It still is  management’s 
fault. They are required to provide a hostile-
free work environment. But, they must know of 
the problem in order for them to correct it.

Harassment can affect an employee’s men-
tal health. It can lead to depression and anxi-
ety, which then can lead to post-traumatic 
stress disorder (PTSD). Loud cussing, obscene 
gestures, racial slurs/jokes, demeaning ex-
pressions, unwanted touching,  stalking, con-
tinuous walking and standing too close  are 
examples of illegal harassing. All of this makes 
you a victim. Victims that have trouble sleeping 
at night. Victims have rights, lawful rights.

Laws are incorporated into our National 
Agreement. Abuse and harassment not only 
affects the intended employee, it often affects 
others who witness it, or hear it. This must be 
stopped. Some employees actually like it when 
it is directed at someone they think is not a 
good employee. Or who they do not like. Which 
is really dumb. It affects the entire station. Do 
not think for a minute that management and 
snitches feel bad about it. Being controlling 
and abusive is not leading, and is not effective 
managing.

All of this offensive conduct leads to OWCP 
claims. It is work-related if proven by the em-
ployee. As it should be. If you are harassed 
or abused at work, inform your local branch. I 

know when I was still working, I did not put up 
with management acting like that.

Enough with complaints of,  “the union.” 
You are the union. Be united. The job is to de-
liver the mail, with good customer service. Pro-
vide for your family. Not to develop depression, 
anxiety and PTSD because of other people’s 
power-hungry behavior.

To my brothers and sisters,

As the new year approaches and we are 
getting our plans ready for the next year, sub-
mission of our leave slips will play an impor-
tant role. Although we earn leave to take, con-
tinuation of the leave program, under Article 
10 of the National Agreement as well as part 
of the ELM via Article 19 and branches’ local 
memorandums of understanding, it seems that 
management does not want employees to take 
leave that is earned and will attempt to find a 
way that we do not. 

Submission of leave slips should be in trip-
licate to ensure that management follows the 
proper guidelines to ensure that our brothers 
and sisters do not have to forfeit any of their 
leave. When submitting a 3971 to manage-
ment, you should be getting one copy back as 
soon as you submit a 3971 to show receipt of 
that 3971. 

Knowing the leave submission process is 
crucial when a letter carrier wants to exercise 
their rights and use their earned leave. Often, 
management will procrastinate or give an ex-
cuse not to return the receipt copy of the 3971 
because if you never receive a receipt copy, did 
you actual submit a 3971 to take leave? Broth-
ers and sisters, when submitting 3971s for 
leave, demand that you get a receipt copy of a 
3971 for the day you submitted it. 

If management does not want to comply 
with doing such, ask for a shop steward im-
mediately. We work hard and we earn our leave 
to take. Do not let management control what is 
not theirs!

Darkness has been ruled to not be a danger to 
carriers in and of itself; however, I strongly rec-
ommend taking extra precautions while work-
ing in the dark due to the always-dangerous 
nature of our job. One such precaution may 
be the use of a headlamp. While not a require-
ment for our job, I believe it is a vital piece of 
equipment to use while in the dark to keep 
oneself safe.

In the past, I have made light of Jim Ray-

mond and his ongoing vendetta against the 
Northland District Step B Team. Mr. Raymond 
claims Branch 4319 has received nothing but 
decisions warning management to cease and 
desist for the last 17 years. Enough; it’s time 
to expose Mr. Raymond’s lies and half-truths. 

Early on, the Northland Step B Team im-
posed a penalty on the Alaska District for 
failing to backfill reserve letter carrier (RLC) 
positions. The penalty was increased until it 
reached $250 per vacant RLC slot per week. 
This penalty resulted in tens of thousands of 
dollars being paid to Branch 4319 members for 
several years. The Step B team consistently en-

forced the financial penalty until the creation 
of the CCA position changed the mind of an 
arbitrator and the award made the prior deci-
sions moot. In addition, Mr. Raymond was so 
pleased with the decisions he was receiving 
from the Northland Step B Team that he per-
sonally delivered to me a large Alaskan salmon 
filet and a large Pacific halibut filet when he 
arrived in Minneapolis for the 2012 NALC con-
vention.

Hello, carriers of the satchel!

There is a relatively unknown document 
that stewards should be aware of to better as-
sist them in preparation for an investigative 
interview (I/I). It is called “Douglas Factors” 
(DF) and is used by the Merit Systems Protec-
tion Board to determine an appropriate penalty 
to impose for an act of employee misconduct. 
Section 115 of the M39 Handbook is based on 
the same DF factors listed below:

•	 Nature and seriousness of the offense.
•	 Employee’s job performance.
•	 Post disciplinary record.
•	 Years of service and job performance.
•	 Effect of offense upon employee’s ability to 

perform at a satisfactory level.
•	 Disparity.
•	 Mitigating circumstances.
•	 Adequacy and effectiveness of alternate 

sanctions to deter such conduct in the fu-
ture by the employee or others.

Section 115.1:
•	  ...discipline should be corrective in na-

ture.
•	 ...Managers must make every effort to cor-

rect a situation before resorting to disci-
pline.

•	 Section 115.2
•	 Let the employee know what is expected of 

him/her.
•	 Know fully if the employee is not attaining 

expectations … document the evidence.
•	 Let the employee explain their problem.

Section 115.3:
•	 Find out who, what, how...
•	 ...resolve problems before they become 

grievances.
•	 If an employee’s stand has merit, admit it, 

and correct the situation.
Section 115.4: 

•	 Maintain Mutual Respect Atmosphere—
Supervisor must maintain an atmosphere 
which assures mutual respect for each 
other’s rights and responsibilities.

By making a contribution to the Letter Carrier Political 
Fund, you are doing so voluntarily with the understand-
ing that your contribution is not a condition of member-
ship in the National Association of Letter Carriers or of 
employment by the Postal Service, nor is it part of union 
dues. You have a right to refuse to contribute without any 
reprisal. Any guideline amounts are merely suggestions, 
and you may contribute more or less than the guidelines 
suggest and the union will not favor or disadvantage you 
by reason of the amount of your contribution or your de-
cision not to contribute. The Letter Carrier Political Fund 
will use the money it receives to contribute to candidates 
for federal office and undertake other political spend-
ing as permitted by law. Your selection shall remain in 
full force and effect until canceled. Contributions to the 
Letter Carrier Political Fund are not deductible for fed-
eral income tax purposes. Federal law prohibits the Letter 
Carrier Political Fund from soliciting contributions from 
individuals who are not NALC members, executive and 
administrative staff or their families. Any contribution 
received from such an individual will be refunded to that 
contributor. Federal law requires us to use our best efforts 
to collect and report the name, mailing address, name of 
employer and occupation of individuals whose contribu-
tions exceed $200 in a calendar year.
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See the similarities? There is a lot of infor-
mation available at your fingertips! Google 
“Douglas Factors (additional factors)” and look 
at Section 115 of the M-39 Handbook. These 
two pages will better prepare you for the I/I 
and your supervisor interview. Knowledge is 
power; power is knowledge!

We are continuing to win huge amounts of 

money for our members in pre-arb settle-
ments. An improper psychiatric fitness for 
duty was settled to make the grievant whole, 
including lost overtime. Management kept our 
steward out of work for nine months! Manage-
ment knew they were going to lose this case, 
so they paid the grievant administrative pay 
for most of those nine months. When all the 
costs are tallied, the grievant will be paid more 
than $75,000 (administrative pay, overtime 
and back pay!). But, in DC and Maryland, get-
ting back pay is rare. We have filed a grievance 
on this, but we are backlogged for more than 
ten years waiting for arbitration! Brian Renfroe 
and Paul Barner have been contacted about 
this refusal to pay back pay and L’Enfant Plaza 
has been notified. This issue must be resolved 
promptly!

Our vice president, Charles Clark, recent-
ly signed another pre-arb worth more than 
$3,500 concerning EFEL leave. More than 
$11,500 has now been paid to carriers due to 
management refusing to pay them for EFEL. 
Remember EFEL? Congress had appropriated 
$570 million for federal and postal employees 
concerning COVID issues. Management could 
have complied with the law and paid these car-
riers out of the $570 million pot. Now USPS has 
to pay this money. Leave it to management and 
their infinite wisdom to pay $11,500 when this 
should not have cost the USPS 1 cent! 

Hugh McElroy got pre-arbs worth an ad-
ditional 150 percent for each hour worked be-
yond the maximum of 60 hours in a week and 
12 hours in a day for ODLs in Gaithersburg. 
These payments meant that management paid 
triple time and a half for each hour of violation! 
Two pre-arbs in Diamond Farms amounted to 
$4,667 and $3,145, respectively. We have won 
more than $125,000 in pre-arbs recently!

As a retiree, I am not facing what you are 
facing. Stress levels are high, understandably 
so. I believe some of the tactics carriers use in 
Staunton and we used in my office can help. A 
few ideas follow.

Gather off the clock and get to know each 
other. Do it at the station level and at branch 
meetings. Having each other’s back is essen-
tial, and this is difficult until you become a let-
ter carrier family. When you gather, have fun, 
but also discuss topics like prepping for route 
adjustments, food drive, MDA events, key sec-
tions of the contract, your local agreement, 
LCPF and solidarity.

Communicate, which is easy with a text 
chain. 

Decide together who represents you as shop 
steward(s). Help them learn. Build a team with 
them as your captains. Ask to speak to them 
on the clock; they deserve time after work like 
you do. Ask questions. Advocate. Read the ap-
propriate contract provision when you have 
an issue. Provide statements and documents 
when they need them. Be willing to testify. Be 
patient but follow up. Help them help you.

Fill out Forms 3971, 1571 and 3996. Get sig-
natures and copies! Always. Never assume 
anything.

Do your job professionally and safely, dress 
professionally, treat the customers the way 
you’d like to be treated. Pride and integrity in 
your work is what often separates letter carri-
ers from management. Keep your cool, smile 
and file. Together set the tone on the work-
room floor with a united front.

Encourage your stewards to have regular 
labor-management meetings per Article 17 
and give them ideas for topics. The minutes of 
these meetings can be pivotal evidence when 
filing grievances.

They say “all politics is local”…so is contract 
enforcement and solidarity!
